yestigation, or that I thought it the best thing
to do. 1 rise now to confirm that statement,
and to say that I am perfectly willing that
ths Investigation shall be proceeded with,
After the conversation referred to by my ool-
Joagus. I violded to the mdvics of friends in
the Senate and did not act on my own Impules
in the matter. Hence [ did not offer the reso-
jation which 1 desired and intended to offer.
New tothin body and unfamillar with its cus-
toms aud iisages, I naturally attached welght
o the advico and oplnion of those older in the
pervice and better veraed lu the practices and
precedents of the Senate. I was informed, or
was given to understand. that however much I
might desire or demand an Investigation, it
was not the practice of the Benate to take
potica or jurisdiction of alleged acta or
conduct prior to the election of a Hen-
ator. or having no connection with the
legality thereof. Now, I desire to say
at this time that I am perfectly willing and
dueirous that this investigation be procesded
with. That has been my position from the be-
ginning. [ have been blamed for not speak-
ing snd I have also been eriticised beeause it
{s alleged that I did say something. 1 deslred
to sar this much, in justice to my colloague
and to mysell, and with reference to what has
been sald in the newspapers, because this
thing Is proceeding so far on newspaper alle-
@ations."”

The Fourieenth Nireet Saicide Identified by
HMer HMashand's Feople,

The young woman who committed sulclde
early on Thursday mornlug by throwing her-
sell In front of an approaching elevated train
at Fourteecth mtreet and Third avenue was
Mra. Georglana Willle, wite of Willlam IL
Willls of Astorin. Yesterday afternoon John
Wiilis and his wife Jennle of 649 Harlow
avenue, Astoria, called at the Morgue and
asked to see the face of the suleide. Assnon
a8 Keeper Flannigan had uncoversd it. Mra
Jennle Willis cried out. ** It Is poor Gieorgiana,”
and then threw hersell on the mangled bodys
kissad it face and criad piteously over it.

Genrglana Willls was only 18 yoars old, and
her husband Is a brother of John Willls. Mrs.
Jennie Willis sald that Gieorgiana had been
married only elght monthsa Her malden
name was McDonald, and ahe was horn In Ful-
ton, Fulton county, Ky., where Willis met and
mnarried her. A few months ago the girl's
mother died, and the young wife asked her hus-
hand for money with whieh to go home to the
funeral. Thoe couple were then living In a flat
at 820 Third avenue, and Willis was emiployed
as & helper on one of the wagons of the Adams
Fxpr«sa Compnny. He was unable to supply
his wile with the money. and she sold some of
hoer clothing and housshold furniture. She
went to Kentueky, but got there too late for
the funeral Bhe returned about six weeks

BgO.
%n the mean time her husband had inherited
a little money from a relntive and spent if,
and when his wife returned he had no money
and was out of work. As he was unabie to pay
the rent of his flat, he and his wile went to live
with his brothar’s family in Astorin.

“My sister-in-law,” sald Mr. Willis, * laft
homs about B o'clook on Wednesdny evening.
We did not know where she was Tdaz. and
divin't ask. as she often raa out alone for a

Wihen she fallad to
return. however. we ame worried. Then
wo saw the accounts of tha suickie on the ele-
vated rallroad. and felt sure from the descrip-
tion of the dead woman that It was Georglana.

he girl was young and impressionable. and I
think it possible she may have bean Imposed
upon. being & country girl and very Innocent.
I enn suggest no reason for her sujeide, unless
it was worry over her mothor's death and her
husband’'s Inability to get work., We have
learned that when Mrs. Willls left homa sho
told a friend that she was golog to call on Mra,
Charles Bertun, who lives in the flat opposite
the one formerly occupled by my brother. This
Mrs. Bertun and my sister-in-law wore great
frirnda., That is oll we know at present.”’

Mra. Bertun sald to a Bux reporter that Mrs,
Willls had not called upon her at all on Wed-
nesday night. The Iast time she wus there
was o week ago Wodnesday, Then she looked
tired and {IL. She told Mr. Bertun that she had
spont the previous nlght at the house of a
Mrs. Hempel. whose husband, Herpard,
keeps a saloon at UM Fourth avenua Mr.
Bertun said that the girl had complained
several times In his rruanre that she was
worrled bocause her husband eould not get
work. She ha!l mnds some attemipts to gat
work hersslf, and had even ofered to go out
BA A SOFVARD!.

When =aloonkeepar Hempel heard that
the girl hnd committed suleide. he threw
up his hands and said: “"Well, it's the best
thing in the world that she could have done
for herrelf,” Mr. Hompe! explained this re-
murk hy saying that the girl had never im-
pressad hini favorably. He said that neither
he nor hia wife had seen the girl for snme
time, nnd that her statement to the Hertuna
that slis had stayed at Lis house on Tuesday
night, was untrue. This was not the first time
that sl told frienda of his that she had heen
at his honae overnight, ha sald. but she had
pever bean thers over nlzht.
