A new supply of spring water, cold, npure.
and clenr as erystal, was oponed to Paris two
woaeka nzo. The Parlsians are congratulating
themsoivos that not only will they no longer
he obliged to nee tho contnminared water of
the *eine. but they now hiave more nnd bettor
water than has any other eity in Lurope.
The grenter part of tho witar supply of the city
hns lupg een obtalved from the hend waters of
rivers, affording practienlly pure spring wator.
1iut there was not enough of this wator to sup-
ply the whole city, and Selna water has hoen
used in somo parts.  The new source of sup-
ply will alford almost as much water as all
the others together, nod Parls will have 240
litres of spring water for each inhabitant.

WAR IN LIRERIA,

The Liderian Government Makes War oa
the Natlves and Gets Badly Whipped.

Fram (he London TVmon

The troubje whirh has been brewing In the
republic of Liberin since Fresident Cliorstmnn
was pluced at the hend of affairs In Monrovia
huw come to a hend at Inst, and from an_ no
count just to hand from Cavally, on the Krie
const, It seems that the malcontents on the
nouth eoast of the republic have got deciidedly
tho best of tho tighting. Thoe Liberinn v-
vipineut not long o had & gunbont specially
built in England for service on this Bouth const,
and she wus apparently sent Into action at
onee alter hor arrival in Liberin, with results
most unsatinfaetory to tho Monrovian Governs
ment. The following extracts nra from a let.
ter just recolved frow Cavally by Mr J. W, de
Vers Stevens, who only returned from the

old eoust the othor day, and who was ut Cape

‘almns in February last:

"I give voun fow particulars of the first I«
berian engagement. I'bo gunbont nrrived at
Capo 'nlinus, und the President of Litieria
wrote the Hoek ‘to®n natives to vall and soe
him, s ho was very anxious to hnve a friendly
understanding.  They telilled that they were
\'ul?r glnd to hear that the Presldent wishoil te
L friendly; they, linving no pnlaver with the
American Liverians, also wished to be friends
1y, but could not vi=it Uapo 'almne, as they
wera ut war with the natives of that setties
ment, The President again wrote, addressiug
the Rock Town chiels as ‘“dear [rionds,
and wappointed Feb, 22 for & genersl
mesting nt Cape Palmas, =aying that if
thi iufsdid not rvomehe should regard thelr
aetion or refusal as a declaration of war
Agninst the tiovernment T'he chicls ra&ﬂled
that “they woers very sorry, but they could not
vislt Cape I'nlmas, the decluration of war
enme [rom the Government and not frowm
them.'

“tin_Feh, 23 the gunboat anchored close to
Rock Town and commenced firing, but with-
out doing much domage. Then the Liberinn
army attheked by lnnd and the Caje 'almaos
natives attacked from the bush, ko poor Hock
Town wis besleged, However, thoy lay low
until the Liberinns got elose to the town
wull, nnd then. fliring o volley and
rushifng out with machetus, they were upon
the Liborians before the Intter were aware
of it, The Lilerinns shiply throw sway theie
wrma and Ned for thelr lives. leaving two Linss
eannons and ammunition, eixty rifles, and
muskoets, the Liberinn standard, and a quan-
Uty of militury stores.
