The squadrons of tho nations moved nia-
jostleally and  allently yesterday morning
through the frolleking white onps from the
anchorage In thie lower bay, past long lineas
of admiring thousands on the shores of the
apper bay and the Hudson, and eame to thelr
officinl stations, betweon Thirtleth and
Ninety-fourth streets. Fave for a chilly north-
enster, the day was perfect. FEvery bit of
hrass and gllt on every ship had been bur-
nished, and overy amirched apot on black and
white hulls had becn painted over belore
the Pnlisdelphin gave the signal for the
floet to move. The sunboams danced from
polished metal and accentuated the colora ot
the hulls The white crulsers were more con-
sploucus than thelr dark sisters, outlined
against the shores, but we have seen mostof
them belore. and the strangers oxcited the
most euriosity. The flect answered sllently
with {ts fiags to the thunders of the forts and
tha salute from the monltor Mlantonomoh at
the Datlery, and, axeopt from the Yankes flag-
shiva at anchoring, mono ol its guns spoke
while it was under way. To-day much powder
will be oxpended as the Dolphin earries Proai-
dent Cloveland up the river between the two
columns, Last nlghtthe commanding oMoers
aad their stoaffs came ashore to the Unlon
Leagus Club recaption, and there waa silence
in the flest excoept for an oconslonal salute to a
visltor of high degres. The colored lights ot
the Ardols algnal system danced orders down
the lines, and the alignment of the ships was
petlected for tosdar's review.

UP THFE STREAM WITH THE FLEET,

Blleatly the Ships, Glidea On, Only Their

Fiags Answerlng the Gonas oo the Bhore,

A spirit of seronity that was almost akin to
drowsineas pervaded bay and river In the
moralng before the nautical panorama begdn
to move through the plcturesque stralt guard-
od brthe granite forts Hamllton and Tomp-
kins, It was the regnnnt apirit of the day, and
it was Interrupted only three times Ly
the vaporous thunder of natinnal salutes
The progress of the double eolumun
of stately cruilssrs from their snchor-
age in the lower bay was accentuated
by only oceasionsl cheers. The crowds
that thrunged pler heads, stands, balconles,
and housetops were probably too much In-
toreated in the spoctacta to vesturo vocllerous
applause: besides, they were too far away to
b# hourd by tho men on the erulsers. The
world afloat was Insignificant in comparison
with that which gnthers when rival cutters nf
Yankes and British mould battle for the
Amerlen Cup Tho searelty ol vessels was
accounted for by the fact that the whole ma-
Jestle processlon could be seon from points on
thealdes of the bay and river,

It was & great day for the alips of all na-
tlons, Lut It was a partieulnrly great day for
the white squadren. This distinetion of the
Ynnkes shiips may not have boen due so much
to thelr quality as to tholr Mg, whieh s much
beloved by folks in this Iatitude Xut the
naval eoslgn of Gireat Britaln was not neg-
lected,  Kveryliody seemed to forget that

Eversthing was sorens except the wind nnd
the tide.

quarter deck of tha Russian flagship and saw
the British naval enslga fiying over him. The
DBritish Vice-Admiral didn't get n chance to
visit the Ruesian Vice-Admiral at Hampton
Roada because the HRusslan ship didn't got
there.

At o'clock the Cushing eame rushing down
the bay llke a projectile from one of her own
guns. She ran alongsido the flacshin and ro-
ported that tho way was clear and the proces-
slon might move. Thenshotook position onthe
port quarter of the Yankee flagahip, and she
stuok there or thereabouts until the Philadel-
phia came to anchorup the Hudson. She was
ready to fly on whatever errand Admiral Ghe-
rardl had for her.

From the signal halliards of the Philadol-
phia. In the universal langusge of the sea,
there fluttered this command at © o'clook:
* Prepars to get undor way." Answering pen-
nants snapped from every ecruiser. To the
musle of tho bugle the blusjackets aboard the
English ships began heaving in at 9:204
Five minutes Iater anchors were hove
short, and, at 0:35, when a gun from the Phila-
delphia arousad the echoes of the Staten Isl-
and hllls, the flsst bogan to move. It was a
slow movement, as their progress wasngainst
aalx-milo tide. Beveral patrol tugs ateamed

*ahead of the fleet and warned river eraft out
of the way. Moast of thesa did not need much
urgiog, ns their skippers seemed to have a
wholesome respect for tha ram-bowed eruisera.

There was no better view of the movements
ol the fleet than that afforded from the quar-
ter dsck of the British fiagship. Through the
courtesy of Viee-Admiral Hopkins a Box: re-
porter looked on from that point of vantage
Never. parhaps, has there been greater bustle
sboard a war ship than that which occurrad
on the Blake befors the start of the flset. The
gentle-volced officors, who have spent their
lives sinoe boyhood In her Majesty's service
afloat, didn't appear to be hustling, but they
wore. They had & careless, easy, almost
lounging way about them, due  doubt-
less to the fact that they Wwere
brought up aboard ship. and act afloat
protty much as an ordloary citizen might act
in his own home ashore. Every sallor and
marine keew that he was expected to look lils
best. The guard that was tosalute the Dolphin
was mustered alt and very serlously inspect-
ed. The Bergeant Major walked down the
lino. curefully eyed every man from head to
toe, examined his velt, and serutinized every
brass button. If & whito helmet was a six-
teenth of ap inch out of the perpendioular the
Sergeant Major righted it. Then the Major of
Murinen, one of the jolliest of the oficers,
earefully went over the work of the Bergeant
Major, beglnning at the toe of the
firet man In the Jine and ending at
the helmet of the last onoe. The short-
jacketed Iittle middies-of whom there
are o scoro—scampered around, each with a
teloscope under his arm. like s vigion from
“Pionlore.” The teleacopes were worn alno-
where than under the arm at intervals. which
beeama more frequent as the flest got up
toward the eily. While the dapper middies
wers hopping about, mingling, In demo-
eratlo fashlon, with everybody aboard ship,
the sailors wero serpbbing decks and pollsh-
{ng metal work. There was not udirty spot
that escapod the notice of the oMeers. Whore
one might pass over n smear, another would
find it, and Jack was kept pretty busy bright-
ening muzzles and burnishing ralls,

The Blake sent her nawest and whitast en-
slgn to the peak in place of the old onw she
fllos on ordinary occaslons, The Admiral was
pound to mnake his ship look lineto Youkee
eyes, and he did.

There were puffs of fire-inwoven smoke from
Forts Wadsworth and Hamliton, followed by
the boom of the guns oas the Hlake and the
Thiladelphis abeam, but DUD [fest apart,
stoamed through. The ensigns of the fleet
eourtesled In acknowledgment. The grassy
helghts at both forts were thronged with epac-
tators, and the glasses—fleld, marine, opera,
and telescoplo—were worked msslduously.
There was muech slgnalling by reisphores be-
tween the Blakeand the three othershipsofthe
Foglish squadron, The black and white arms
gostioulated llke those of an ante-bellum ora-
tor. It was clear enough Ilanguage to the
ssllorman brought up on semaphores, but it
was & mystery to s Jarge part of the Dluke's
craw.

New York's water front on the west slde pre-
sonted an almost untiroken line of spoctators
of the Lig show. The line varled In depth
from ono to fiftesn parsons. the blggest crowd,
of course, beine at the Dattery, lorides nine
miles of water front there wers fve wiles of
building tops, where the line was hrakan only
by the Intersecting mtreate. A little Nguring,
nveraging tho erowd thres doep and allowing a
foot deep and two feet of front for ench person,
will show that, conaldering the fact that the
day was not a holldny and that to-duy is, there
was a vory blg erowd.

The clovated raliroads and all the other
transit lines began earryineg the peopla down
town oarly In the morning. As early ns 8
o'eloek there wore severnl thousand peopla in
the Lattery Uark, pushing and mauling each
other for places on the outside of the sen
wail. That wae more than an hour before the
bouts atarted from Ciravenend Bay. At the
same liour the end of almost every plor on the
river from the Daltery up to Ninety-elghth
streat was comflortudly Nlled. Many specta-
tors woro provided with camp chalrs, nnd
tonsted thomselves In the bright sunlight
while they walted.

The people had beon slow to decorate, but
thoy came out strong in the end. At the [lrat

At the parting
polnt n stones parapet begine which runs
along a fow hundrod yards until the muin
rond ngnin branelies aff down the hill,

At thia parting point another paranet haging
wliteh soon branchies off, and so on for the
Iength of the park.
