Ihe speech prosonting the monument to the
enrpotution of Trinity Church was made by
Prof. Thomass Fgleston of the Academy of
Belences, under the -ausplecs of which
the monument was erected. Hes anid
that by far  the largest part of the
g10.000 which the monument cost had
peen contributed In New York, though eon-
slderalile em;:ln 'm“:i B:aton.
