They were here
with muskets before, In the little
unplensaptness of tho previous cen-
tury, We laet saw o rank of red-
coats on Nov. 25 1783, eloce when we
have annually celebrated their retirement
and absonce.

No Bond Issue at Present.

Out of the fog of mystery and vaclllation
in which the Secretary of the Treasury has
thus far enveloped his flnancial policy, one
resolve has ot last emerged iuto view. No
ponds are to be sold for the replenlshment
of the Treasury gold reserve, and the re-
sorve [s to be used, ns it ought to be used,
for the redomption of the Government's
legal tender notes without distinetion.

That Becretary CARLISLE has flnally been
brought to see that he has full authority to
trench upon the $100,000,000 gold fund ar-
bitrarlly set aside elght years ago by Sec-
retary MAXNING, I8 due ln great measure
tothe persistent efforts of THE BuN. The
extent of the deluslon in regard to this
fund, and the obstinacy with which multi-
tudes of otherwise well-informed men have
clung to It, form one of the most
remarkable chapters in the history of hu-
man error. The llmit of $100,000,000, cre-
sted by a bookkeepling entry, was an object
of superstitious terror to nearly all the
financial magnates of the country. They
belleved that crossing it would be financlul
death angd ruln. To kecp on the upper side
of It the Becretary of the Trensury was
willing to suspend gold payments on one-
quarter of the national paper currency; and
the Presldents of many of our city banks,
recognizing the mischief that would follow
this step, urged the no less fatal one of
an Issue of bonds without authority of law.
Happily, noither of these errors has been
eommitted; nor is elther now likely to be.

Untll Congress assembles and by suitable
enactmonts clothes the Secretary of the
Treasury with new powers, lie hns before
him the plain course of simply using what
goldbe has for tha malntenance of gold
payments, and shiding the result. What
be shall do when his gold {s exbausted, it |s
potfor bim to determine. Ko Is not the
maker of laws, but only an executive ofllesr,

. and not upon him, but upon Congress, rests
. the responsibility of dealing with exigen-

eles for which no provision has been made.

has a heavisr welght of metal; hasa far
better traln of guns, whether forward, aft,
or broadside: haa thicker protection for
her battory, and has slde armor and &
colluloso bolt where the Blake has none of
either. The Brooklyn is even better than
the New York, and is espocially better In
bnttery power,

Tho Tracy battle ships include three of
the Indiana elnss, to bo (inlghed next yonr,
These are of 10,200 tona displacemeont, and
are unequalled by any shlp that floats, In
the two great factors of armor and armn-
ment. Thoy carry 18 Inches of Amerlean
nickel ateel on thelr sldes, 17 Inches on the
barbettes, and 15inches on the turrete. Thoy
mount four 18Inch, slght 8-inch, and four
g-inch guns each, which throw ata single
discharge s welght of 6,800 pounds, or over
three tons; and the projectile from the
13inch gun perforates 24 Inches of eteel ab
the distance of o mile, The secondary bat-
tery of each ship discharges 3% projectiles
n minute, The Jowa, of 11,206 tons, is
longer, broader, and faster than any of
these threo bottle ships, und has greater
conl ondurance and guns better mounted,
although the largest are but 12-ineh, Her
water-line belt I longer, but 18 pot quite ns
thick, the Harveyized drmor allowlug o re-
duction to 14 Inches on account of its lm-
penetrable quality.

Compnred with the eight vessels here
epoken of, our present array In the Hudson
represents only the beginning of the now
navy. There aroalso other good ships un-
der coustruction, such ns the second-class
battle sbips Maine and Texas, the power-
ful enast defender Purltan, the fast cruls-
ers Olymnpla, Cinclnnatl, Raleigh, and oth-
ors. But reckoning only the oight groat
ships just mentloped In detail, It will be
seen how a naval pageant thres ycars hence
wouldl dwarf in the aggregato officlency
represented, even the handsome display wo
are now ablo to make,

Yot unfortunately such a review Is not
likely to be held. Probably the present
century will not seo another international
pageant in American waters, Another oc-
caslon like the CoLumMpus celebration, which
would Justify our country in asking tho
presence of forelgn flests, 18 not now in
prospect during the present generation,
although one might arlse. It was a happy
thought to limprove the present opportuni-
ty. to which other maritimo nations In amity
with our own haveso courteously and cor-
dially respondad. 7

But it a repetition of this most enjoyable
international spectacle cannot be lookoed for,
it may fairly be hoped that a review of our
own uavy In home waters may be an inci-
dent of the near future. In three years
from the present time wo should have a
really fine fleet to show, sinece the new vos-
sels just deseribed or referred to would
then be completed, Perhape, alro, some of
the forelgn fleeta which are on regular sta-
tion duty along our coast might com-
pliment us again with their presence during
o part of such ceremonies. At all events,
the popular liking for naval displays and
manauvres is so pronounced that reviews
elmilar to those at Splthead, illustrating
the efficiency of the splendid new vessels
now under completion, would be halled with
general satisfaction.

Imake the prediction that if Wip-
80N B, BIRsELL 18 allowed to proceed wecord-
ing to his own ldoas, he will mecomplish
muore for the cause of civil servico roform
than any man who has gone before Liw in
his dopartment. Itis a mistake toeriticlss
him for the mistakes or possibly wiitul
actions of his subordinates."

This view of Mr, Wirnoox's should be
kept in mind by reformers who Loar Mr,
MaxweLy chopping away with the axe of
fourth-class destiny. The sound of the nxe
and the alght of the wicked smile that
hovera over Mr, MAXWELL a8 he pursues
his grisly work, are very repulsive to Mr.
Bissery, as Mr. Wircox will have us to un-
derstand, Mr, BIsSELL'S principles and
{deas are of the highest, but he {8 not
allowed to proceed sccording to them, Mr.
BissELL'S "eart is true to elvil service re-
form, but his'ands sre tied. Buch i the
Wilcoxlan hypothesis.

Mr. Fuaxems E. Levee, editor of a period-
lcul called (food Government, which |s to say,
we suppose, government by means of clvil
service commissions, Is o bellever ln the
Wileoxian theory., e says thet Mr. Bis-
BELL ' has not the proper appreciation
of the wunderlying priociples of real
eivil serviee reform, but he still has
certaln sympathies In that diroction.”
Bo the Leuppio theory of DissEun is
that he Is no bedrook reformer, but a mera
surface reformor. He leans scntimentally
toward what he doesn't understand intelloc-
tually. Hs may hang a bit of Chinese ew-
broldery on himsell, but be ls essentlially
& Yankes. The Leupple theory ls rich In

possibilities of pang to the Chiness re-
formers. Btill, it assumes that Mr. BrasxLy
is not utterly reprobate. His sympathiles
may be worked upon, and his knowledge
may bo Inoreased. The three misslonaries
whom the League has resolved to send %o
Washington to labor with Mr. CLEVELAXD
and the Cablnet, and to inouloats correct
principles, have a rich flald in Mr, BresrLL.
What happy results may not be expected
from the Instruction which he is to recelve
from these misalonaries in partibus ?

WiLntam DupLey Frovnxe, whose utter-
ances hava welght as coming from Just
one-half of the Mugwump party of Indiana,
epoke sorrowfully of Brother BiSELL:
“I have never doubted,' sald Mr. FFOULEE,
**that he belongs to us; still, I eannot fAnd
that he uses the right methods. Luke-
warmness ia wores than extreme partisan-
ship.” How *one of us" can be wrong in
his methods, lukewarm, and worse than an
extremo partisan, it Is not for the unen-
Hghtened to solve. Clear it s, however,
that Mr. Bmerun I8 a stumbling block to
the falthral, and that, whather the theories
of his course are charitablo or uncharitable,
the wicked work that terrifles the reform-
ers |8 going on In the Post Office Depart-
ment, Mr. BissELu sont a letter of regrot,
but his regret may now be tempered with
the thought that his absence gave the re-
formers a chance to theorizo about hlin.

For our part we don't seo what civil ser-
vice reform has to dowith fonrth-elnss Post
OfMces at present, or why Mr. Bssenn |a
not n good clvil-sarvice reformer as long ns
he carries out the elvil service laws In his
department, Hero Is whers the “eplrit”
ot clvil serviea reform comas in for the
esoteric worshippera, but why reproach or
praise Mr, Dissenn for what Is now done
in the postal serviee in rogard to removals ?
The head of this Administration {8 the head
of this Administration, and the responsi-
bility toreivil sorvico roform rests with him.,
Hols treating the reformers to o fine exhl-
bition of googl, old-fushloned rotary elvil
sorvice reform. If they don't like It, why
don't they complain of him and to him ? This
protence that Mr. Bisseun ls a screnming
elvil service reformer who is thwarted by
his subordinates, and thut he has the power
to earry out a polley of his own, |4 nonsense
of the first degreo. Nelther weeping over
Mr. BisseLn vnor gnashing thelr teeth over
Mr. Maxwgnn is a sensible performance
for tho reformers., Mr. CLEVELAND |8 the
man for them toattack, and they don't dare
to do it, for thoy hate to admit that under n
Democratic Administration, a8 under a
Tlepublican Adminlstration, the “spirit’ of
civil serviee reform Is never ralsed.

The Hon. Hoke Bmith's Great Thought,

The supply of aphorisms, birthday-cup
sentiments, poetle distiche, mottoes, fn-
millar quotations, and nursery rhymes
haviong apparently run short In Chicago,
some of the managers of tho autograph
anpex of the Falr have been culllng for
verbal noveltles for distribution among tho
visitors. The Becretary of the Interior hos
amiably responded to the request for con-
tributions in the literary line. What he
has furnished possesses the brevity whiech
ie characteristie of true wit:

*Public oMees should be created and conducted ox-
clusively for the Lenefit of those who do mot All them."

This I8 & eound Democratle sentiment,
having the true ring of slncerity, but at the
same time [t sbows the ear marks of hasty
composition. Publlc offices in the United
Btates are created for the transaction of
public business. Their faithful adminis-
tration is for the common beneflt of all, the
officeholders as well us those who are not
officeholders. A man who aceepts a Gov-
ernment post, high or low, does not thereby

t surrender his interest in public affalrs, or

his share in the advaulages of their wice
management. Tho sgoldier who onlists in
the army, orthe sallor who enlists in the
navy, to fight the battles of his country, to
protect {ts borders, and defend its rights,
by 8o doing does not sacrifice any part of
his patriotism. He is still oneof Lthe people.
He does for others what they would do for
him under simllar circumstances of publie
peril or national distress. When the fight
is over, he returns to the runks of the people
from which he came, having fullllled a citi-
zen's highest duty. Buels, in Its essence, is
publie service,

The moan who Is merely actlng for others,
without personal Interest in the result of
the hostilitles, 15 a poor stick unworthy of
any country. Heo may be n mercenary; le
may be an automaton; he may be an anlma-
ted power of attorney, but he is pot a true
soldler, and little good to the common ben-
efit mayv be expectad from his efforts.

Bo It is with ofMlecholding. The mwaa who
wishvs to detach himsell from his tellow eltl-
zens because he gets on ofieo; who ceases to
have concern for the success of his party
principles as soon as he gets an offlce; and
who wishes tomake a clasrs distinetion be-
tween those who temporarily represent the
people and those who don't, won't, or cun't,
s not a funcUopary to be emulated or ap-
plauded. He belongs in some llmited mon-
archy, and pot in the republie of the United
States of America,

1t I8 one of the glorles of the Amerlean
gystem of government, and at the samo
Ume one of the strongest safeguards of [La
perpetulgy, that all power heie Is diffused.
There I8 no military class, There s no
arlstocracy of military or naval offlcers.
There are no hereditary functionailes of
any kind, All are equal before the law; all
are equally concerped in defending and
upholding it. Opne for all, and all for one,
is the rulo In the United States.

It doos not do to eriticlen too closely
o hastlly written gentimont designed for
sutograph collectors, What the Hecretnry
of the Interior probably meant to write,
and what he probably would have written
if not pressed for time, Is this:

"Naeuncies in the publls service should be created
for the Lroefil of those concerning whow (e volers
bave indicated thio'r deaire thas they should il them
In this way those for whoss serygras the volers have
0o present (re can, Withoul ulueressary loss of time,
Folurn Lo (he walkm of private life."

That, probably, 18 what the Hoeretary
of the Interior mennt to write. 1t Is good
Democratie doctrine; and had It not been
helloved in by o wajority of the voters of
the United States on the second Tuesday of
lust November, there would to-day Le no
Domoeratlc Beeretary of the Interior, to be
#sked Lo furnish sy seutiment appropri-
4te L o gele oceaslon,

Electoral Reform in Belglum Assured,

The Belgian Benate having passed on
Thursday by more than the neoded two-
thirds majorlty the Nysaex LIl providing
for uciversal sulflrage n connsotlon with
plural voting, thal measuro ls vertain to
become alaw. The aMxivg of the King's
slgnature will be a mere formality, as it s
known that Leovoup 11, desired 8 largo re-
form In the suffrage, and, by his persoual
lufluence, sscured at the critical mwoment
the assent of the Conservative mewbers of
the Chawmber of Deputies,

What will be the outeome of the new reg-
ulatlons of the frauchise ? The Radiculs
belleve that it will be Lighly favorable
to thelr luterests. They bave not ubtaloed
all they want, but they have scquired an
fnetrument by whick they can extort fresh

conosssions. Although among foreign on-
lookers and even among well-informed Bel-
#ians there s some difference of opinion
with regard to the effect of the provisions
for plural votiag, it is acknowledged that
thess will by no means Inure exolusively to
the benetit of the Conservatives, Even of
the superseded eloctorate, which com-
prised only about one hundred and twenty
thousand voters, and which was based on &
high property qualifieation. the Radicala
constituted & considerable fraction, and In
connection with ths Moderntes of the
Frene-Onnax typo have more than once
succesded in roturning s majority of tho
lowor Chamber, Almost all these Rad-
fonls will profit by the arrangemoents
for plural votlng, and they will be
immensely strongthenod in the eities and
towna by the clause of the Nyssex bill con-
forring the frauchise on every male oitizen
over twenty-live yoars of age. It 1a true
that the same clnuso enfrauohises the agrl-
cultural laborers, who, it has bean hitherto
nesumod, will bo controlled by the and-
owners and clergy. But who koows that
tho Belgian farm hand may vot set Hke Lis
English counterpart, who used to Le sub-
servient enough to the parson and the
aquire, but who, sinen ho got the snflrage,
hue avineed a sturdy Independence?

There ute two reasons why the political
devalopment of Delginum under the now
electornl conditions will bo watehed with
deep anxlety by the neighboring powers,
Bhould the Radicals nequire permanent as-
cendoney, the Bolgian Government would
make no effort to disgnls: Ita sympathy
with France, nnd tho exlstence of this feel-
ing would east doubt upon the maintennnce
of Belglan neutrality in the eveot of a Con-
tinental war. Then, ngain, the popular party
in Belglum, although still enlled Radical, la,
in tact, largely mnde up of avowed Soclal-
ists, and whon It bocomes domlonnt in the
Brussols Parliament it s likely to give a
etrong socialistic tinge to legislation. Tha
example thus presented on thelr borders will
naturally encourage the Soolalists of Franco
and Germany. Already tho Gorman Soclal-
{sts are counting on returning at least fifty
members to the next Relehetag, and tho
Freonch Soclalists Lelfeve that In the coming
general election for the Chamber of Depus
tles they will sweep not only Xarls,
Marsellles, and Lyons, but many manu-
fucturlog or minlng towos. It should
Lo remembered that, in times of peace, So-
clalists all over Europe havo a common pur-
pose and & common programme. 1t 18 only
war that might array French and German
workingmen against ench other.

When the Nyssen bill has bocome a law,
a new goneral election must take place ln
Beolgium under the changed electoral con-
ditions. We have, therefore, not long to
walt In order to learn the effect of the re-
form upon the political parties.
