Yonterday was & sad day for the poor of the
enst slda. To them the firet of May meana the
lo#s of homes, and misery snd suffering. Itis
on that day that the Jong-suffering landlord
dancendn on ths delingoent tenant and dumps
hiin, Lils tamily, and his obattels on thealde-
walks. Luokily for many yestarday wnas a wat
Aav.and the ofty marshals to whose tender
merelrs tha werk of evieting objeotionable
tanants Is laft, postponed the job uatil to-day.
Thie morniog the marshals will start In earlr,
however. an thers are hnndndt ot families to
be dlapossesssd

Yor sovaral days the landlords have been fil-
{ng Into the different district olvil eeurts and
wearing out summonses for non-paring ten=
ants. Early yesterday mornlng the marshals
attaehed to the oourts served these aum-
monees, the result being that at 3 o'glock In
the afternoon the eourt rooms were mod
with a sweltering mass of humanity. all ¢lam-
oring to ba heard. There were women with
Pabies In thelr armp and tears in thelr eyes,
old men, young men. lawyors, marahals, pros-
perous looking landlords, and the latters’'
glarks, bearing huge aceount books. The sum-

monees were all returnable at 3 o'elock, and
pot one person whosa pressnce they coms-
manded falled to appear at the specified time.

In the Fifth Distriet Court, at 154 Clinton
street, where Judee Henry M. Goldfogle pre-
sldes, there ware 850 casea. The unfortumates
were mostly Hebrews. Marshals Bullivan,
Alt, Cohn, Myers. and Hirsohfleld started out
sarly In the morning with big batshes of sum-
monses, and at 2:30 o’elock there wars saveral
hundred persons gathered around the eourh
room door walting for ft to epen. Juat befors
Judge Ooldlogle entered five proaperous look-
Ing men fled into the court room and took ssats
in & little onclosure in front of the Judge's
desk, Each of these men bad a big book,
whioh ha promptly opened and rested half on
the ralling In front of him and balf on his
knees as he looked aroustd the court in a bus-
inesslike way. Thess men were the land-
lords, and ther glowered mpon the ragged
erowd whoese Inahility .e pay rent had brought
them into court. A list of the names of the
anfortunates was handed to Judge Goldfogle,
and he read them off rapldly. As each name
was read off ths man or woman to whom It be-

longed took his or her place in the line which
the marshals had formad. Befors hall of the
names had been read the line teok up all the
avallable sapaco in the room. and the Judge
deelded to dispose of this batch first, and then
go on with the rest.

A little old woman, who sald that her name
wan Sarah Felngold, was the first called. "My
husband ls away,” she sald. “and I oan’t
move or pay my rent unt{l I hear from him."

“Where s he 7" asked the Judge.

“That's what I don’t know,” replied the
woman tearfully, *“he went away the other
morning and I haven't seen him sinoe.”

SHANN DIED OF POISON.

CHEMICAL ANALTYSIS AHOWED MER-
COURTY IN LARGE QUANTITIES

His Life wan I--.uﬁ for B0 191 In Favor of
Min Mother—&ho Admistuiered Al His
Mediciae—Merenry Tableta HMold 1o the
Family th Quaatities—~The Faither's Body
Wil Be FExhomed-Ilts Life Ensared,

Pmxorros, N, L. May 1.=Ths luquest in the
cass of John) Hhann was completed to-dar,
and the jury returned a vordiot that the roung
man cama to his death from mercurial polson.
It Is not known that anybody administersd
medicing to him sxespt his own mother.

Bhann died soma two wesks ago, It was sup-

posed from gasteitin, Hias life wan insured for
#2121 in his mother's favor, There was some
talk about the Insurance peoplo baving an
autopay made on the body, and the dar after
this was haard Mra. Bhann told a story about
masked men having entersd the house and
disembowelled and otherwise mutilated the
body. When the authorities went to look at it
they found that every vital ergan except one
kidney had been takem out of the bodr. Of
coursé the susplelon that the young man's
denth had beon cmussd by polson, and which
up to that tims amounted to nothing but talk,
was strengthened, and there were demands on
all handa for an Investigation. An sutopsy
was mads on what was left of the body. and
parts were sent to chemists in Philadelphia to
bo examined.
% At the session of the Inquest to.day Dr.
Wormaley. professor ol toxloology In the
Univermty of Pennsylvania, testified that he
had examined a kidney, a portion of s brain,
and a portlon of & reotum whish had been sub-
miftedl to him by County Physiclan Cantwell
He had found large quantities of meroury
prosent, the whole smount he had succseded
in isolating belng equivalent to hall & grain of
corrosive sublimate, Thia discovery did mot
necessarily prove, however, that morcury had
boen ndministered to the young nian. Thers
was no posaible way of telling, he sald, how
much meroury there had bean in the whole
body. but If the tissues throughout were slmi«
larly saturated. s very conslderable gquantity
was undoubtedly present. Fhe presencs of
meroury in the viscera, he sald, would Inaf-
cate that the poison had permented the whole
body. Not knowlng the disease from whioh
young 8hann had suffered, the Professor sald
he could not tell whether the polson had been
adminlstered in & more than necessary dose
or not.

Willlam F. Burks, a drugglst, testifiad that

tablats presoribsd by Dr. Bergen, which con-
talned 7 7-10 grains of.bichloride of mercury
and 3 3-10 gralus ol nitrate of ammonia each.
He thought he had sold thirty of theae tableta
in all. Eaeh tablet was marked " Polson."
They wero for use as a disinfectant, and were
