fqhe Nest knotty polnt with which Bturges
had to deal wan whothor it wan propar tomake
a dlotinction batween the depositors of the
World's I'ale branch and the depositors In the
bark Itnell.  Arrangomenta bad beon mado
with the Equltable 7' rust Company nn the nre-
ylous avening by which the World's Falr da-
positora wera to Le protectad. In the absence
of iustructions from Comptroller Hekles, low-
ever. Alr, Sturges coneladed that it was hinduty
toragard the Lranch as part of the hank Hiself,
In otiler to have the matter sottled declslvely
¥Mr. Bturzes wired the Comptrolier for in-

structions,

The loans of lhe bank are regardad asnot
peing of maoh a aharacter aa to safialy the
elalms ot tha depositora. This means that
the etockholders must suffer. There ars H0
stoekholdars in the aoncern, many of whom
live In Chicago, Most of them are men who
enn stand a ilttie saueezo. The Natlonal
Janking Inwa hold tham responsible for double
the amount of thelr atock, When tha deposi-
tora who ealled on Mr. Sturges were assured
of thin, and that it was true bLeyond doulit,
thoy went away happy.
