NUDE
The Exhibition at the Academy of Denign
Wil Close To-morrow—Award of Prizes,

Tho exhibition of charcoal drawings and
studies in one of the rooma of the Academy of
Design, at Fourth avenue and Twenty-third
street. is attracting a good Jenl of attention.
not only fromn artiats, but from those whoara
always on band to note and erlticise a de-
parture from usage. no matter In what direc-
tlon this mary be. Thedrawings that have ex-
cited the present intorest are the result of the
art students' competition in the Aeademy of
Design schools for theSuydam medals. Thess
are offerad each year for the ULost stud-
fes from life of the human figure.
The present exhibition contalns wnbout 150
studles from living models, two men and two
women, and as each competitor aketched the
same subject there are from twenty to twenty-
five drawingan of each model. There Is no
drapery wiatever on uny of thas flzures, and
sach muscls has been sketched with a falth-
lulﬁnl to pature which i3 undoubtediy a
credit to the palnstaking efforts both of the
young men and the young women who lLave
enterad the competition.

AND THE ROWERY EXCITED HIM,

A Mowery Polleaman, a Ballor, nnd n'Lougs
shoreman Faill 1o Stop Mim-The Chinens
of Mott Streer and the Italinns of Mol
berry Mtreet Adjnee Misila Valn-A Truek
Blockade Finally Ends His Long Race,

Allthingeare done on the Dowery with snap
and animntion: even thelr runawass devolop
entertalning fonturas whieh usually are lack-
iog 'n euch avents alsewhers,

Yenterday noon Francls Dupont. a wagon
mavar of 142 South Iifth avenue, hitohed his
bay horse, atiachod to s light wagon, in front
of n wagon atock store on the Howery, near
Hecler streat. The horse, Justin by name, is
ordinarily nqulet, well-behaved animal, accus-
tomed to the polite and lelsurely ways of the
French quartor, but the hubbub and turmoell
of the Bowery acted like abainthe upon his
netves, and he was already (o a state of mind
when something—some say a hot cinder, uth-
ers a lighted elgarette snipe—"rell from n pass-
ingelovated train and alighted inJustin's alort
leftear. Thocombination of Howery excitament
anda fire in hisear was more than that French
steed felt eallod upon to aland, g0 he didn’t

He gave a apring which broke his fastening,
another which Iandod him on the west side-
walk, another which froed him of all harness
and smashed the wagon agninst an elevated
pillar, and then ho Ht out with all the joyous
freedom of n eolt in the pasture.

The Bowery prepared to enjuy [tself. Justin
daghed down the sidewalk, and the erowds foll
fnto doorways, down basement stairs, nnd out
futo the street.  Every one yelled at Justin to
stop, but ns they yelled in Boweryese, and ho
recogniees only the French and Kwisa lan-
gunges, their remarke, instead of reealling
him 1o o senso of Lils duty, only added to liis
hewilderment and his speed.

At Dayard street Justin wne eonfrontod by
a police oMeer, who not only eommunded him
to hialt in the nnme ol the law, but endeavored
to enforeo his command, The ofiicer was
thrown ioto the strect, which happensd to be
muddy there, with the diétris of tho eabtle-rond
diteh, nod the Bowery howled with delight.

The collision diverted Justin Into the road-

tin, now lrod with lloe Froneh frengy, eluttered
by Den gave i toss of his lusso and the next
instant wus t'ving through the air from the
foree of the pull he got whon the noose restold

for nn instant on Justin's troutled brow. Ilen
Wits not mueh hurt,
Justin turned Into Mott strest. Thore he

plunged Into what. on the stump, is known as
* A Mongolian horde,” Lut he was not think-
ing of that. Iis enrs were nasailed by new
strange ories,  Two Chinamen earrving o
vhest of tea acrosa the strestt from 18 dropped
the chost and Justin put both feet into it, vut
did not stop.

In front of the church on the eorner of Mott
and Park stroets a tunernl tranin of cnrringes
woas standing, nnd opposite them o Lig truck
was passing, tHling up thoe way., A swarm of
children just relensed from the Tranafigura-
tion Behool were scatterad over the stroet. A
police officer rushedl out, gathersad up no arme-
ful of ehildren on the Hy., nud therohy kept
them from falling under the horses’ hoofs ue
Justin, diverted from further Mot street in-
vostigatlons by the funeral curringes wudd
traek, turned down the Vark street hill toward
Mulborry street.
