eerning the Integrity of the Dible, the author-
fty of reazon and the Church, the superiority
of tho Clirietinnity of Newman and Martineau
over that of Epurgeon, and on progression or
probation in the futurs atate, Of hls support-
orsthera weore the Revs. Francls Brown, also
of Unlon Seminary, and George D). Alexander,
George L. 8pinning. and Charlea L. Thomp-
son, all Commissloners from New York Pres-
byters.

Dividing with this combloation the attention
of tho spectators ware membeors of the com-
witteo who prosecuted Prof. Briggs belfore the
Frestytory, It includegd tho Heve G. W, I
Blreh, Josoph J. Lampe, and JL F. Sample,
Prof. J. J. Stevenson of New York University,
snd Flder J. J. McCook. The latter Is one of
{he famous family of “Fighting MeCooks,"
whieh sent nine brothers Into the war of the
rebellion, two of whom survived. He Is &
eousin of Gen. Anson (+, MoCook, Becretary of
the Senats and a distinguished lawyer of New
York. He is an elder In Dr. John Hall's church.

Thers was another Profl Ilrlges, also from
New York, but halling from Buffalo. As faras
the East Is from the West, so far Is Prof. Hor-
aco PBriges from FProf. Charles Brigegs in his
theologlenl views, belng strictly orthodox and
at the same time one of the kindliost men in
the assombly. Almost equally prominent
with Prol. Charles Driggs was the Rev. Dr.
Henry Preserved Bmith of Lane Theological
Bemlinary. Cloclnnatlk, He has recently beon
tried on charges similar to those made
against Prof. Briggs, but unlike him, con-
vioted in the Presbytery. An appeal has been
taken to the Ohlo SBynod, where it will be
heard In October.

The literary lights of the Church shone in
full measure upon the assembly. There were,
besides those mentioned, Prof. J. B. Handall
of the Latin Department. Lingcoln Unlversity;
the Rev. J. Aspinwall Hodge, D. D., of Hart-
ford, Conn., author of ® What ls Presbrterian
Law?" elected recently to the chair of the
Eoglish version of the Bihle, which appoint-
ment the General Assembly will bs asked to
econfiim; L AL Patterson, editor of the Presby-
{erian Journal of Philadelphia, and author of
the famous “Portlamd Inerranoy Deliver-
ance,” an attack upon Prof. Briggs's teach-
ings; E. P, Whallen. editor of the Herald and
Presbyler, Cinclonatl; Dr. Herrick Johnson of
McCormick Theologleal Beminary, at the hand
of the delegation from the Chicago Presby-
tory. and Dr. McClure, one of Dr. Jolinson's
colleaguos, Acting President of Lake Iorest
Unlversity.

Colored Trestiyterlans were sprinkledabout
over the church.

Daniel Magone In Consultation With Seere.

Wasnrxzorow, May 18 —~Danfal Magone spent
saveral hourns at tha Treasury Department to-
day in econsultation with Becretary Carllale
nnd Assistant becretary Hamlin about the pro-
nosed Investigation of the New York Custom
Houso. As Secretary Carlisle has deslgnated
Mr. Hinmlin to exerelse a general supervision
over the arrangement of the detalls for the
fnvertlgation, Mr. Magone hnd many quastions
to nak anr to fts geopo. In reply to s question
from a reporter of Tue Box Mr. Hamlin sald
that no deelsion haa yot been reachod as to
whether the Investigation will axtend beyond
the ITarrison Administration, That was one of
the points which he diseussed to-day with Mr.
Magono. Thero ls still & hope enlertained by
tho Adminintration that Mr. Fairchild will ba
Indueced to sorve on the Commission. notwith-
staniding his ** donble-barrelled"” deciination.
Mr. Magone expects to return to New York to.
night, and ho will erhortly be followed by Mr.
Hamlin, who proposea to he prescn! at the
organizntion nf the Commission. No time for
the first meeting has been fixed. owing to the
deslination of Mr, Fafrehild, It Ia the desice
of Ilmr-u.trntnrrol the Treasurr that the (n-
sostgation shall e begun ns soon as possinle
nod pushadwith dus diligence.

proslding Justice and prosecuting attorney.
In his oxcitoment he would rlse from hins
ehalr and sadvance toward the Court while
nsking a guestion. The Sherill then took n
seat on the bench betwren tho wrisoner and
the Court. Johnson ulso gteppod down from
the witnoss stand and [(necd the jury with
wild gosticulations and velivment niteranco.
He seemed to possess o remarknble flow of
langunge, and war far from being the ig-
norant negro he was reprosented to Le. Ile
askoed for o broom handle to illnetrate the
alleged attack upon him at the timo of the
murder, but [t was refured for prudentinl
reasone, wherenpon he looked ot tho Distriot
Attorney and gare a loud gutinw.
