Provious to resding the minutes of
yestorday Permanent Clerk Moors requested
that the trother who had sxchanged overcoats
with him eome and got lils own: also, that the
peraon who had the Moderator's overcoat re-
arn it
) The flev. Dr. Bartlett, Chairman of the Com-
mittes of Arrangements, presentod to Mod-
eator Cralg the gavel prepared for this As-
gembly, the @ift of Mr. and Mra. W, 1 Gurley,
the former the son of tha Hev. P. D. Gurley,
firat pastor of the churchin which the Assem-
piy meeis. It s composed largelr of oherry
from Mount Vernon, with pleces of the United
Etates frigats Constitution. the eapstone of the
washington Monument, and of the late Presi-
dent Lincoln’s paw,

Dr. Harsha of Nebraska moved the appolnt-
mentol asommittes to formulate an expression
of oplalon upon the Chinese Exclusion act, as it
affeets the forelgn misslonary work, With one
wole in the negative, the motion was adoptad,
and the Moderator announced that the com-
mittes would beappointed in due time.

Btated Clerk Hoberts anmounced that the
reporta of the various Boards, commitiess,
and officera of the Church and Assembly had
been received.with afew exceptions, and would
be duly presented. The answers of the Prea-

trteries to the overtures sent down last year
bhad slso been received, and the result would
be announced In dus timea.

Dr. Smith of Baltimore introduced the Rev.
Dr. Duncan of the Episcopal Churah, who rep-
resented the joint committes which bad under
conslderation the subject of Church unity. Dri
Truncan sald that there were four points which

the Eplscopnl Chureh believed to be essential
in s basis of union, and upon three of them
ther had prnufnllj agrond. Thefourth, upon
which no eonclusion had been reached, In-
volves |argely a difference in terms. Am the
final outcome of the committen’s work he
srophesiad practieal and harmonlous unity of
fho Churehes.and that, in the not very far dia-
tant furure, fosatead of two Church organiza-
tions, thers shall ba hut one.

The Moderator then announeced tho stand-
Ing committess. The Specinl Committes on
thie Chiness Exeluslon act was_announesd to
econsist of N M Cutehings of Detroit, M. H.
Btration of salem. N, J., and Cyrus L. 'ershing
of Pottaville, ’'a. The Hev, Wm. Henry Hob-
erte was announesd to ba Vibe-Moderator.

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METHODICAL MANAGER WATSON,

The Method by which e Monaged to Get
85.078 from a Title Compaay.

The Fidellity Title and Deposit Company of
Nowark has learned how Manager George N.
Watson of the title department mannged to
securs over $£0.040, although no money was
supposed to pass through his hands. Presi-
dent Uzal MeCarter got the informatinn in a
letter which Mra Watson wrote to him con-
taining an itemized statomentof her hue-
band's peculations. with names, dates, and
amounts.

It showed that & fortnlght ago her heshand
stole #2200 In ono lump and n few days later
he secured $1,600. Just bafors e disappeared
he got $75(.  Thea whole amount of his pecula-
tions was $5,0TLTH and in this eum were
many {tems rangiog trom $1.50 up to 80, all of
whieh were enumeratad, The large amounts
were handed over to Watson by clients ol the
company who had drawn the muney from
their tanks to pay off mortgages, and wers
told by Watron that the searches would prob-
ably be finlshed next day. Haviog the money
in hand and not earing to earry itarouni,
those pm;h-!o allowed Wateon to take care of it.
Somo of the smalisr aAmounts he obtained, it
Is sald, by overchargineg for searches and by
systematically rm!-l\'lnﬁ money from persons
whom he should Lsve directed to pay tothe
cachler.

Wantson was engaged by the Fidelity (Com-
pany six years ugo. when he leit s slmllar
esompany in Fhiladelphin. 1o was soon uid-
vinced to the managementol the title depart.
ment. He was a hard worker, extremely
methodieal and eareful ip the detalls of hia
work. e ls tall and slight, has a high fore-
head. and wears a moustache and eccleslanti-
eal-looking slde whiskers.

The Gambol of the Lambs,

The entertainmont given by the Tamba'
Club at the Broadway Theatre yesterday af-
ternoon was of a kind with the former annunl
exhibitions of thia body of aclora. It con-
sisted almost wholly of labored foolery, much
of which was funnier to the performers than
to the audience: but some of the things done
wore wility or humorous. and many were
grotesque in clownish ways. Clay M. Greenw,
President of the club, deliversd an addresa in
ita Inudation. Harrey Conor, H. (. Barnabee,
Claude It Marius, and Purdon Nobinson wore
separate contributors of songs and comieality.
and they woere the more successful of the en-
tertainers. although E. M, Holland, Fritz Wil-
llams, and Faul Arthur were also very laugh-
able in tripartite songs and dances. “An
Irish Cantata.” performed for the first time in
this city. had been written eleverly by DPeter
Robertaon, with good musie by Humphrer J.
Stewart, for the oceasional use of the llohem-
ian Club of San Franeisea, It was in the na-
ture of n musjeal joke, the form and method
of & cantata heing observed. while the words
were ln Irish brogue and the singers were in
grotesqua Irish guise, Thecnast was: Fdmund
W. Hoff, W. H. MeDonald, Eugene Cowles,
Paul Arthur, and Peter Lang. with n chorus.
The work was applauded considerately, tut
the audience seemoed to desire n broader kind
of foolery.

When the two new travesties came, however,
they were at disappointments, notwithsiand-
ing they had been written vy such playwrighta
as Sldner Hosenfeld and Clay M. Greene. Mr.
Rosenfeld's plece wns “"The Froth of the
Fringe of the Crust of Soeiety,” a joeusent-
tack on those comedies of koclety In which

beautiful Lad women are herolues Thee-m-
position was dull, slow. wnd in a worn-
out style. and nall the #kill of Mara
