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The Princess Eulalla,

The gonuine enthusinam with which the
Prinoeas EvLALIA Is welcomed to New York,
is first of all, A tribute to her gracious
womanhood. It Is an expression of the
popular spirit of gallantry.

It Is also an indication of the great depth
to which the popular imagination haa been
stirred by the celebration of the discovery
of Cornvmwus. Moreover, the arrival of a
princess as tha gucst of this pecullarly
demoeratic town, touchea the romantie and
poetic sentiment of the peopla. It is as if
the fairy princess of a tale had appeared
among them, so remota from our )fe and
our soclal and political organization Is the
glamour of royalty., slecomes to usfrom
soother world, a world of the fancy, while
woaars liviog in the midst of sctualities,
Bhe iz the herolne of a romantie drama
enacted before all the people,

The popular Interest so generally and
conspleuously manifosted in the Princess
EvnaLia s, therefore, an Impressive proot
of the complele nlisence of the monarchiecal
jdea as a moving forco (o the political sen-
timent of this eity and this country. Kings,
queens, princes, and princesses, thrones,
soepires, and royval state are unreal here,
They ara theatrical characters and append-
ages erely. BSignilying nothing actual,
they awaken only curlosity and stimnlate
imagination. They represent no political
power of which the peopls are afraid, so
thoroughly destroyed here Is the system of
feudalism. They have no more thana poetical
plgnificance. They are no moro real to this
democraoy thau the elves, the nymphs, the
fauns, and the satyrs of fable and mythol-
ogy: yet they do represcot our imperish-
able craving for the glory and loxuryofa
stato of exlstence whereln ideal wealth pre-
walls, and toll and care are abolished.

Buch adomocratic greeting to the Princess
EuraAnia must, then, be peculiarly grateful
to ber, for it elevates her to the place of a
herolne of the imagination, makes of her
an ideal character, und expresses o gennlone
sentiment of romance in the people. It s
not political, but purely poetieal.

Before her arrival, thero was a good deal
of talk among social martinets about the
proper way of recelving a representative ot
the exoeedingly formal Spanish eourt.
They would have changed democratio cus-
toms and mannora to sult the emergency,
tralning those who came into her presence
as It they were to be characters in a per-
formance on the stage, lest they might
offend against the rules of courtly pro-
priety. All that has been sottled by the
spontaneous course of the people. They
have done far better than thelr would-
be instructors could have taught them to
do. They have behaved slmply and natu-
rally, and that is the foundation of all good
breeding. They are giving the Princess
Evrania a democratio welcome, as be-
comes & democratio country; and she ac-
cepta it in the spirit 1o which it s offerad.
The services of the soclal drum-major have
proved to be unnecessary on elther side.
The greeting of subjects to a princess is an
old story. The greeting of a soveraign de-
mooracy to a princess has In it the charm
of novelty.

Adlal at the Gate,

The strange combination between poesy
apd pork, which characterizes so much of
the still life of resident Chicago, is re-
flected even in tho namesof the inhabitants,
Hance It need surprise no one to learn that
one of the gatekeepers of the Chicago Falr
is Mr. BYrox Bacon. His first name recalls
the celebrated English bard; his surname
is suggestive of Chicago’s vast hog prod-
‘uet. It isa taking combination. But Mr,
Bymow Baco¥ has a better clalm to the
notice of his contomporaries than Is fur-
nished by his name. He Is the man who
refused to edmit ADLAY BTEVENSON to the
World's Falr on Tuesday, without a pass,

This s how it happened: Vice-Presldent
Brvexsox, accompanled by Director W. T.
BAEER, went to visit the Falr, Mr, BAEgR
presented his pass and got through the
turnstile, but BymoN cON refused to let
the other gentleman in. He did not know

‘Mr. BreveNsoN, and asked for his ticket.
The Vice-President had forgotten it. His
hotel was half an hour's ride away, snd he
did not care to go back for the pass. The
gateman would not let Mr. Srevessow
through, because of the strict orders lssued
from the Bureau of Admisslons. * Let this

In at once,” sald BAKER angrily;
“he Is the Viee-President of the United
Btates.” Gateman Bacoxsaid that he would
Jet Mr, BrevExsoN through the gates If he
gave him a personal card. The card was
handed over and dropped into the box, and
the Vice-Presldent passed in. Mr. Baxen
was indignant at Bacox, and made a report
to Homace Trvcker. The gateman was as-
tonished later on to find that he had been
discharged for accepting Mr, BTEVENBON'S
eard, He explained that he had admitted
the Vieo-President atthe demand of Direc-
tor Baxxn, and he was reinstated.

There are two leasons to be drawn from
this event. The frst s that the commer-
clal atmosphere of Chicago vitlates even
the strong and robust Democracy of an all-
around statesman like Abprat BTEvENsON]
What was he doing with & pass? Why
should not he, Vice-President of the United

Biates, pay his fifty cents, and enter the
Falr grounds like an {ndependent Ameri-
ean freeman? Why should he accept
the alms of Chicogo to save hall a
dollar? How much more dignified and
Democratio it would have been if Aprar
had banded over a circular silver coin, and
thus relleved Bacow, the gateman, and
Baxes, the director, of their embarrass.
ment. The ADLAT of the people's fancy s
& stalwart, broad-guuge, catoh-as-catch-can
statesman of pralrie dimensions. How
different he appears when revealed In an
attitude of disputation with s Chicago
gateman over lifty cents, and demanding,
our at least expecting, a deadhead exemp-
tlon at the great Fair which commemorates
the four hundredth snnlversary of the dis-
covery of America!

Weshall not part company with ADLAX
becausa of this misstep, when we vonsider
the provocation which Chicago gives to
slmilar acts of an undigniled aud mer-

#0ary character. IL seems to be in the air
al the place, But ADLAV'S mct was, assur-
edly, not such as he would bave beeu capa-
ble of clsewhere. It was un-Democratie;
and that ls the first lessou to be derived
from this surprising episcde,

The firmness of Bymow Baocow is to be
sommaended. He did not flinch. He was
not overswed. He stood firm. He was, to

use a phrase of New York elang, which is

deeply embedded in the litarary style of
Chioago, *out for the dust.” The easonoe
of his demand, the sum total of It, was fifty
conts. Pay or go: such was the alternative
which he presented to ApLar, Hia position
waus awkward, but logical. Byrox Bacox
obeyed the rules.

But how different was the attitude of
Bakenr. Like other Chieago directors, he
soemed perfoctly willing to evade and ig-
nore the very rogulations he had assisted
in establishing., He wias angry because
Bacox balked him. The ever-falthfal Bacon
was removed. Thon he waa relnstated, And,
asall's woll that ends wall, this Ia proba-
bly the last weo ehall hear of the matter.

But underlying all 1s the second lesson
to bo drawn from this chance meet-
Ing betwoen the Viee-President and the
Chicago gateman. The dignity of the Vice-
Presidency, somotimea denled and some-
timea derided, seomed for once to be
directly at stake. Should this high fune-
tionsiy ba admitted, so to speak, on his
face and his visiting card only, and
without paying B0 cents In oash or
prosenting a ticket ? The test was oruclal,
but Apnal vindieated the importance of
his office. He was admitted. It was not
& spontaneous acknowledgment by Bacox
of the Importunce of the Vice-Egeslcency,
but ApLAT passod the gate without paying.
Who, after this, can think any leas of the
Vice-Prosidency as a publio trust?

Future historians, recalling this eplsode
of ADLAI at tho gate, denled admisslon by
Bacos In the face of BARER'S yeasty wrath,
wlll honor Bacox for his irmneas, and con-
dole with ApLaron his temporary surrens~
der of Democratle princlple.

Death by Bleyele.

A ohild killed by & bicyele gives a long
patisa to conslder the abuses to which those
exoellent machines, poesessed of such unfor-
tunate potentiality of mischief, may be dl-
verted by reckless riders. KATR McGLYNN,
9 years old, was crossing the Boulerard with
hor mother at 10 o'clock on Wednesday even-
fng, whon she heard a sudden warning to
“Took out!” Shejumped with the natural
fmpulse of a startied person, not knowing
or seelng what or where the danger ls,
and the next moment a bieycle, ridden hard
by a young man named CLAUSSCEMID?,
struck her, and injured her 8o that she dled
the next day.
On the asphalt surface of the Boulevard
the usual wuoise of a bicyels Is Imper-
coptible amldst tho gounds of other city
traffic. With a rubber tire, Its progress
becomes ns absolutely silent as a ghost's.
In this case weare told that the biayele had
neither light nor bell, in accordance with
law, The law also says that within ity llm-
its a bicycle's epeed, like that of a wagon,
shall not cxceed eix miles an hour. What-
ever the rate of CLavsscHMIDT'S machline, it
appears that he was golng too fast tocon-
trol It In a moment of emargency.
Our friends the bicyclists who take thelr
alrings upon the city streets, are the perpe-
trators of much and evidently very serlous
vlolation of a proper ordinance., Nightlsa
great time for bicycles to be brought out for
a little exercise upon the various pleasant
stretches of asphalt now to be found in
the city: and with the streets compara-
tively free, their owners are apt to
be exhilarated with the same yearning for
a little flying speed that animates a raclog
horse when his feet firat strike the track.
Lights and bells cannot justity the spurta
they are apt to be put to In the evenings.
It won't do to say that fair warning Is glven
to podestrians when the bell 18 sounded to
get out of the way. Grown people, even,
are very apt to do what little Kate
McGrLysxs did, stop and look, perhaps make
a false movement In the bewildoring sense
that somethlog 18 coming which they are
unable to understand or locate. Therelsa
vast deal of improper use of the bicycle in
New York outside of the terrible degree of
the outrage that happened on Wednesday.

Ot course, every man with a bicycle Is
morally bound to be mindful of the injury
that he may infliet upon other people; but
as this machine has produced a great neso-
clation of men in cluba devoted to Its enjoy-
ment, and allled for its defonce agalnst con-
flicting Interests, no affort should be spared
by these organizations to promotse, in and
out of them, the proper respect of public
rights and & proper observance of the law
on the part of all who ever mount a bicycle.

Electricity in Agrioulture,

About a year ago the Consuls of the
United States Lo foreign countries were di-
recled by the Department of State at Wash-
ington to collect and send home all obtalna-
ble Information In regard to the employ-
ment of electricity in agriculture, This
direction was given In sccordance with a
resolution of the United States Bennte. A
large number of reports on the subject of
the inquiry have been received, and have
just been published by the Buresu of Bta~
tistios of the State Department.

Most of the reports show that electrieity
Is pot employed In agriculture at all in
the consular districts to which they relate.
There are a few exceptions, however,

The Inquiry of the State Department was
twofold: first, as to the usa of electricity
as o power In the propulsion of farm ma-
chinery and implementa; and, secondly, as
to its use in the propagation of plants.
Electricity does not seemn to be employed
as a motive power In agricultural opera-
tions in any foreign countrles except
Belgium and Eogland. In Belgium Mr, A,
DuMosT has o lurge place at Chussart,
where he carries on sclentitlc ferming
upon & very extensive scale. Here he runs
s thrashiog machine by means of an eleg-
tric current, which exerts a force equal to
twelve horse power, and 18 carrled over a
distance of 2,600 foet, In Englaud, all the
machinery st the Blythwood Electric Dalry,
belonging to Mr.James Bryta of Stanstead
in Essex, I8 worked by electricity, The
Consul-General ut London writes that this
is the only example of the use of electricity
in connectlon with agricuiture that has
come under his notice. In this dairy there
are sald to be nearly two hundred of the
finest butter-produciog Jersey eows in the
world, and the separators and churns are
worked wholly by electricity, which also
furnishes light for the establishment.

In reference to the lnfluence of electricity
in the propagation of plants, very full
reports bhave been received from Mr,
Arvsenr H. Wasapumy, Upited BStates
Commercial Agent ¢t Magdeburg in Ger-
many, sod from Mr. F. M, Burrox,
United States Viee-Consul st Birmingham,
England. Mr. WASHBURN reviews the vard-
ous experiments which have been made by
sclentific men (n Germany sloce 1859, on the
influence of the electric eurrent aod the
electrie light on plant life. As to the ques-
tion whether artificially ioduced electrie
currents passing through the ground are
beoefleial or lujurlous to vegetation, he de-
claros that it has not practically been solved
up to the present time (v Germagny, adding
that, “ while it is true that some fow iso-
lated experiments have been highly favora-
ble to electricity, those conducted om the

most extensive scale have resulted la very
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indifferent succesa.” At to the Influence of
sleotrio light, Mr. WAsMBURY mentions the
experiments of Mr. C. W. Bimuexs in 1890,
indicating that the effects of the naked
electrie light seemed to be Injurious to
plants, and the experimentsof Mr. T. P, Dx-
FRAAIN in 1881, who also found that the di-
rect rays of the slectric light were harmful.
Mr. BurToN wiites that with the exception
of a few experiments by Mr, CHAMBERLAIN,
there haa been nothing done at Birming-
bam In the application of electrielty to the
growth of plants, but he #snds to the Stale
Department a copy of a paper read before
the Boolety of Telegraph Engineers 1n 1350
by Sir WrLLIAM Sresuws, whereln thesuthor
describes axperimenta which he says go to
prove **that electrio light is efMeaclous In
promoting the formation of fruit rich in
bloom and aroma, and, if these results
should be confirmed, the hortleulturist will
be able to make himself practieally Inde-
pendent of solar light for producing & h.lj.trh
quality of frult at all seasons of the year.

It s to be noted, however, that although
thirtesn years have elapsed since this
oplnion was expressed, very little progress
has been made In utilizing the electrie light
for horticaltural purposes.

The resulta of the Inquiry instituted by
the State Department, by the direction of
the Benate, show that up to tha present
time electrioity In agrioulture la for the
most part a plaything rather than a prao-
tical agent.

A Veto from Governor Hogg.

The Hon, Jawes Breenex Hoao, Governor
of Texas, uses a certain amount of tropleal
language in his voto of the blll passed by
the Texas Legisiature to authorize the su-
perintendents of the State penitentiaries to
recelve from the Government the bounty
on sugar raisad by convlot labor. It seems
that the State of Texas has a plantation of
2,000 acres worked by convicts, and that
about 1,000,000 pounds of sugar wore raleed
on this plantation last year. Governor
Hooao estimates that Texas would recelveat
loast $20,000 a year untll 1905 if the Sugar
Bounty act became a law, but ha rofuses to
gign that act because he believes that Con-
gress was gullty of usurpation in passing
the Bugar Bounty law, and that ** the State
would debase her dignity, prostitute her
honor, and appear before civilization as o
humiliated suckling holding on to the
breast of the Federal Government If she
ware to accept the bounty.”

Governor Hoca's chance medleya with
metaphor and simileare notalways success-
ful, but here he glves the sincers milk ol
constitutional doctrine for sucklings, hu-
miliated or otherwise:

*“The express purposs of the people im framing, and
of the Gtates in adoptlag, the Conmtitution wasto forin
a more compact Unlon, to ] toiusure do-
mestie tranguillity, te provide for the common defence,
to promole the general welfare, and to secure the bleas
fageof liberty 10 ourseives and our posterity. The
powernof the Congress were llmited to the accom:
plishmantof thessends How ean an appropriation
out of the peneral traasury to be pald to sogar raisers
aid |n forming & more perfect Unlon? How can it e
tablish justice? How will it insgre domestic tran-
quillity ¥ How eau it provide for the eommon delence !
How does It promote the general weilare?! Lliow
cam it secure the Dblessings of Iliberiy e our
selves mnd our posterity! If it falls to ac-
complish some of thess purpeses, then the Congress
bad not the power to make the arpropriation. All
obsarvant men ses and understand that the excuse for
all soch wsurpation of power by the Congress, exer
cised invariably at the expenss of the groat mass of
the pecple for the enrichment of the faw who 00l the
lobbles areund the Capitol fndsa cloak under thaclause
of tbe Conatfiution which authorizes that body to
* pravide for the general welfare of the United States.’
1 canmot understand how (€I to the "general welfara'
of the paveral States, or of the United States, or of the
people of the Unlied Biates, for Texas 1o begiven a
beunty by the Federal Govarnment, for raising sugar,

For & mess of potiage, sca-
soned wilk the sacrifice of principle, bolled tn sin, she

We are the more glad to soe Governor
Hoaa opposing what ha believes to be pa-
ternal legislation coming from Washington,
because wo have not understood that he
has been opposed to paternal leglslation
comlng from Austin,

Japan and the Fur Seals.

The excitement caused in Japan by the
appearnnce of seal poachers In her torri-
torial waters is a useful reminder that cur
Government does mnot stand alope In
efforta to preserve the fur seals [rom
extermination. The possession of the
Kurlle Islands, stretching from Jesso
to Eamchatka, glves to Japan an interest
in the sealing operatious o! Okhotak Bea
as well as In those of her main coast, Lnst
year's sesslon of the Japancse Parliament
made an appropriation for the purpose of
having war ships patrol Japaness waters
the present season, to expel poachiors,

It I8 true that thus far Japan does not
exercise protective righta beyond tho ma-
rine league which constitutes unquestioned
territorial jurisdictlon for all purposes
whatever. But the sympathy and inlerest
of Japan, like those of Russla, would natu-
rally be In establishing that broader zoue
of coast protection which 18 so desirable
under the custom of the seals to swim
long distances from thelr breeding places
in search of food,

A statement made early this year in Yan-
couver, where it seema to have been de-
rived from Mr, Krro, the Japanese Coneul,
was that the value of the seals taken last
yenr from Japanese waters by forelgn ves-
sels had been estimated at $510,000,
whereas Japanese sallors had procured
ouly s value of $35,000, Even admitting
that there may be sBome vaguepess In this
statement as to what Japanese waters are,
it ls stlll easy to see why Japan this yeusr
has folt herself compelled to adopt the
polloy of seal protection by the patroling
of war ships, as 80 long practised by the
United Ntates and Russia. It s understood
that two of the Japanese companies en-
gaged in this lndusiry exerted a pressure
on the Government, which caused the adop-
Uou of this new protactive policy,

The question msy be somewhat compll-
cated, as Americana ot Yokohama have
been charged with fitting out vessels to go
scal hunting under various foreign Nugs,
while some Japanese are thought to be
leagued with forelgn poachers to makedep-
redations in Japancse waters. Agalp, re-
ocenl investigations indicate that thus far
this year there has been little ponching
there. Btill, the season ls not far advanced,
and it is known that British and American
veasols have cleared for Japan.

However, the polnt of most importance
Just now is the evidence that Japan has an
interast in seal protection snalogous 10 our
own. Indeed, half s dozen years ago, when
Mr, BAYARD sent around his circular lotter

asking the views of various forelgn powers,

I\

Mr. Husnann made this reply: * The Jap~
aness Government ls anxious to enter Into
on arrangoment or comvention with the
United Statos Government for the protec-
tion of the fur-seal fisheries In the waters
of thelr northern ielands.” Boveral months
later he wrote as follows: “ 1 desire
o fnform the department that the
Japanese Forelgn Office has, In & friendly
#pirit of inquiry, asked it I eould furnish
Information as to when my Government
would bo roady (as Japan had besn ready
for some time past) to resume the consld-
eration of the propossd convention.”

Ths United States Guvernment is not
fighting the cause of Amerioa alone at
Paris to-day, but that of Russis and Japan
as woll, and Lhe cause also of the Bouth
American nations that have small seal rook-
erles In that hewisphere.

The Breds of KHetribution.

Our Trust-destroying contemporsry, tha
Chicago Inter-Ocean, I8 Intormed that the
Governors of thirty-seven States have an-
awered Yea to the lovitation of Governor
KNuTR NEtsoN of Minnesota to an Antl-
Trust powwow at Chioago next June. It is
not olear whether the Governors are golng
themselves or whether they will content
themeslves with despatching tem commis -
sioners each, at cut rates. Nor lslt clear
who Is golng to foot the bills, a point that
has caused some disoussion in Minnesota,
which appears to be about the only place
except tho Inter-Ocean office where the pro-
posed conference {s regarded reverently.
Mionnesota s full of Populists and of
DoNsRLLY, aud hence approaches the sub-
Ject of Trusts ln the tragio vein.

We hope, aud everybody else hopes, that
the visiting Governors and delegates will
enjoy themselves In Chicago, and keep out
of the hands of the bunco men. Presum-
ably the World's Fair directory will turnish
the distinguished Trust smashers with
passes, If, however, any Governor feels
that he would rather walt untll fall before
visiting the Falr, wo dare say that he can
bé abeent from the Anti-Trust conference
without injuring the country perceptibly.
Governor FLowen and Governor MATTREWS
seem to think that there Isbusiness enough
for a Governor to attend to In his own Btate
without whirling out to Chlcago for the
purpose of remarking that Trusts are
naughty things. Governor FLOWER has
lately signed a very stringent law against
gentlemen who combine to put up the price
of any article nocessary to life and health,
and is justified in thinking that he heas
done enough in the way of legislation
ngainst Trusts in this State.

The Inter-Ocean, which regards as a minion
o! Wall street every Governor who will not
promise to send commlssioners, uncon-
sciously demonstrates the superfluity of an
Antl-Trust conference in thesa words:

“There are a few parsons who profit by thess Truste,
but mamy of those who sxpect to gain parsonal advan-
tage fiud themssiven disappointed Im ths end. The
Whiskey Trust bas suffered vast losses, the cordage
combine went to the wall, and thers Is hardly a day
that does not bring to light freab ev.dance of Lhe unwig-
dom of such combinstione They are not businesslike
They bave in themseeives the sesads of retribation.”

If these comblnations are unbusinesslike,
they will fall to pleces without any dyna-
mite of rhatoric or legislation. If they are
wicked concorns, why are not the Hon.
KxUTE NELSON and his corps of Governors
and commissloners willlng to let the
wicked persona who expect to galn per-
sonal advantage therefrom, be grievously
disappointed ? Surely, thers need be no
trumpet blastafrom a band of Governors to
make the walls of the unbusinesslike Jericho
totter and tumble down. 8till, the Falr
bulldings are monstrous fine bulldings, and
the conference will have the satisfaction,
while wandering among them, of knowing
that the seeds of retribution are ripening
all the time [or the unwise combinations.

Torne Eprron or Tax Buw-—5Sir: Notlelng your
editorial articls of yestarday on the Income tax,
I wish to make the following suggestion: Tak-
ing all property In the ebuntry, produstive and
ubprodustive, the Income derived from it, sepa-
rated from personal akill o business, which
may prorerly be classed as natnral incoma,
the owners are able to kesp Lut two-thirds of
it. The OGovernmant of tha country, Btate,
county, town, and school distriot, now take
from them fn taxation fully one-third of this
oatural income.

All taxen are inoome taxes. and are and must
be paid from incomes, and nothing else. Itls
a roecognized prineiple that tho sams thing
shall pay but one annual tax. Ifa man has
reosived §100, or $100,000, elther he has It or
he has spent it. If he han it, he Is taxed for it
as propertr: If he has spent IL It Is not de-
stroysd. Bomo ono else has It and ls taxed
for it aa property. Il he has It stilL it Is both
incomo and property, and he Is doubly taxed.

Attempting to tax » man beoauss he has had
a thing, but has It not now, (s one of thoss ex-
orclsea of arbitrary power elearly prohibited
by the Constitution. and repugnant to every
nense of right. Agaln, attempting to doso 18
one of thoses ncts which arethe most eorrupting
to public and private morality that the Gov-
ernment ean Jo.

Tho very existence of a man's business, In a
largs number of eanen, depends on his seeurlty
in the possension of the secretsof his methods,
which are as muoch his Invention and property
an thoss of the author, which are secured to
him by copyright, or the Ideas of the me-
clnnle, whioh are secared to him by patent;
snd s man will fight for them as for his life.
The bread for his own mouth, and for his ehil-
dren's, dapends upon them. In delending
himsoll. he detends the best Interest of all
other men from the attempt of the Govern-
ment to violate a natural right secured by the
letter and spirit of tha Constitution.

All taxes on persons who are strietly eapital-
{sta—that is, men who only draw interest on
ronts, and do no business, and of whom there
{s not one in this sountry where there are hun-
dredsin England—Ispurely and simply doubls
taxstion: taxes belnm colléeted first on thelr
property out of the Ineome derived from It;
aod then another tax s collecled on the total
{ncome, ona-third of which the Government
has already taken in taxes

Again, has not 8mith as good a right to have
$5.000 as his neighbor Jones, and ahall the
Govefament put elogs upon, and hindrances
in the way of, 8mith's honest effort to get what
it protects Jones in having ?

Taxing Smith, who has not so mueh prop-
erty as Janes. in excess of Jones, s putting
the money Smith earnsinto the hands of Jones.

When the Government puts two taxes on
Bmith's $2.000 because he has earned it this
yenr and saved {t this year, and taxes but
onee the $5,000 Jones has becauss he
earned It ten yoars ago, it actually takes ex-
actly five-sevonths of Bmith's tax and zives it
to Jones to add to his $3:000 which he already
bas in excons of Smith's eapital

Agaln, svery well-informed person under-
stands that the income per thousand derived
by & oapitalist from his property, generally de-
ereasos a8 the volume of his property In-
ereassa. Men having the care of, and invest-
ing. only $50,000, usually average to get from
thelr ereditors nearly double the lncome on
each §1,000 that the man will averaxe to get
who has $500,000 to care for. The rate of
taxation per thousand being the same on the
vroperty of both, the rate ol taxstion onthe
income of one is neariy double that on the
other. Furthermore. $50,000 s mueh more
ousily eoncenlod from the tax gatherer.

But the great injustice of the Income tax ls
most clearly seen in its effest upon the labor-
Ing classes, {n discouraging enterprise. It s
forthe Interest of the wage olass to have as
many different lndustries and a8 many em-
ployers as possible eompeting for their labor.

Toa new industry or & young man begin-
ning in business, seorecy as to profits is sabao=
lutely necessary to suocess. A revelation to
the pablio of his profits upon his small or
borrowed capital. turns the eyes of all men
upon bis enterprise, snabling those stronger
in capital and eredit to rob him of the result
of his skill {n discovering and supplying the
wants of the consumer, by taking the busl-
ness he has just bullt up, alter years of strug-
xle and sacrifice, out of his bands, just as It
begina to be profitable. and, in many cases
the bread Irom the mouths of his ohlldren.

From my experienos in business, and my
knowledge of the practical working of the In-
come tax of war times, 1 do not hesitats to say
that the damage done to the business of the
country by the attempt to enforce such a tax
would be a hundred fold more in amount than
the Government eould posaibly collect by it.
