THE CHOCTAWS AND CHICTI94WS

They Wil Now Get Neoariy B8 000,000
Whith Prestdent Wnrrison Held Baek,

Wasmrsotox, May 27,—Mr, Claveland’s ap-
proval this week of the reloasca glven by the
Choctaws and Chiskasaws of thelr claims
upon eertaln lands Iin Oklahomna waa alone
nocessary to mecurs to thora tribes the
npprapriation of $2.0011,450 mada by Congresn
for their benefit mora than two years ago,

Hin predecossor fought this olalm with great
perslstency for mora than two yeara Alter
the appropriation lad been made he postponed
paying the money. on the ground that tha
elalm had no Lasls In law and justice; that
eorruption In Its managament by attor-
poya was alleged: that [t contained one
unguestionalls misthka Congress was, In
faat, eompelled to rectify that milstake, thareby
saving the United States $48.800, Finally,
when both hranches of Congroess voted that
his eriticleme on the appropriation should be
overruled, he objocted to the form of the deads
or conveyances given by the Choetaws and
Chickasaws, and thus earrled the whole mat-
ter Layond his term Into that of Mr, Cleve-
land.

It han somelimen been suggested that he
wantod to save the 23,000,000 from going
agalinat the nocount of his Administration, in
the existing condition of the Treasury. Dut,
with over two blillons voted away by the two
Congrosses of his term, a little matter like
83,000,000 was relatively not very serlous
Hesaldes, Presldent Harrlson's oppoeition to
this eclalm began when thero was no great
stress for money, and before the Fifty-second
Congress had rivalled its predecensdr in out-
lays and had become a Lilllon Congress in Its
turn, It was founded, too, on obviously ain-
cero objections to tho whole transaction.

The aporopriation of $2,001,450 In the act of
March 3, 1801, had been for the extinction of
the clalma of the Choetnwa and Chickasaws on
Iands ocoupled by the Cheyennes and Arapa-
hoes. and now constituting & part of Okla-
homa To begin with, Presldent Harrison
learned that tho Choctaws had agreed to glve
acommission of 25 per cent. and the Chleka-
saws a comm|isaion of 10 per cent to their at-
torneya for any money thus secured. Tho
Choctaws,who were entit'ed to three-fourths of
the appropriation, would thus have to give
noarly $501.000. One of these attorneys,
having had trouble with his associates, made
an afMdavit that this acreament had been pro-
cured from the Choctaw Council by the use of
corrupt methods, notes for vaurious sums of
from $2,5600 to $5.000 having been given to
members. The Tresident, In & message Lo
Congress, sald that, apart from the protection

of the Choctawa from auch R contract, it

Noxt, as to the $48,800 which needed to
be refunded from the appropriation, this
istake nroee in regard to the sllotments
n severalty made to the Choctawa and Chero-
ook anid both Houses provided that thesum
ehould be refunded, so that the maln appro-
priation was no longer vitiate
But the ohile! reason given hy President Har-
rison for exercisiog his right to auspend the
appropriation and ask further instructions
from Congress wan that It sremed unjust. He
ad vetoed It, simply because It came to
him not as a separate measure, but ara part
of the genoral Indian Appropriation bill sub-
mitted for his approval in the last hours of the
sension. It appeared that under the treaty of
1855, the L'hoﬂlgl sold all their lands wost of
the 100th merldinn, and that the Choctaws
and Chickasaws also theraty leased their
lunds west of the UH5th meridian to the Gov-
ernment, for sottling other tribes and bands
thereon. The sum paid was $800,000. In
1Kt a mecond ftreaty ceded absolutely to
tho United Btates for £300.0400, as hs intar-
preted It. this same territory wast of the Unth
meridian. which hud previously only been
ensed. Heneco Mr. Holman argued, followin
he President's interprotation, that the lan
or whioh it was now proposed to pay nearly

The argument of the friends of tha a'pm'o-

Warnmoron, May 27.—Beerotary Herbert,
after mature conslderation and full discus-
slon with the Doard eof Bureau Chiefs, has di-
recled thattwo of the thres 1,200-ton gun-
bunts nuthorized by Congress be constructed
of the composlietype,

For many years the construction bureau of
the department, and notably Capt. Hichborn,
the assirtant ehlef of the bureau, have urged
upon the department and upnon Congress the
advisabllity of sheathingthe cruisers intended
for serviee In forelgn waters, particularly
thoso that would probably be sontto tropleal
waters, whero the marine growth is Incrodi-
bly rapld upon the boltom of steel vessola.
Lut Lecause of the larger lirat costo! sheath-
ing steel vessels, Congress has made it Impos-
siblo to enrry out this Idea Ly Hmitiog the ap-
propriations vory closely. In the case of
the small gunboats Lthere was one re-
sort, and that s the ons which Heeretary
Heorbert lina adopted to-day in directing that
two of the new vessela be constructed of the
composite tfpu. ‘That menns that the (rames
of the vesasln and part of the structure above
the water line by mado of steel, but that the
hull be eovered with wood planking.
