DECATUR CITIZENS FIANG A NEGRO
ON THE MAIN SIRERT.

They Were Tmpntient of His Prayers and
His Pratests of Innocence of the Charge
of Assaviting Tws Women-Cut Up the
Rope for Monvenirs of the Oeeaslon—Gar,
Altgeid Offers & Heward in tha Unwee,

Dreatvi June 4—Twenty-flve men walked
{nto this city of 22000 peonls this morning
and Iynched Samuel Bush on the principal
street without opposition, Iush was the
negro acoiiged of askan ting two white women.

A guard of twalve men had been put In the
inil, and an extra force of men wera put on
daty outalds. About 300 curious people stood
around the jail

At just 2 o'clock twenty-five men eame on &
a rush un Wood strect. Thoy wars qulet, with-
out masks, and moved 10 o #olld body. They
foread their way (hrough the crowd and
knocked on the jall door. Deputy Sheriflf Mid-
kiffand Speelal OMlser Foster sat just insida
and refused them admission. Ono blow from
a sledge erashed in the wooden door. and the
twoofMlcers were surrounded by twentr-five
armed men, The keya of the il wers do-
manded, fut both officers declared they did
not have them,

The men then wont to work with sledgo
hammers and chisels on the next door. It wns
of cast Iron an loch thick. Twenty minutes
pansed befora it was forced. The erowd of
Deoatur people stood outside. and there was
notalk of resistinee. Marshal Mazon foreed
hix way through the spectators and into the
jail, and started to address the men at work.
They soizod him snd crowded him out of the
deor. Somo one gavo him a hard kiek. When
tho first door was openad another ono of stonl
bars held thom back another twenty minutes

Whon this was foreed o frightensd negro In-
side pointed out Dush's eoll. Three men
rushed in and found it apparently empty.
Thoey rollal over the mattreas, lifted (t up, and

ut tumbled the negra, All day yesterday
tush shook with fear. Now hie seomed cooler
than at any time before. " Gentlemen, You are
killlng an (tnoeent man' he rald. Ho was
dengiged into the fll offfer. Bo great Was the
cﬁo\n Ilhnl tllt took I'lvo minutes to puil him
through to the straet,

All this time lush sald nothing, but the
erowd yollail exeltedly. Nows of the attack on
the 1|lf socmed to have sprend over the town
and snon 1,000 peoplo were there,  In front of
the milis a telegranh pole. A drive toward
thint was made, hut the I¥nchers fnally went
to one about U0 yards away. one of the most
srominsnt cornera in the ¢ity, and directly in
ront of the Court House

An are lght made the stroot ntorsectlon
vory bright. A rope made of halter etraps had
beoen put around the negro’s neck. lien the
crowd stopped at the foot of the pale, he asked
for thme to pray. The men sald: “Give him
nl! the time Lo wants' 1

o knslt down on the
bricks nnd began to pray in A RinE-song way,

1a cnlled on Juaus to comoe and tike his soul
and forzive the men who weroe niurdering him.
Then lie declared that he was Innocent.

He prayed disconnectodly for fully ton min-
utes.

To him who in the love of Tumpkin eounty
would hold eommunion with her visible forms,
