The foundations of Balor's eistio anid other
works of his are pointed out, and alsu _many
places mnde famous by Wis presence.  Till ro-
evntly A quarn, or handmill. existed on tho Isi-
nnd, which, as psople say, belonged to lalor.
This mill had the power of grinding enouizh
fora whole arimy.  Iolater times it lost this
power, of rathor tho power was unoxerclsed,
Larause no one knew how to speak to |t wr
give it tho word 0! command. The mill was
rnieglected, and fall to pleces or was brokenand
disappearsd. "Moro Is the pitr.' sald an old
mnn to ma, “for if we had the llke of It now it
would do a dale nf good on the {sland.”

The next cyele of interest {s that of Saint
Columbkil, aml thera ars more reliss of his
vinit than of P'alor's lifo on Tory. It Is said
that Columikii, the apost!s of Seoatiand, who
wos born in the first quarter of the (fth cen-
tury, sailed in o smunll skin Loat or curragh
from Bloody Foreland to Tory. and when e
landod on thin southorn shile uflha Isiand to
convert {t he was met by all the people, who |
wers greatlyopposed to his coming, and set n
snvaste doz ut Ll the moment ho set foot on
shore. The dog was sténding on a granlte
rock ready to spring. ‘I'he salnt uttered o
praver. unid that instant the rock opened and
swallowed the dag ailve; bafore gning down,
howoever, the henst lolt his f[oot printa on the
gronite, and they are on the rock to this day.

When the dog had disnppesred Columbizil |
took out n haodkerchiel and sabid that all he |
wanleil was staniding room. mersly as much |
gronnd ns the cloth would cover. Thoy agreed
to this, belng somewlat frightened by the {ats
ol thodog. ‘That moment it began to increaso
ln’g 1!0\' with amazing rnpillllﬁ, Thw poonle
ran In terror before the cloth, and never
stopped till they sprung Iato the water on the
oppoaite shore less than hall o mile disiant
and ware drowne One man, however, who
turne: aslde from the others, looked baok, tell
down, repented. and was spare:d.

Tha
widow sent the cup ack to the island tu escape
the further destruction of her family,
