Somo years ago ono of a favorlto pair of
companion pictures was entitled, "To
Piko's Peak, or Bust." The other was
" Busted." Tho great Convention which
Intcly went to Chicago to "bu6t " trusts. Is
"busted." That is, thirty delegates havo
bolted: And why not ? Tho first day of
this Convention was essentially comic.
Governor Ksute Nelson of Minnesota,
tho great aitl-tru- st State and caller of tho
ConventVon, was elected to preside over
tho deliberations and extravagances of tho
dolegatos. "It is for us," said Knute In his
groat act of ordorlng tho ocean not to wet
Ills feet, "to devise a plan to fight this worst
form of tho modern Antichrist." Tho man
who bt ings to tho consideration of trusts tho
calm and philosophic spirit displayed in his
comparing them to tho Antichrist, Is perhaps
better fitted to thrlvo as a commsntntor on
tho Apocalypse than as nGopher economist.

Governor Nelson having Imparted a
humorous turn to tho show, humor, con-

scious or unconscious, continued to flow,
Mr. Cokcohan of Utah proposed that coal
lands and railroads should be owned by tho
people. Thinkers from Kansas and'MIn-nesot- a

approvud tho Corcoran plan, but
Mr. Brown of Illinois wanted tho protoctlvo
tariff wiped out, and tho land tax set up.
Mr. Brown Is a Henry. Georoe Democrat,
we suppose, but in a convention containing
Republicans and Populists ho ought to bo
more careful. Ilopubllcans will novoradmit
tiiat protective taxes have anything
to do with trusts, or that trusts can
bo abolished by carrying out the Demo-
cratic declaration In favor of a tariff for
revenue only: nnd tho Populists havo so
many panaceas for saving the country nnd
hnv gone in so heavily for trusts on their
own account, mat a Bystom of Govornment
railroads tlnotigh every Populist's farm will
bo much moro nttroctlvo to them than a
meio cold proposition to lay out protective
taxes. Besides, who knows what profound
remedies for plutocratic combinations may
bo found In thoso Populist notions, the
lncomo tax and tho agricultural

Brown should havo stuck to
Govornment railroads.

But then loquacious rose tho great Iona-tiu- h

Donnelly, the Oonlus of Ciphers, a
mnn of Farmers' Alliances and libel suits.
Whon Mr. Donnelly gets hold of tho
plough ho nover turns back. Ho It a logi-
cian, nnd carries things to tholrconcluslon,
He Enid that. If worst came to worst, tho
peoplo should mako laws confiscating tho
real nnd personal property of trusts nnd
combinations, and forbidding them legal
remedies, Ho would declnro that trusts nnd
combinations should not bo tho subject of
property, and ho would allow John Doe
and Richard Ron to tako such property
and not bo guilty of larceny. Such Is Mr.
Donkelly'b conception of trusts nnd com.
blnatlons. He would mnko them nlthings
and outlaws. Ho doesn't pay bo, but it is a
fair deduction from his expressed vlows, that
the erring plutocrats in tho trust business
should bo hunted down ne onumlcs of tho
human race, and their steam yachts given
to Populist statesmen.

Mr. DK Witt Clinton De Witt of Penn-
sylvania cast an ovll oyo upon gold mines
and bilvor mines, and said tho peoplo should
havo the monopoly of furnishing money,
furnishing it out of other people's pockete,
wo presume. Mr. De Witt also said that
whiskey and Insuranco companies governed
tho country, but foiled to make thu obvious
suggestion that tho whiskey of tho Whiskoy
Trust and tho assets of tho insurance
companies should be divided among tho
peoplo either pro rata or according to tho
6qunro mile, Mr. Corey of Pennsylvania,
evidently a descendant of Giles Confer,
yeoman, offered a resolution asking for the
names of trusts which have violated tho
law, whereupon Chairman Knots Nelson

remarked severely that no sarcasm nood
apply in that Convention. Rlghtl To
burlosquo a burlcsquo Is unnecessary, wo
hopo tho dolegatos havo tholr passes to tho
Fair. Thoy can bo happy and harmonious
in contemplating its wonders.

Good News from New Knglnnd.

Thero nro n good many spirited Domo-crnt- s

New York a City of Two Millions.
It Is perfectly safo .to say that nt this

tlmo tho population of tho city of New York
is over 2.000.000.

The enumeration, as given by tho munici-

pal census taken In October, lS'JO, was
oxactly 1,710,715.

Tho natural Increase alone, during tho
past two years and eight months, nt tho
latlo ordinarily maintained, would carry
tho enumeration nt this tlmo fnr beyond
1,800,000; but, in ndditlon to that growth,
the population has been Increased by
a very largn Immigration from foroign
countries. Instead of giving tho exact
figures, wo profor to say that moro than
1,000.000 immigrants havo urrlved hercBlnco
tlio municipal consuswns taken In 1830, thnt
less than ono-ha- lf of thorn mado report that
thoy wcro bound for places outsldo of Now
York, and that moro than a half of them re-

ported tholr purpose to stay In this city.
Wo can allow a vory largo proportion of
them to go away from tho city after reach-
ing it, nnd yet leave hero far moro than
nro necessary to run tho population

2.000.000.
Tho buildings erected hero sinco Octo-

ber, 1800, nro sufllclent to furnish accom-
modations for nn addition to the city's icsl-den- ts

as great as that of our estimate.
It would bo perfectly snfo to say that, if

an enumeration of tho population of tho
city of Now York woro mado nt this tlmo, It
would go boyond 2,000,000.

A lilberinn Appeal,
Wo havo rocolvod from Capo P.tlmas, Li-

beria, through tho courtesy of Mayor Tub-
man of tho City of Hnrpor, a copy of an
official protest ngalnst tho attempt of the
Fronch Govornment to selzo that portion of
tho Ivory Coast which bolongs to the

republic. Two yeuts ago, as wo
learn from this document, Franco luld
claim to a region which was acquired by
Liberia foity years ago, and has sinco that
tlmo boon sot down upon maps and charts
as Ltborlau territory under thu Govern-
ment of Liberia. Undor ancient treaties
Franco first claimed the Grain Coat, but
Boon relinquished that claim In favor of tho
Ivory Coast, offering to pay to Liberia
an indemnity of $5,000 for a clear title. Ne-

gotiations with Liberia were begun, and a
Bhort tlmo ago a treaty conveying tho title
was presented to tho Llberian Sonnto for
ratification. Th Sonnto has declined to
ratify It; but tho Llhorlau peoplo nro now
npprohenMve that Franco will selzo tho
Ivory Coast in any dtont. " Wo may havo
to yield to superior forco, but let us not
sign our own death warrant."

In moving lan;:uugo an nppoal is mndo to
Franco:

"CUIiens of France! Wo appeal to you. We do most
earnestly beg oa intuitu tu tali appeal In order
that you may know who we are, He beg to state that
we are not savages living In Uegralatlon, like the mauy
African tribes whoto termor our ilorernmenl hat
obtained possession of. We aro civilized Africans, tho
only civilised and Christian negro Uovrrnment In
Africa, a free, toerelgn. and Inmpeiideiit nation. Your
Government was among the Dret to rerngnUe our In-
dependence, and In early limes gave us tangible proofs
of good will. We pray )ou. as you love Juitlco and
righteousness, louse jour Influence "lib the nttlclalt

trourRoverninent In our behalf. Your nation Is at
present In possession ot more of Arrlca than any other
European power. Consult your maps and you will see
that Ihe territory known as Liberia Is but a speck com-
pared with the Immense tracltof territory owned by
you, Leave us, then, we beseech you, to the quiet en-
joyment of our one little ewe lamb."

An appeal is noxt mado to nil tho civilized
nations of the world which havo acknowl-
edged tho independenco of Liberia:

"We Implore you to use your Influence to hart our

reasonable requirements eeenred tone, Wa nT no
power to prevent thle Aggression on the part of th
French Government! bnt are we to be roboed ot nt
rlghtrut Inheritance t A part of onr country whloti w
are trying to bold for ountlvt''l our aborlf loal
brethren It about to be wrested from nt."

Next comes another nppeal :

We appeal to all clvlllced negroes, wberavtr thoy
may ilweiL European nations are dividing np tbt)
whole of Africa among themeelvet. Trance, which
hat already the largett portion, hit teen proper to
take advantaee of our weaknett, and. Ignoring our
rltblt. Is making encroachment! upon as. Yon may
have It In yonr power, like Eitnta of old. to approteh.
some King Anitmi-t- , and 'to make tnpplleatlon unto
blm, and to make request before him' In our behalf.
If so, wo pray j ou exercise that privilege."

Flnnlly an appeal Is made to tho Christian
peoplo of thnUultod Slatos, " under whoso
fostering enro Liberia has advancod to hor
present condition:"

You may not be ab'.o torendirnt any other as-

sistance than that whloh we havenow to beg of you!
and that l, to help m to y the Hod ot nations whom
ynu bif taught us to look to lis the time of trouble, to
come In aur rescue, that wo may not fall a prey to the
greed of the French or any other Oovernment."

Truly, thoso appeals aro of n touching nnd
Impresslvo character. Tlio Republic of Li-

beria owos its oxistonco to tho American
Colonization Society; Its pooplo aro largoly
tho descendants of negroes of American
birth, nnd Its lndep6ndouco was acknowl-
edged by this country upon its establish-
ment. Undor tho circumstances, it sooms
to us that tho Amorlcan Govornment may
proporly address n question to Franco con-

cerning her policy toward Liberia.

Tho Rapid Transit Commission.
Tho nttontlon of Mayor Gilroy is re-

spectfully dlroctod to tho proceedings of
tho Rapid Transit Commission as disclosed
In the report of yestorday's mooting. Wo
also Invite his careful scrutiny of tho courso
of Mr, John II. Starin, not only In the ses-
sion In question but sinco tho beginning of
tho Commission's labors.

As tho record stands, Mr. Starin Is an un-
fit person to sit upon tho Commission, and
his associates upon that body should cot
bo any longer subjected to tho penalty
which his continued membership entails
upon them. Thoy should bo rollovcd with-
out delay.

Mayor Gilroy has all along boon a most
Intelligent nnd earnest ndvocnto of Im-
proved inpid transit, and wo trust that In
its interests nnd In bohalf of tho general
wclfnro of tlio community ho will not heal-tat- o

to request Mr. Starin's Immediate
resignation.

they adopt nil novelties: what rlchos they
possess: how strango is tholr cosmopolitan-Ism- :

how productive is tholr activity; how
peaceful Is their country. It Is true) that they
havo no Btnto rolislon. no arlitocracy. no
royalty, no blc military establishment; that
ihey hnvo raised a great power on tho founda-
tion of a few foeblo colonies, and that about
half of their territory onco belonged to Spain,
ay, to Spain.

Wo say that perhaps the visit of th Infanta
may bo of valuo to Spain. Why should not
the Spaniards bo ovon as tho Americans aro?
We shall ovor think highly of Spanish conlus.
and doslre tho promotion of the welfare of
Spain.

In order to ascertain whether any
thing In this country It a "laughing stock" or
a "subjoct of merriment" to thorn; and we
aro compelled to sny thnt we are unable to
confirm the news given by tho 7Vitun and tho
Erc-iim- Jtist. It other nations aro Tory morrr
on our account, they don't show It on their
faces. Anyhow theso nntlons are more laugh-
ing Ktocku to us. Thus it Is that the whole
world always keeps up its spirits while jog.
cIdc along.

Theie hns been dnnger of wnr between
Brazil nnd Uruguay eer since the outbreak
of rebellion last year in tho Brazilian province
of Itio Uiando do Sul; and the relations of tho
two Governments hnvo recently becomo so
discordant that a conflict betnecn them may
bo begun at any time. Brazil complains that
tho rebel forces ar recruited from Uruguay,
and Uruguay aotrtplalns that Brazilian troops
havo ravaged Its territory while pursuing
tho rebels who tak.- - refuge there-- . Thero
is not a doubt thnt the complaint of eaob of
the patties is well grounded. The Uruguay-
ans havo long been ilelrous of enlarging tho
slzo of their llttlo republic by tho annexation
of tho lieulhernmost province of Brazil, and
havoeneournsod tho rebellion In thnt province
an a means of bringing about annexation
Tlio Brnrillans havo shown their resentment
by making raids upon Uruguayan terri-
tory, and these rnidi have been both
fro'iuent nnd mischievous during the
past eight months. Beroonstranoes have
been eiolmncoj between Montevideo and ltlo
do Jnnelm; threats hno bron mido by both
(lovurninents. and the Congress of each of tho
countries has now adopted measures that are
regarded as preparations for war. We learn
from Montevideo that President Odes has sent
a military force to the northern frontier with
orders to ropet any Brazilian troops that mar
invade Uruguayan territory undor any pre-
text, Thore Is, therefore, evory likelihood
that a conflict will soon tako place.

The military power of Brazil Is seven times
as great as that of Uruguay, Thero are over
IIO.CXK) oflleers and men In tho Brazilian army,
while thure are less than 5,000 In tho Uru-
guayan. Yet Brazil has never been able to
roconquer Uruguay since It won Its indepen-
dence seventy years ago. President Piiioto
recently declared that. In the event of war.
Brazil will proseoute hostilities until sbe re-
covers the territory ot the pugnacious little

republic, whloh was formerly ono ot hor prov-
inces, and which she needs In order to round
off her southern boundary.
