It is n task of groat difficulty to selcot

from tho many definitions of a gentleman
submitted to us the ono best entitled to
rocelvo Tub Sun's prize: for, in truth, not
ono of them all really meets tho require-
ments. This Is not cxtiaoidinnry, for n
concise definition of tho torm lady or gen-
tleman Is utmost impossible.

Etymologicully, of course, a gentleman
Is u well-bor- n man, a man of a family In

I which therolstholiilierltancoof rcfluemont.
That Is, ho Is of thoroughbiod stock, as
distinguished from tho oidluary. Under
tho social classification of tho old aristoc-lucie- s,

a man who boars arms, but has no
urlstocrntio title. Is denominated a gentle-
man. With that definition, of combo, wo
havo nothing to do In this republic, whoro
there nro neither heraldic anus noi ances-
tral titles. It means nothing to us. Tho
other is of universal significance, and it
assists us materially In arriving at a con-

ception of what n gentlomon Is In tho broad
meaning in which tho term can bo used.

In this country tho number of men who
could satisfy tho requirements of tho aris-
tocratic aud foudallsllo definition of a gen-
tleman bus always been few. Nearly nil
tho many millions of Immigrants coming
hither since the beginning of tho settlement
of America by Europonns havo boon pooplo
of social grades below tho aristocracy of
their uativo countries. Thoy have boon
yeomen, peasants, tradesmou, artisans,
aud common pcoplo generally, according
to tho aristocratic definition aud distinc-
tion; yot tho number of gentlomon
among them, according to the broader
and more scientific definition, has been

,

largo. Moantlmo tho old aristocracies
thomsolves havo beon extensively re-

cruited and Invigorated from pooplo of
tho samo social classification who

at homo. In England, moro par-
ticularly, tho aristocracy perpetuates Itself
with tho blood of tho democracy, aud not a
littlo of that blood Is American. Actually,
a groat part of tho present British arls-tooto-

Is of no better ancestry, even ac-
cording to its own definition of good birth,
than aro multitudes of pooplo in tills coun-ti- y.

Tims tho artificial 'designation of a
gentleman carries with it littlo real signifi-
cance anywhere.

The other definition Is of true and lntiiu-si- c

slguillcauco ovory where and at all times ;

for nocos6arlly a gentleman must luhorlt
the qualities that mako hi in a gentloman.
Ho muBt bo a geutloman bred in the bono:
ho cannot bo inado a gentleman simply by
educntlon. Ills quality us a gentleman
must bo tho outward and vlslblo sign of
an Inward aud spliltuul grnco; and
all that tho polish of educatlun can
do Is to assist him in giving ex-
pression to this essential quality In ac-
cordance with thojusages of polite society.
You can no moio mako a gentleman of a
man who is not born a gentloman than you
can make a thoroughbred horse out of an
animal of common stock. Ho must bo a
geutloman to begin with, a gontloman by
tho gruco of God. Opportunity nnd educa-
tion oan only bring to practical frultfulness
tho soods sown In him bv Inheritance

Neither docs a man's satisfaction of tho
aristocratic definition of a gontloman make
of him n gentleman in fact. Ho may bear
arms and Le well born, In tho narrow sonso
of tho torm, yot huvo no tltlo to tho distinc-
tion undor the true sociological definition.
That. oorybody knows. Gentlemen, by tho
moroarlstocratloclasslflcatlon, may be boors
In ronlifry, coarso aud Intilusically unro-flno- d

men. An aristocratic Inheritance may
bo essentially a very poor inheritance both
physically nnd morally. A man may bo of
loyal birth, with a lino of known nnd cultl-ate- d

ancestry reaching back for hundreds
of years, yot ho may bo a cod, which Is the
slang term, borrowod from England, to In-

dicate that a man has tho outward form of
a gentleman, but has not tho Interior nudln-trlnsl- u

quality. Horaayboagontlemau.no '

mnttor how low In the social scalo his ances-
try, according to aristocratic classifica
tion. Ho inny not bo a gentleman, how-
ever high his ancestry. It Is not tho social
placo of his progenitors, but tho actual
quality ho has Inheiitod from thom. which
makes him a gontloman under this

definition. It is tho light shining
in him, not tho roflootlon of artificial and
accidental position,

Tho exact qualltlos which distinguish
the gentleman aro recognizable rather
than definable. Tho basis of thom all Is
genuineness, t, nnd respect for
others, consideration, and tho lovo of
truth, klndnoss, and goodness for thom-
solves. It Is doing to others as you would
havo them do to you, In Itsolf tho best
definition of tho essontlnl quality of a n

to which wo enn polut. This qual-
ity may be subdivided nnd extended Indef-
initely, but tho essoiico Is tho Interior spir-
itual grace. It Is tho fountain from which
the wholo como.

The gentleman who Is a gentleman both
Intrinsically nnd by tho polish of boclal Inter-
course, simply gives moro graceful conven-
tional expression to this Inbred quality than
thegentloman who has the quality, but has
not acquired tho artificial cultivation. That
form of gontlomanlluoss can bo obtained
by education. It la simply a matter of
special training to which he adapts
himself quickly, so long as ho
has tho basis on which to build. In this
country we ee Innumerable lnstonoes
wheie this Inbred and essential grace

enables prson to pass rapidly from
humblo social places to places of high so-

cial distinction without stumbling against
tho strictest conventional roqulromonts
of tho polltoet socioty. They do not
got distinction as they go along:
they carry it with thom. Of euch pco-

plo tho great mass of tho refined and
cultivated society of this now country Is

made up. Of course slnco tho gentloman
is such by birth, by his original constitu-
tion, tho quality which distinguishes him
may bo mado moro perfoct from goncrntlon
to gonoratlon. It is tho samo as in tho
breodlng of horses; but In both cases thoro
Is tho dangor of In breed-

ing, stiength being sacrlllcod. Instead of
solid quality you may produco more fas-

tidiousness and tho sonsltlvonoss which in-

dicates a tendoncy to decay; yet tho law
of tho transmission of traits applies spe-

cially to tho breeding of gontlomon.
Who, then, is ontltlod to tho prizo In Tun

Sun's competition? Tho best definition
out of tho wholo number submitted seems
to us to bo this of G. J. A. : " An honorable
nion of perfect brooding, whoso courtesy Is
but tho llowerlng of a kindly hoart." It Is

not satisfactory, but It suggests tho truo
moauing of a torm which can only bo de-

fined by suggestion.

Parents and Children.
Mr. Palmer of Palmor's Thcatro epoko

at tho meeting of tho Actors' Fund Sooloty
of tho outrageous Injustice dono to chil-

dren by tho law which proonts thom from
tho oxorclso of tholr abilities on tho stage.

Under tho unsupported and unsupport-abl- o

theory thnt tho hours and associations
of tho thontre tend to their physical Injury I

nnd mnrnlpont.nmlnntlon.thov aro debarred
from tho means of making a living which
thoy delight tb use, of which their
natural guardians npprovo as proper and
wholesome. Children may look on theat-

rical exhibitions, but this law forbids thom
to tnko part In tho plays as porformors.
Thoy may go to dancing school and to
singing school, but thoy must not dnuco
and slug In public. Thoro Is no law fixing
tho tlmo at which parents must bond tholr
children to bod, but thoy aro not permitted
to let thom romaln up until they havo ap-

peared on tho stngo for an hour in tho even-

ing. Thero Is no law defining nctors as
disreputable nnd dangerous characters,
yet this law treats association wlththem
as morally contaminating for children.

At tho meeting of tho Actors' Fund about
ono hundred of tho children of tho stage, as
they aro called, sang In chorus, and thoy
are described as remarkably bright, henlthy,
happy, and handsome specimens of child-

hood. They nro tho chlldron of parents
who nro proud of their accomplishments
nnd tenderly regardful of tholr welfaio,
and presumably havo as muchdoshe and
Utness as any other parents to regulate
tho manner of life, tho education, tho asso-
ciates, and tho associations of their chil-

dren: but bocauso. In tho oxcrclso of their
' right of guardianship, thoy would allow tho

children to display their accomplishments
on tho stage, tho low forces itsolf between
puront aud child, and, as Mr. Palmer said,
punishes them almost as criminals.

That Is an outrage on the Institution of
tho family. Is thero to bo no pniental dis-

cretion allowable ? If it Is restricted thus
far. why may It not bo destroyed altogether
by cranky and moddlesomo philanthropy?

Of these chlldron of tho stago a part are
singers, who ought to bo earning, Mr. Palm-
er said, from $15 to $30 a week on tho
stago; and nearly aro dancors
cnpnbloof earning from $30 to $30 a week;
but undor tho law not any of them can earn
a dollar by use of their special abilities
and accomplishments. Thoy are compelled
to hldo their talent In a napkin, and forbid-
den to put It to profitable uso by appearing
on the stage for a few ml nutes In the o veiling.

The Choctaw nud Chickasaw Deal.
Tho payment outright of nearly $3,000,000

on an Indian claim, In tho present condi-
tion of the Treasury, naturally attracts at-

tention. Tho amount voted to tho Chero-kce- s

Is far greater, being $8,o95,7SG, but, for-

tunately, only $295,730 of this sum was pay-
able In 1893, and that they havo received.
Tho entire $2,912,(152 of tno Choctaws and
Chlckauaws, glvon for a release of tholr
rights In certain lands, was to bo cash
down, tho act having been paesod more
than two yoars ago, when there was less
need than now to postpone outgoes.

Somo talk, however, has been occasioned
by ascertaining that prodigious feo3 aro to
bo paid to attorneys and lobbyists out of this
appropriation, and until tho last moment it
was thought thut this fact might delay the
delivery of tho money.

Tho simple truth is that this wholo mat-
ter of tho exorbitant amounts to bo paid to
agents was put boforo Congress by Picsl-do- nt

Harrison In a special messago, and
that body disposed of It. The Fifty-firs- t
Congress had mado nn appropriation of
S2.991.450 In tho Indian Appropriation bill, j

thrco-fourth- s to go to tho Choctaws and
uno-fourt- h to tho Chlckasaws. Mr. Haiiri-bo- n

would not allow tho payment to bo mado, '

as tho wording of tho appropriation gavo
him tho power to delay It, and ho laid his
objections beforo tho Fifty-secon- d Congress. .

His reason for not resorting to tho voto
power was that ho would havo had to cto j

tho wholo Indian Appropriation bill In which
tho Item was contained, and tho session
was in Its last hours.

In tho first placo, ho objocted to tho right
of tho Choctaws and Chlckasaws to havo tho
appropriation at all; but on that point both
branches of Congress ovorrulod him, Noxt he
pointed out that a mistake of nearly $13,800

was made, to tho Government's detriment, '

lu tho calculation of tho allotments: but j

Tho prediction was
founded upon tho assumption that tho
cholera gei me. paralyzed by tho wlntoi's
cold, would be quickened whon warmer
weather como and prompted them to rouow
their ravages among mankind. Tho as-
sumption was pluuslble, and It created
widespread appiehonslun in tho month of
April and again In the month of May. Up
to this time, happily for both Europe nnd
this country, the prodictlon has not been
verified. Even If tho disoaee should at any
period become epidemic In ono or moro of
tho countries of western Europe, wo hopo
to Keep ii out oi tno unitoti states, tuo
precautionary measures that wo havo
adopted glte reason for this hopo.

Perhaps there Is le98 dangor to us from
Immigrants this summer, than from tho
ship loads of rags sent here from Infected
districts. It Is tho duly of tho Marino
Hospital Servlco to pee to It that all bales
of rags sent from any of theso districts,
without thorough disinfection, shall bo kept
out of this country.

Wo havo not a doubt that tho exhibit of
the Htate of Xow York at Chlcnco ts uporlor
to that of ftnr other Htate of the Union, su-
perior la natural products, in useful

In manufactured articles of all
kinds, and la works of art, all Iht arts. We
ndm.lt that the Kmtilro Htate makes no
such display ont thero ns it would havo
made It tho Columbian F.xhlbition had

Dr. Von Holst Is an eminent scholar and
author, a man of thouaht and forothought,
who has studied American Institutions and
affairs for many years : but we apprehend that
he is not fully Imbued with tho American
spirit, which Is preeminently hopeful, has a
firm faith in the domooratlo principle, and re-
serves Its strength In dayB of qulot so ns to bo
abltf to confront difficulties and emergencies
as thoy arise from time to time.

There is still another, the largest
of tho acquired rnt traps that people look
upon, wondering when It will fall lu. It was
sold to the GoNcrnmontnt a prlco no Indi-
vidual operator would hnto lookod at. Tho
Uoernment apparently waits for Its collnpso.

It la a common remark that the Govornmont
occupies more buildings rented or sold to It
by operators, who lie in wait for suoh chances,
than It owns. Frequently they are unsafe
Celling to tho Go eminent buildings mure or
less torthlo-i- hns boon reduced to a system.
Denting them te the Oovornment Is usually
tho first slon- - Thero have beon a number of
reumrknbkt transactions of this kind within
the hist few years. It Is a matter well worthy
tho attention of Congress. The collnpso of the
YUlder building was because of management
that any ono would snywas criminal. Thero
aro other cases ready to develop nt any tlmo.

Washington. Juno 10 One of the Important

subjects of Investigation durinz tho present
recess of Congress Is to bo that of tho capacity
nnd willingness of tho five civilized tribes of
the Indian Territory to form n htnte and bo
admitted Into the Union. A Commission of
throe persons was provided for by Congross,
rlthn view to this investigation, and also to

that of the willingness of these tribes, at all
events, to accopt severalty allotments and to
conform in other l aspects to tho ways of white
men.

A fnw years ago. It would havo Boomed
wholly prematuio to conduct this Inquiry. The
Indians wero known to be wedded to their raco
isolation, as well as to their system of holding
lauds lu common. Ono of tho flvo tribes, in
fact, only n short time ago eudoavored todls-- ,
courage the entrance of Its members Into full

tnoricim citizenship, by nutting restrictions in
tribal matters upon whoever should obtain
It. The Interior Department was forced lo In-

terfere, nnd explain that such legislation was
against the policy of the Government. Again. In
n Convention of thu five trlbos held some years
ago, very strong ground was taken against
yioldlng to the new movement for allotting
lauds In severalty or woukonlng race alle-
giance.

But of lato there have been slens that the
trlbos are recognizing that a critical period
in their history lias been ronched, and that
they cannot bo sure nf maintaining theirpresent status, 'ilioro aro two parties on thissubject, und hitherto tho con.orvntlvo has
been the stronger. Many of thosa who hnvo
become meml'Tsof the tribe through marry-
ing Indian wives, aro among tho strongest
advocates of holding to the old customs.
'I his Is largely due to the fact that they
are ablo to uso tho t rib il land for their
oirn benefit to an extent which might not be
pos.-lbl- o under a system of individual owner-
ships. They aro reinforced lnmanveaos by
tho wealthier nnd more Influential of the
chiefs who are actuated by similar motives.
Hut against them l growing up an opposi-
tion, based upon the desire to secure somo of
tint prosperity that whito communities achieveby the use of means similar to theirs.

Home of tho Indians probably rocogni70 nlso
that the existence of Oklahoma ns n Territory
soon to beoome a htate la a warning to them.
IVrirn tlmntntlniA AlTnrta urn mul. tn h.in
tlu Indian Terrltorv proper, as It nowoxlsts.undet the jurisdiction of Oklahoma, with a
view to Its ultimate absorption In the latter.
The Indians cannot full to t.ee that in a choice
between being merged In Oklahomaand form-
ing an Independent Htate of their own the lat-
ter course lias incomparable advantages. As
n part of Oklahoma they would even now be
outvoted nnd reduced to the position of aeon-stant- lv

dwindling minority, expose I to all theperils of race prejudice. Hut In a State of
their own. capable of electing Its Senators andbepresrnlntlves In Congress, as woll ns of gov-
erning itself by members of the Indian race,
there would be no such i.eril.

Of course thoro are safeguards in the lawaguitiht nn enfnrcol merging of the IndianTerritory In Oklahoma. The Severalty Allot-
ment Btatuto expressly exempts tho civilized
trlbus from Its operations. The treaties made
with some of the tribes also pledgit the faith
of tho United Stales that no Territorial or
tftnte lines shall be drawn about their do-
mains. Yet. It ia felt ttv some nf fhA Imllnna
that It la time to consider what further hs.eurlty and privileges Mntohood might offer
thom.

One point very obvious ft that the flvo tribes
have been for many yours accustomed not
only lo the rudiments, but to some of tho ad-
vanced forms of American representatlvu gov-
ernment. They have their Legislatures, com-
posed of two houses, lliolr dovernors, their
judicial sytemH, their militia torce, their
stated eleitlons, and the vole by ballot. Ac-
cording!), their enttnnce Into the Union as a
State lias already been prepvred for by some
political education nnd experience.
