Tha medical experts reached thelr
frdings with microscopes and announced
them as infinitesimal fractionss The blood
apot on Lizzle Dorden's white vetticoat was
declarad to be enual in diameter to ons thres-
thousandth part of an ineh. Tha blood spot
was the only physleal thing that seemed to
eonnect her with the erime. and it |s sworn to
aatho size of the head of a very small plin.
The Giovarnment has been describing (t as on
the tront of her akirt, but thelr own chlef ex-
pert to-duy ncknowledged this to be a mistaks
and sald the spot was on the baok of the skirt
pelaw ita opening and six inches above the
pem. The expert testimony all went to prove
that 1o blood from the vietims would be likely
to reach the nsenilants from behind. There-
fore that ought to be the lust of that *'damned
spot."

‘:mea beyond the reach of the mlieroseope
the points in the ¢case agalinst the prisoner to-
day went into hypothescs, eonjectures, and
gusases at to the unproven clreumstances
The maln pointa In the testimony are reported
{n what follows, and the reader will see for
himsell whether It deals with facts or eon-
jectures. The basls of all thisspeculation was
s ground work of blood, skulls, and bowls,
The blood and one skull were brought Into
court and handed about. Fortunately for her,
Mise Lizzie Borden dodged this gbastly thing.
Itenme in tho afternoon sesslon, justaflter she
had complained of feeling poorly, and gone
out. Her Indleposaltion was due to the extreme
hest and closeness following on a morning of
slekening and horrible testimony. Bhe had
brought in a poay of bachelor's buttons, as an
old mald might, and she seemed in falrly good
spirits, There were no othor notable flowars
in the court room, but the pure whits carna-
tlons were stlll in the contre of the Judge's
deak.

A newcomer among the women spectators
bhad Miss Lizzio Borden polnted out to her,
and at the first glance exclaimed, ™ Why. she
{salady.” That was an interesting exclama-
tion. The prisoner ia far from good looking,
so heavy is the lower hall of the face Yet
there (s about her that indefinable quality
whieh we call ladyhood. Bhe is sald to be
generally thought of throughout the country
as & brawny, big, muscular, hard-faced, eoarse-
looking girl. Bhe ls. in faet, neither large nor
small, nor tall nor short, but [s of the average
bulld, and in demeanor is gulet, modest, and
well bred—{rom & eountry rather than a oity
polnt of view.

There |s nothing half so sorprising as thers
f» about[n certain doubls row of ladies who
eomo every day and study her. These women
are more reflned looking, more gentle and
sweet of faco than the prisoner, and yot theyare

No More Will 1t Lead In Natlonal Parades~
It ¥e to DVisboand for Lack of Fande,

Any amall aation In need of a neat military

outfit should apply promptly to the Btate of

Delaware, as the milltiaof that commonwenlth
{e about to o out of burinens, and will have
no further use for a variety of military nocou-
trementa. After Delawnre's little Benata of
nine members had almost contem ptuously re-

jectad the bill to inerease the annual militia

appropropriation to $5,000 from $2.400, and

the Hoard of Officera had unanimously petl-
tioned the Legislature to repeal all lawa ereat-
Ing tue militin. the Legisinture adjourned

without giving itselfany further concernabout
the matter. When the officers sent their nag-
lected requost to the Legisluture they In-
formod that body that should mno lezls-
ladvo ateps be taken for the disband-
ment of the Natlonal Guard of Delaware they
would resign thelr commisslons and arrange
for the honoraLle discharge of the enlisted
men. Bince the adjournment of the Legisia-
ture the ofMicors have canvassad the situation
with the enlisted men and found an almost
unanimons sentiment In fuvor of disband-
ment. Adjt.-Gen. Garrett J, Hart will, there-
fore, shortly {sauve an order for a general
Inapectlon, and this will ba made the ooea-
slon of disbanding the militin, unlesn thers
shall be = hurclul movement among the
eitizens toward supporting the militia with-
oul the officinl ald of the Siate Government.
Thero hae never hoen a time when the Dela-
ware militia exclted much interest or affectio
at home, and the members of the Natlona
Guard have always found [t necessary to pay
fur n great many thlogs out of thelr own
pocketn.

The Delaware
troops on thint ocoaslon led the columnp of the
Nativonl Guard, that honoruble place having
been nmccorded 1o Doelaware as the first
Btata to adopt ths Constitution of the
Unitedd States. At everv galhering of
the Natlonal Giuard sinee that tine Delawaro
has elaimed nnd received the head of the lina,
o that the lelaware militin lins ecme to he
Fetter known abroad than at home. The liat-

Primitive Wayn In Which Young Preabgs
terinns Hecome Fitied for the Ministry,

What American P'rasbyterians love to eall
the tradition of a learnod ministry was malne
tained In this eountry long bofore thero was
suoh a thing hore as a Prosbiyterinn theologle
cal seminary. Oddly enough, too, there was
in oarller days a uniformity of Presbyterinn bes
lief and teaching that now begins to bo cons
spleuously Incking. Tho earliest Presbyterinn
school makine any protence to clussioal
scholarship or theologicnl learning wna that
established by the ltev. Willlam ‘T'ennont, 8p.,
At Neshaminy, Duaks county, U, abhout 17204
It wns ealled In derislon, the JLog College, bug
Presbytarians rogard it ns tho Immediate
forarunner of Irincoton HSeminary, and
several early minlsters wero educated by
Tennent. Tennont's son, Willinm, fellinto that
curlous trance, which is ono of the most Inters
esting Incldents in the history of the Amorls
ean 'restiyterinn mioistey, ns he sat converse
Ing In Latin with nis brothor, n fact that scoms
to indleate a conmlderable degreo of thore
oughness In the teaching of the Log Colleges
Tennent woke from his tranee litorally on the
verge ol the grave, alter having Leen three
days dead, na it was thought. Ilia Latin and
all knowladge of things untedating the trance
were gone, however, and It was not untl? n
year alter, as_ha sat laboriously conning his
newly lparne tin, that hi» momory nn‘-.'l his
former learaing returned. Then he told of
marvollous soons of brlillaney that greet
bharu durlng that trance, of musle, and of &
gulde who touched his shoulder and bude him
return to earth.

ng after the Log College was establish
mon eutered the Prestyterinn ministry withe
out passing through & thoologlonl seminary,
Venerabla dootors of divinity, deeply imbu
with Calvinlam took into their houses young
apprentices in theology, Bometimes these
roung men were ocoliegn graduntes: somos

Imes they recoived their wholo classical
lrnlnlng]:nl the hunds of Lhielr precoptors In thee
ology. tin, Gireok, Hehrow, somo author]s
ative system of Calviniatie theology, ehure

Istory, and kindred subjoctsa were tnught t
the apprentice. lle lonrned to distinguls
truth from error, as tho two are distingulsh
by Calvinlam, and to refute with ponderous
argument the subitleties of Arianism, Soelnl-
nnism, and the other heresles that boset oarly
Christanity. Bometimes several apprentice
in theology lived with the N’nl’elltnr. anx
Wi other cases the puplle visited him from
time to tline. It was not uncommon for the
Pruh{terﬁnu minister of o villnge to maintal
rllnn | elnasicul rehuel in hin own house, nn

here mnake ready for oollega the few youths
me could expect to undertake an noademis
education. The minister was commonly the
io.le man In the community who could read

tin and Gresk at sight.

Tha aourso of the divinity apprentics was
from two to four years, aecording as his atocl
of classical loanrning and Hebrew was small or
Inrge at starting, ehrew, indead, wns often
neilulod. but Lutin and Greek were stropgly
ineisted upon, nnd the storndiceiples of Calvi
were Infenslbly affeoted by the Inlluonce o
claserical culture.  After the eourss with the
grlclptur was finlshed oame the sxamination

acommittes of Preshvtary. This examin-
atlon eoversd the atudles of the course and
wan striet even In rural U'resbytoeries. Then, as
now, each Preshytery malntalned n standing
committen onexaminations, and each examin-
or questioned the candidute u‘mn those
studies with which the examiner himsell was
most familiar. Hometimen the enndidate was
licenned to preach vending exnmination, hut
the latter alwaya preccided ordination. A few
even of the prosent Preshyterian ministers
were thus educatad In theology,  l'erhaps the
Hev, Dr. Joseph T, Smith of Daltimora. s the
most conapicuous elergyman in the East whe
wns an apprentico in theolugy.
