M. Charles tlo
Lesseps. tvho is In tho St. Louis Hospital suf-
fering with annci.to attack of dtspepsia. was
Informed that ho was nt libeity, but ho was too
ill tc loavo tho hospital.

Thero were five defendants convicted on tho
trial, which ended on 1 eh. :i Inst. These wero
l'erdlnund do Lesseps. his son Charles.

tears before tliejiroiocdlngsug.ilnstthem had
been instituted, and that under the law thelap'o of time relieved the defendants fromliability to punishment.

Henri Cottu was not present when tho appeal
camo up for n hearing, and the Court, there-
fore, ignored Ills appeal. 'I ho decision olheCourt sustains the enntentlou of thu other ap-
pellants, nnd'nslde from the defective indict-
ments, doclnres thnt they are entitled to their
liberty. Thus ends one or tho gtentest crimi-
nal cases Tianco has ever known, in which the
names ol men prominent in political nnd social
life wero badly smirched, and which caused
ono man, Baron de llelnach. to commit sulcldo
and two or threo others to lion tho countrr.
