A New Rule in Libel Canen,

Bostox, June 22.—The full beneh of the Su.
preme Court. in a decision on the pubject, lays
down a new rule in libel cases, and defines the
extent of the right of a newspaper to publish
articlea in good faith when in faet the article
published Is not In all respects trus.

was very similar. The Justlvs of the Supsrior
Court, befors whom the case was tried without
ajury, found as a fact that the alleged libel
deciared h‘rlharlnlntm was not published b
the defendant of and eopcerning the plaloti
anil the only question in the rase was whether
this Nnding was erronsous as a mitter of lnw.

NO PHYSICIAN CALLED 10 AXTEND
LIZZIE FREEMaN.

No Unarantining of the Patient nad ne Diais
= feetlon of t oume Untll Atter Mhe was
Dend-Mrs, Laora Laithrop’s Treat L

Lizzis Froeman, tha 12-year-old daughter
of Charles 8. Freaman, a rallroad conductor,
died at 321 West 11th street on Wedneaday of
diphtheria and without medical attendanea
Sha was a Christlan Sclontlst. so0 were her
father, her nurse, and her govarness, Mra
Julla 1 HilL She was treated by the Christian
ficlencs mathod, and the Coroner (s investigat-
Ing the case,

The ehild"s fathor was a stulent of Christian
Folence with Mra. Laura Lathrop, preacher in
tha Christian Selence Chuteh In Forty-fifth
stresl, near Fifth avenue. Mra. HUL ot heor
faith from him. and the child hers from both
of them.

The child was taken slek on June O, Her
throat was swollen and very soree When her
father went away from homathat morning ha
told Mra Hill to send for Mre Lathrop if
Lizzle was not Lettor within a few hours.
Mra. Lathrop livea at 65 West Forty-sccond
streot. Mes. Hill sent for her early in the
afternoon. Inthe mean time the nurse had
henard storles about diseas s of tha throat. mud
somebodr had told her that the child was
probabiy sulfering from diphtheria. When
Mra Lathrop got thero Mra Hill asked her it
It could ba diphtheria. Mra. Lathrop answered
that she didn’t think [t was She Lind suffernd
from Iaryngltis herselt and the symptoma
woro of that disense.

“"However." sha maid, “wo will not waste
time about that, It makes no difference to the
Christinn Sefentist-what the disenss is;" and
she bagan her treatment. This consisted of
Urayer.

The Christinn Scientist praver differs from
the ordinary prayoer In this way, as Mra. Lath-
rop explained to Tug Svx reporter yssterdary.
The ordinnry prayer besesclios God to give
someihing. The Christian Secientlst believes
that minn as the son of Gud is entitled to all
things., and that God s continunlly holding
out thie blesaings that man wanta, The prayer
inarcaching out totake them. Mra [athrop
spent four nours that day treating the young
patient, and at the end the girl, she says, was
much better, Hor throat was not so swollun
ntid war not nearly so sore. She had baen
daspondant at the beginning, but now she was
chearful.

When Mra Lathrop wentuway she told Mra
Hil! and the ehild that if there was the least
fAoubt In thelr minds nbiont the girl's secovery
they must send for a physiclan, She want
back home, and did pot ;u-nr anvthing further
for a week, but slie continued the “trentment”™
ut her home for sevaral days. Then she got s
second request toenll. She found Lizzie much
botter. Lizzie had Leon out walking, and she
was then up and about the houss, Slie sald
her throat was not swollen, but that it was
still quita sore. More treatment was adminis-
tered. A couple of daya later Mrs. Lathrop
ealled & third time. This time the girl wus
etill butter, but she treated her, and aftor going
Litme she trented her twa or three times more.
She felt satisfed then that the child was wa!l,
and supposei! she had returnad to school,

tn Wednesdny morning Mrs. Lathroy wns
i;:z-l preparing to go out wien Mrs Hill burst

1o the room hadly frightenad,

iih, Mrs. Lathrop,” she gusped, * thoy tell
me that the child has ppssed im-uiv,"

Mrs Lathrop ealmed her and finally gota
rtory from her. 1t was this: The girl had ton-
tined to improve from the last time Mes. Lath-
rop left her, She had gone out neary every
riar‘nml wns apparently nll hut restored to
health. Wodnewlny mornlng was very warm,
antt sho didn't foel sowoll.  After brenkfast sio
Aalil o Mres. Hill that she guessed she would je
down fora while. She went to her room., Later
Mre Hill weit in and eat down by the el
Sho spokae to Lizzie, but thers waa no answir.

“Her face looked strange,” sald Mrs, HIL
“and I wna frightened. Ths hired girl cama
by tho door just then and ealled her in. She
shoak tho ehilld and then she said: * 1 belleve
she's dead,

Mea. Hill didn’t think of ealling In & doctor.
£he ran post haste for Mrs. Lathrop. Mra,
Lathrop went to m doctnrand told him all the
clroumstances. Later the doctor ealled at the
house nodexamined the bady. [le gave asthe
cause of death "alphtheritic paralysis.”

“Diphtheria' he aald, "Is a most insldlous
disease. ~ofaras I can sea this child was
convalescing and would have been all right In
aday or two had It not been for the paraiysis,
which rould not hava been avolde:)."

he paralysis. he said, was llkely to ocour at
anry time, and half & dozen doctors euuld not
have saved her.  Ahsolute quiet was the only
thing that might have prevented Its oceur-

rence.
