Tie was sure thatths deep-
st sympathy of tha House would ha felt for
the brave men who had found an sarly grave
fn the serviac of thelr eountry, and thatit
would ba extended to their relatives and
friondn,

The Iicht Hon Lord Neorgs Mamliten, for-
marly First Lord of tho Admiralty, sndorsed
evarything that Mr. Gladstons had sald, and
expreasad tha deepast rogrot for the ealamity
that ind bafallen the enuntry in the loss of so
many brnvs oMenrs and mon.

In tha House of Loride, Easl Bpencer, Firat
Lord of the Admiralty, refarred to the disaster
{n tarma similar to thoss employed by Mr.
Giadstone in the lHouse of Commons.

Tha naws of the ealamity has caused the
most Intenan axcltement. not only among
those wha liad trlends on board the (11-fated
ship, but nmong a'l ¢lisaex of the population.
The Admiralty ofies inWhitahall was besioged
by relatives and frlends of the officera and
eraw. reportors sosking further details of ths
disastor, and throngs attracted by eurlonity.
Bo densa war the crowd In the vicinity that
the Admiraity oNlcinls ware compelied to sum-
mon the police to rostrain the erowd.

No information has been recoived at the Ad-
miralty sines the receéipt of Hear Admiral
Markiinm's first oMoinl telagram,

Lord George Hamilton sald this evening
that without a doubt the Camperdown's ram
had cut away the plating on the Vietoris ont-
glde of sovoralol her teansversn bulkhenda.
Had this pot Leen the case the bulkhoads
eould hinve been closed and the water kept in
one, or, nt the mos!. two eompartments. nnd
tho vesael would #till havo floated. Dut with
the plating torn off, or eut away outside of
poveral of the bulkhends, the inflow of water
would have been enormous, and thero would
Bave becn no time, even if it wonld have
avalled anything, to elose the hulkheadn

Lord Goorge further sald that he thought
that with the plating torn off tho water
must have entered the ship in asollid mass,
and thus entering on one slile cnuned the
yosnel 1o rnpsize almost immedintaly. The
blow from ths Camperdown, he thonght, muat
have beon deliverod slantingly, to have done
the anmage he thought had beon done. The
damnge would bo all the greater to n ship
with her bulkheads plersed. Bhe would thus
bo worse off than a ship with no bulkheads,
The cause of the collision, he sald. was as yot
s matter of conjacture, and he declined to sx-
pross an opinion on this point.

An interviow was ulso had with the Right
Hon. Arthur Dowor Forwood, a well-known
shipownar, senlor partnerofl the irm of Leech,
Harrlson & Forwooid of Liverpool. and For-
wood Brothers & (‘0. of London, who was for-
merly Sscratary to the Admiralty. Mr. For-
wood =ald it wan n wonder that such an acel-
dent had not wecurred before. The Vietorla
had a longitudi anl bulkhend running through
her, basldes & number running across ship
Bhe waa thus Jdivided Into eompartments on
esch slde of the longitudinal bulkhead,
without communiention betweon them. In

his opinion what had ocourred was
this: The Camperdown had  struek
the Victorla n ripping blow, glancing

along the side and opening out the plates
above several of the compartmentsa. The
water was then admittod Into a number of the
compartmonts on one sido of the ship, causing
hor to capsize by its great welght. The longl-
tudinal bulkhead was a good thing In its way.
Myr. Forwood sald, but it did not serve to avert
disaster. The Immediate cause of the col-
1ision, he added, cannot now be sxactly stated.
The squadron appears to have bsen mancu-
wring. probably within a space of thres mlles,
leaving asmall area for each vesssl to move
{n. A misreading of signals may have caused
the aceldent.

The Duke of Edinburgh has received this
despatoh from Empercr Willlam II.:

*Worda cannot express our horror. Weall
srmpathize with our Britlsh eomrades. As
token of our sympathy your enslgn In fiying
from the malnmasts of our vessels, with our
own ensign at hslf mast, according to my
orders.”

The Dukeof Fdinburgh replied:

*“The Britlsh navy and nation feel deaply the
sympathy exprossed by your Majesty and our
brothoi officers of the German navy for usin
this great dinaster.”

In discussing the dlsaster this evening Lord
Brassoy, some time Secretary of the Admiralty,
sald that the sinking of the Victorla supplied a
ptrong argument against bullding moro big
men-of-war. It was evident, he sald, that the
Viotorin's armor afforded her no protection from
the Camperdown'sram. While not eonvinced
that smaller vessels were safor than the larger
ones, he thought it wiserto distribute the coun-
try's navnl strength nmong many less protan-
tious men-of-war rather thnn among a few
monstor baltle ships, It was poor polley to
put somany exis ln one basket.

A court clroulnr issusd this evening says
that the Quesn received the news with the
deepest grinl, and that " her heart bleeds for
the many homes plunged in mourning."” The
Queen will publish to-morrow a spocial lotter
of condolence with the families afMicted by
the disastor.

The Queen ha# sent Col, Carrington to ex-
press her morrow aond srmpathy to Lady
Tryon. Last night Lady Tryon, who arrived
from Malta three weoks ago, was holdimg hor
first reception of tho season. Two hundred
Ruests worpe present. When the news of her
husband’s death reaclied hor she foll In a falnt.

The state coneort and other royal funetions
on the programmse for next week have been
postponed, The Lord Mayor has opened a re-
lef tund for the benelt of the nesdy familles
who lost mombers in the disaster.

Tne morning nowspapers all publish leadars
extonding condolence to the friends of the
drownod moen, Every leader eulogizes Admiral
Tryon. Tho Daily News says editorially:

“America will thrill at the news. ceming, as
it does, when the New York oheers for our
squadron have hardly died awsy. Are weto
pay so much in milllons and broken hearts
only to learn that the compartment system Is
adelusion and a senare '

The Tines says: “The Inquiry into the
enuses of this disaster must Le searching and
exhaustive; the punishment, If blame be found
to exist. adequate and unflinching. Ogly so
ean the losson of the great calamity be turned
to aocount.

*The true lenson {s not that manceuvres at
sea are too bazardous, but that only by inees-
sant practice of evolutions at high speed can
the navy be fitted for the nocessities of war.”
