THE GRAND JURY PRESENTS THE
MAYOR AND THE ALDERMEN

Fin Conneetlon With Ressnt Mo lrond Geants
~Likewise Nome of the OfMclals of the
Flatbhush Insane Asylum—The Dlagriet
Altorney Saved Mayer Boody and the
Hourd of Aldermen from Tndletment,

The Kings County Grand Jury was dis-
cherged yuninn’n by Judge Moors of the
Court of Beassionw, aftor bringihg In two pre-
rentruents, one o reference to the recent dis-
posul of valuable railrond granta by the Alder-
mon, and the other In referenco to the man-
agement of the Finthush Asylum.,

This is what the grand jury had to say about
tho rallroad tranohisos;

“In the matter of the granting of street rail-
road franchises, awarded by the Board of
Aldormen June 19 last, and approved by lils
Honor, the Maror, on June 24, we find that
three, or ostensibly four, compantos mado ap-
vlleation for n franchise eovering about the
siume route or socles of routes;: that these
franchines wore awardod to two, or ostonsibly
throe, of theso applieants, to the unfair and, in
our judgment, the illogal exeluslon of ono of
the applicants, We are perfectly satisfied that
this was done tothe financinl loss of the eity,
and in eplte of all protesta on the part of the
excloded company. Wo moast onrnestly cen-
sure tho mombers of the Doard of Aldermen
who voted for tha granting of the fran-
ohiscs for tnking foal  action at the
vory first moeting that the Committes
on Hallroads made thelr report, and
for not affording the dissenting members an
opportunity to earafully examine such report,
And, further, wo most earncatly censure his
Honor, Mayor David A, Boody, for approving
their netion so heartily, notwithstanding it
having beon oponly charged by the excluded
eompany that they had been treated unfairly
and filegally, that the franchises had been
granted frnudulently, and that bad faith and
eollusion between the successful companies
and the Board of Aldermen, in depriving them
of proper Information and an opportunity of
bidding, had resulted In tho elty’s flnanelal
luss,

LIGHT,

The Myl Phtlonopher More Than a Ceatury
Alhend of Edison,
Yrom the Foaton Herald,

Wasmnaron, Juns 21.—Tho Department of
Btate hns just raceived from Mr. B. I, Stevens
of the Unitod States Dispateh Agency at Lon-
don un neeount of historieal electeie apparatus
once owoed by Fronklin, which ho has rocent.y
unearthed inthat eity. Among other things,
Mr. Stovens snys, he flﬂ& found that Franklin,
during his last sojourn in }‘.uflmm. muads an
eloctrie [lght, and that he eoulil produce Irtm
itwith his primitive npplinnces suflcicot slec-
trio light to road by, ia antedatos the
uchiovement of Fdison by more thun 10U years.

‘The lamp s in n good stute of preservation,
and has rcwntlly been testoed by the owner, a
gontleman residing near Loadon. who finda
that it works ns satlsfuctorlly now as when
Franklin himself exporimented with It, Itis s
curlosity of grent value and importance ln il-
lustrating the history of eloetrio lighting., It
{8 by no moesns the arc heht or the Incandes-
cent lump of modern times. Ite principle,
bowever, is that of the are light without ear-
bon_points. this device—which was invented
by Slr Humphrey Davy in 1H14—rst demon-
strating tho practicability of electrio lighting.
The total length of the cylinder, within whie
the light |5 produced, is nbout twelve inohes
and the diameter three inches Each end ia
provided with sttachments for conneeting it
with the pusitive and pegsative polesa of the
machine, which, it shoull bo remembered, was
the only means of gonerating electrieity with
which men were then famllinr.

Tho eleotric light In this rude but ingenlous
device was produced by the leaping of the in-
tercepted eurrant from the Lall to the moetallia
point. The endas of the tube are partly closed.
undoubtedly for the same reason that the
globes of the nro light nre closed at present,
and the light given off {s brillisnt and steady.

The machine with which Franklln generated
the electricity for this novel experiment is
turnad by m erank, mrindstono like. and waa
the most powegrful and complete In econstruc-
tion of any eiectrionl machine of that day.

his crank turns o ponderous oylinder of
glnss, whioh is rubbod by brushes with milk
covera Theso brushes ronvey the electricit
collected from the eylinder to the positive an
negative conductors, supported on lurge glass
pillars, where it can be used for llur?oms al
experiment. The machine Is atanchly bullt,
and is capable of producing a spark twelve or
fifteen Inches lon&. While simplo In Its con-
struation, it ecould hardly be 1mproved upon
by dur wisest electricians, Tt ls-sspacially
adapted for the advaneed exporiments of
various kinds which Frapklin was endaged
with at that period of his life.

Mr. Honry James talks very dellghtfully
about his friends, the artists in tho soveral
sketchon Included In * Pleture and Text™
(Harper & Brothems). Tho skoteh entitled
* Mack and White" 18 concorned with Messra
Abbey, Millet, Parsons, Boughton, Du Maurier,
nnd Heinhart, and there are, besides spoeial
sketohos devoted to Massra. Abbey, Reinhart,
Parsons, and Bargent, and a reviow of the
enrleatures of Honord Duumler. The English
villages of Brondway, which Mr. Millot appro-
priated, and which Mr. AUbey nnd someof tho
others havo since shared with him, is passingly
denoribed, and plotures of a number of ita
elintactoristio fenturos add to the charm of
Mr. James's flowing text.

They will
maks no question of plausibility, but will
want vory ardently to know whether tho little
old electroplater with the hunted leok, who
bos scarred himeell with sulphurie acld In
order to conceal his identity, will be able to
ovade the Nemesis In the shape of alorge,
ciulm, pockmnrked man who Is after him.
They will shiver in sympathy when the demon-
dynamo of the little electroplator begins to
whirr while the pockmnrked man ls toylng
with It. There are more things than plausitle
thingi Ifthere were not, the world would not
begin to be the vory interesting place it Is.

Four honost elerks enter Inte a bomid to roh
thelr employers for the sake of the human
race. In tho eourse of a year they steul some-
thing like a million dollars each. Not one of
the clerka converts any part of this stolen
money to his own private use. It s all unself-
ishly dovoted to ehurity and the promuotion of
strikes. In fourteen years each clerk has
stolen lourteen millions, and the practice has
extended throughout the ecountry. so that
trusted clerks are rohbbing their employers
everywhera from Malne to Califoroia and from
Cunndn to tho Gull. The advantages resulting
to sucicty from this universal robbery are
enormous.  Everybody is well satisflad. The
eapitnlists objected at first, hut the henolleence
of the schemeo was made &0 apparent to them
that they also fell in with It. It eaptivatod the
police and proved too strong for the judiclary.
The capitalistio pross suceumbed toit, nnd
thers now exists in the country a single jour-
nal of transcendent ability, which is given
away for nothing. The cuomplete facts ro-
garding this unparalleled economic revolution
are sot forth by Mr. Morrison L Swift in a curis
ous and clevor story of satire and humnanity
entitled "' A Leaguoe of Justice; or, Is It Rizht
to Rob Robbera?' (Commonwenlth Bociety.
Bostonlk It is for the reader to make answer
to the question im the titlo. Wo notice one
painful incongruity In Mr, Swift's Utopia.
The story makes mention of a hnll which * all
apeakers could use freely for whatever sub-
joot thay chose," and which " beenmen forum
ol intenss intsllectual life.” In it " thero wero
np limitations of spesch, nnd every subject
known to man eould be siftoed to its molecules.
Wo shudder at this pieture. We hiave been
vietims in such lails, and we beliave, if the
thleving of tho honest clerks was wrong after
all, that this forum of Intelleetund life wus the
punisliment for it. It seems curious to us that
u humanitarian like Mr. Swift should nbolish
religion.as he very contemptuously does in his
story, and leave no institution of this dismal
character in full swing,

Miss M. C. Keller tells us that hor chief obh-
joot in writing her novel, " Love and Hebellion"
(J. 5. Ogilvio), was to prescnt the facts of the
reconstruction period in the Southern States.
Bhe wishod to set furth. io o way to win the at-
tention and the Interest of the Northern reader,
the conditions and the questions growing dut
of the presence of the negro element in the
politics and the social lifo of tho South. To
Boutherners, of courswy, this has long been
subject of the first [mportance; and it may Le
that what has beon needoed to give It o like in-
torest and to afford an equal understanding of
it among the Northern publle has been the
romantle and lively fashion of representation
which Miss Keller has chosen. Tho great
class of readers who first of all insist
upon a story, and who have little liking
for Information in Its e¢rude form, will
find amall chance to complain that the roe
montic element of " Love and Hebelllon™ has
been subordinuted, Tho story lhins plenty of
incidont, and the Incident, we belluve, will be
regatidod by nobody as belopging tothe tama
and pallld order. Although the reconsteuction
period supplied the novelist with her serlous
purpose, sho had no mind to overlook the high
romantle possibilltios of the war perlod, The
tale In lorgely econduetod mmid the fire and
tumult of the rebelllon. It records, among
other things, the adventures of & female bpy,
and It Includes a luve romance which has the
strong recommendation of running deviously
and ending happily. Butthe pleture ol recon-
struotion Is here, und tho render who 14 ufter o
story merely will find, when ho is done, that
the Information especially Intended Ly Mlss
Keller has beon administored,
