IJrononitls 13 tho most prevalent disease In
tho police forco.

Thoro were 474
cases of rheumatism. Tho cases of alcohol-
ism fell off from olcht the yoarbetoro to five.

i Apoplexy Increased from ono to live.
Thoro wero ton cases of blistered feet and
twenty-si- x ot boils, no cases of bunions, and
eight of corns. Threo policemen had the
mumps. Of tho fltty-on-o deaths six wore from
phthisis and live from heart disease, two from
BUlclde. and six from sunstroke. One police-
man was murdored and ono died from pleurisy
and ono from alcoholism.

The total number of arrests during tho year
was 84,408, of which 05.425 wore males and
10.073 wore females. Thoro was a docreaso
over tho preceding year of 5.787 malos, and an
Increase of 101 fomolos. More arrosts wero
iiia'lo in the Kloventh precinct than In any
otlur. Tho Fourth precinct comes next. Tho
Thirty-sixt- h precinct, or the Harbor police,
made the fewest. In the Fifteenth precinct
tho numbor of arrests ot women exceed-
ed tho number ot arrests of mon. Intoxi-
cation was tho most froauent charge, com-
prising 22.853 oases of 'plain drunk" and
7,005 ot "drunkdn and disorderly." Disorderly
conduct was the reason for 15.101 arrests,
and 4.180 people wero arrested on a charge of
being disorderly persons. Of tho common
crimes thoro wero 4.074 arrests of mon for as-
sault and battery, whllo there were only 470
arrests of women for the same offence. More
women wero arrested as disorderly persons or
as keeper of disorderly houses than men.
There wore a little over 6.000 arrests for lar-
ceny, about the same number as for assault
and battery.

Of tho persons arrested 30.280 woro born In
tho United States. Ireland comos next with
10.152; Germany third with a524, and Italy
after this with 3.U30. Kussla contributed
3.507. This includes the Polish Jews. Among
the persons arrested wero natives of almost
every country in tho world. Almost as many
women of Irish nativity as women born in the
United Btates are found in tho total arrosts.
One-thir- d of the arrests wero of pooplo bo
tweon 20 and 30 years of nge.

Tho occupation ot the parsons nrrostod in-
cludes 7 clergymen, 104 actors, 121 lawyers, 4
ballet dancors. lo dog, catchers. 107 editors
and rerortors. 72 Icemen, and 4 dealers In
birds. Tho number of arrests for grand lar-
ceny is stoadily Increasing. There wero twico
as many last year as in 1882. Thore woro
fewer arrosts for robbery than In 1882. Of all
Principal crimes grand larceny is the only ono
which shows nn increase proportionately
greater than tho increase In population. Of
crimes of violence thoro is an absoluto falling
on, tho more significant as tho population of
tho city has groatly increased in that time.

The question has been asked a number of

tlmos during tho recont crisis why tho banks
ef this city havonot Increased their circula-

tion In order to tako adantngo ot tho high
ratos for money nnd also to relieve the situa-
tion. In addition to tho obvious roason that
tlmo is roqulrod to tako out circulation It tho
fact that until recently tho prices of

bonds havo llmltod tho profits
on new circulation to so smnll n por
rentage that only Interior banks thatenndo-pon- d

upon continuously high rates for their
monoy havo beon tompted to lssuo notes. Tho
present prlcoof tho 4 V cent, bonds, togothor
with tho fact that tho revenues of tho Govern-
ment will notpormltof any further redemp-

tion of thoso bonds for along tlmo to come,

have Increased tho chances ot an tnoroaso
In tho volumo of national bank notes. It
Congress should amond tho National Hanking
act so that circulation could bo taken out to
tho par value ot tho bonds doposltod to securo
tho snme. there would unquestionably bo nn
Immediate expansion ot about S17.000.000 In
tho volumo of national bank notes, that
nmount bolng 10 per cent upon tho circula-
tion now outstanding.

Buch an amondmont would also In nil proba-
bility Iniluonce tho taking outot a considera-
ble amount of new circulation. It lsdlftlcult
to lmnglnovalldnrguroonts against tho amend-
ment.
