Mr. Atkinson’s Plan Not Worth Con-
sidering.

Mr. EpwARD ATKINBON'S plan of tariff re-
form is ingentous and elaborate. It Is
worth consldering, if it meots the first re-
quirement; if It s Democratlic,

The merest glance at Mr. ATRINRON'S
propositions show that they can be consid-
ared only to be dismiased,

At the very beginning of his essay ho lays
down the principle that in dealing with the
reduction of the tarif “regard must be
given, first, to making such adequate addi-
tlons to tho free list as may do away with
the present disadvantages under which owr
domestic manufactures and mechanic aris
have 8o long sullered in the velalive cost of
their materials.”

That Is to say, Mr. ATEINSON'® flrst care
would bs to arrange the tarif with refer-
enoe to the advantago of Amerlcan manu-
factures and mechanic arts.

A8 a measure of protectlon, as tariff legls-
lation designed to protect, encourage, stim-
ulate, and behellt domestic industry, that
would be a legitimate objeot to keep in
vlew. Butitis notin nocord with the Dem-
ocratio dootrine of 1808. It ls oppugnant to
8 fundamental principle of the Democratio
party, namaly, that the Foederal Govern-
ment has no constitutional power toimpose
or collect tariff duties, vxcept for the pur-
pose of revenuo only.

It will not do to reply to this that Mr,
ﬂlﬂl proposes to foster American man-

res and mechanic arts, not by im-
posing and collecting now duties, but by
‘pemoving duties already Imposed and now
eollected. That is a quibble, If the object

" s protectlon rather than revenue, it makes

no difference whether domestic industry is

_ promoted and proteoted by imposing cus-

foms taxes to keep out forelgn competition,
or by removing taxes that yield revenue
but hamper the American manufacturer.
The two things are precisely the same from
the point of view of constitutional con-
struction ; and from the point of view of the
Democratic platform they are equally un-
oonstitutional. If the Bupremse Court were
gonsidering the questlon of the constitu-
tlonality of a tariff which was not a tariff
for revenue only, it would brush aside any
attempt to establish a distinotlon between
Mr. McKvLEY's plan for promoting domes-
tlo industry by putting certain taxes om,
and Mr. ATEINsON's plan to foster Amer-
foan Industry by taking certaln taxes off
and thus sacrificing revenue.

This point need not be argued. It will be
perfectly clear to every mind capable of

grasping the distinction between a protec-
Iin tariff and a purely revenue tarifl.

Mr. ATEINBON'S scheme of protection by
extending the free list In certain directions,
does not meet the first requirement. It
woulda not give the country n tariff for
revenue only., Itls not Democratic.

The Home Rule Bill Closure.

Aftor a debate which lasted almost the
whole of Thursday night, the Houso of
QOommons on Friday ovening passed Mr,
QGuapsToNe's resolution that the Home
Rule bill shall be reported by July 31, and,
to that end, shall be closured in four sec-
slons, to cach of which abopt & week's dis-
oussion will be allotted. This step on the
part of the Prime Minister will put an end
to the obstructive taotics on which the
Unlonlsts have relied to excite Impatience
snd insubordination, and, eventually, dis-
ruption in the Giadstonlan and National-
fst ranks, Had not the closure been ap-
plied, the conslderation of the bill in com-
mittee might have been protracted for a

to come, as no fewer than a thousand
amendments had already been proposed by
members of the Opposition.

In the vebhement resistance which Mr.
Barrour and Mr, CHAMBERLAIN offered on
Thursday evening to the application of the
olosure, they lald most stress upon the fnct
shat the home rule measure contemplates
8 trenchant chango in the Britlsh Copstitu-
tlon, and ought, therofore, to be subjected
to the most perslstent sorutiny and the
most vigllant revislon. The plea was plaus-
fble and might have been successful had
the inpumerable amendments emanating
from the Unlonistse been presanted in good
falth. But it |s notorious, for the fact has
been repeatedly ackpowledged In debate,
that what the Unlonists are sesking I8 not
omwendation, but delsy. They have ad-
mitted that, If every one of the amend-
meuats ostensibly alming to lmprove the
bill were accepted by the Government, they
would still urge thoe House of Lords to
throw out the measure, and would de-
mounce it on the ensulng appeal
to the electors. It is not, there
fore, s consclentious, but o dishonest ob-
piruction agalnst which Mr, GLADSTONE
has sot his face. It Is not s high-mninded
nod resolute attempt to secure, by disous-
slon aud compromise, the least extensive
aud loest hurtful modification of the exist-
Ing Constitution; It is & mere electioneering
trick devisod and forced upon the Unionlsts
by Mr, JosgP CHAMBERLAIN, after Lord
Bavisnury hed advised a more stralghtfor-
ward and honorable course. Io deference
10 the latter's counsel, the Conservatlves
bad orlginally determined to offer no
amendmepts to the Home Hule bill, but to
confine thowselves W voting sgalnst every

soction avd every clause, and thus, as
thoy expressed it, to wash thelr hands
of the unclean thing. But Mr, CHAM-
MRRLAIN finally prevalled on them to
adopt & different course; for two rea-
sons, one of which he publlely brought
forward, whilo the other and stronger ono
he wns ashamed to avow. He asserted,
and eventa have shown some foundation
for the prediction, that the English Radi-
cals and Irish Nationnlists could not stand
the tenslon of a year's debate; but who can
doubt that, In hls heart, he also cherished
tho unworthy ecalculation that the aged
I'rime Minister might not outlive the
twolvemonth, Let those who Imagine that
English gentlemen are above shaplog their
conduct by suchsivister expoetations recall
the storm of execration with which Mr
GruapsToNe was received on the opening ol
the Imperial Instltute,

There I8 no doubt that the limitation of
debate In committee will consolldate and
oncourago the Minlsterial foroes. Tho Eng-
lish XNadieals and the Welsh and Sootch
members of Mr. GLADSTONE'S parly now
have a fair prospect of obtaining an early
henring for projects of thelr own, which
hitherto have seemed fated to be postponed
for an indefinite period. The Irish Na-
tionallsta of both factions will now be con-
vineed that Mr. GLADSTONE means not only
to keep his pledge, but to keop it quickly,
and they will recognize that, f the
Home Hule bill Is beaten In com-
mitteo, it can only bs by thelr own
act. We do not envy any of them, whon ho
goos home to Ireland, should he have helped
to ruin his country's last chanoe of solf-
government on tho pretext that he was not
wholly satisfled with somo matters of detail.
The common sense of the Irish people tells
them that, with a Parllament once instalied
at Dublin, and with a strong contingoent of
Irish patriots retained at Westiminster, all
shortcomings In the original measure can
be promplly cured.

By tho last of this month, then, the home
rule project will, uniess defeated by Na-
tionalist votes, have passed successfully
through the committee stage, which, as
Mr. CEAMBERLAIN assumed, would wreck
it. No doubt, the Unionists will endeavor
to renow obstruction of the measure after
it has been reported to the Houso. It is
equally certain that Mr. GrapsToNe will
agaln apply the closure, and thus we may
confidently expeot to sea the blll passed by
the Commons and sent up to the House of
Lords before the present sesslon of Parlia-
ment shall end.

The Closing of the Half Way House.

Tha breeze rustled wistfully in the Gothlo
whiskers of the Hon. DINE Borrs as he sits
on his veranda thls mornlng and gazes nt
the Dahlonega Hills, and the odor of the
mint patch in ' the back garden Is as suave
as over; but there Is a sadness In the states-
man's lineaments, § sadness which nelther
that tranquil lan pe nor that perfect
julep which 8AM has just brought, can re-
move. When a statesman discovers that
he has been heaping favors upon a marble-
hearted fiend, sharper than a serpent's
tooth, neither nature nor alcohol has the
power to charm. Tho facts In the case are
reported by our esteemed contemporary,
the Griffin News.

According to this estimable Georgla au-
thority, It Is the habit of Cracker statesmen
to got mall at & number of Post Offices, a
custom which tends to expand the personal
and political influence of the statesman, and
mables him to bestow more of his confi-
dential men in place. Thus we are assured
that the Hon. LEONIDAS FHANKLIN LIVING-
BTON, the destroyer, as DINK BorTs was the
crentor, of HOKE BMITH, ** gets his mall pro-
miscuously from Conyers, Covington, Mc-
Donough, Cora, Mary Ann, or any other
place in half a dozen counties. When he
waunts a full mail he sends to all the offices
within a day's journey by horse."” Gen.
GorpoN's * political and personal office ls
Atlanta, though he also claims La Grange
on the ground thatsome of his kinsfolk once
lived there.” A great Cracker ls thus
diffused far beyond the place that Is his
legal residence and his greatness Is shared
by many towns. Loeal jealousles are
avolded or appeased, and a whole Congresa
district or the wholo State Is pervaded by
the presence of an {llustrious cltizen.

This customn was well known to the Hon,
Hoxe S8sita when the Hon, Dixg Borms
got him a situation In Washington, filled
him with sound advice as to how he should
conduct himself, and checked him to the
care of the Hon. GROVER CLEVELAND. Most
of the melancholy story of the development
of acute megalocephalic manls In Mr,
Borrs's protégé Is but too well known, Ever
since Mr. BMITH bought the nlgh horse on
team 18 of the Georgetown Horse Rallroad,
he has been a changed man. There were
plenty of eccentric equestrian statues |n
the district before Mr. BumitTh took to
reloing his charger at the White House
door, nor is a seat in the Cabinet to be ro-
tained by getting a seat on a car horso
emeritua. Mr. BMITH began to forgoet or
neglect the admonitions of his wise and
kind old tutor in Lumpkin. He negleoted
his sstute prompter, and tried to play on
his own hook and outof his own head. The
result was that Mr, LiviwosTox pulled him
off the political high horse, rolled bim about
in the oozo, and left him in a badrabbled
and exhausted condition, Slnce then his
equestrian experiences have been most un-
happy.

Mr. CLEVELAND I8 the last man who would
put an affront upon the Hon. Disk Borms,
whose invaluable services In earrylng Goeor-
gln last year he properly appreciates. Tho
Hon, Dixg Borrs has more thana “pull”
with the Administration; he has a positive
tug. Unfortunately, his personal represent-
stivein the Cabinet has no influence with
the Administration. It is no injustice to
the SBeoretary of the Interior to say that if
he had gone to Mr. CLevELAND and asked
to have the Post Office at Half Way shut up,
the request would not have been granted.
Very possibly ho would have been asked to
shut up himself. What ocourred must have
been this: Ho went to the Poat Ofce De-
partment and sald : ** BisseLy, I waot you to
do me a personnl favor. I want to havethe
Post Ofce at Half Way in my State discon-
tinued, There {8 more demljohn than
mail bag thero, any way. For goodness'
sako givo me a chanee to show the Georgla
people that I've got some power.”

*I dunno, Mr, SMrms,” Mr, Bissenn would
say. *1'dlike to oblige you, but you know
thero'd bo the dickens of a row If the Old
Man should hear of it."”

“ 0, he'll nevor hear It; It's only a pica-
yuno office any way."

Ho the thing was dono, but it coulda't be
concealed, That pleayune office was one of
the offices whero the Hon. Disx BorTs re-
celved the enormous mail that comes to
him from stateamen soliciting his opinions,
from offico eeekers asking his recommenda-
tion, and from a multitude of admirers and
office seekers. Andnow the Half Way house
I8 shut up and Moox is eclipsed, and he and
the Lumpkin Sage can take no more ob-
servations together. Turn over PLUTARCH
or the modorn memolrs of great stateamen
and Generals, and show us, If you can,a
more eharming ineldent than the Hon. DINg
Borrs's trudglng to the Post Office like the
humblest eltlzen nnd taking a ball with Mr.
DARE Moox, the gold hunter. Who does
not love to see a hero unbend ? Incredulous
comparative mythologlsts may try to
show that the story is only a lunar myth,
bhut to students of Georgia nomenclature
tho name of Moox {8 sufliclent proof.

The Hall Way house should be reopened
at once. It may be true that the Hon, DINE
Borrs has two or thres Post Offices laden
with his mall, but the people of the United
Btates know Half Way now, and they will
make it a Presidential office. But what
must be the consternation of the detected
Hogr 8yiTH, and what the polgnant sorrow
of the Hon. DINK Borts at such ingratitude!

Newspaper Repcru'ol Divorce Cases.

Reports of divores cases and other cases
Involving matrimonial Infelicity have ocou-
pled sn unusual amount of space in THE SUN
of late; but In the interest of good morals
and of sound philosophy na to the conduct
of life, the putlication of thess judiclal pro-
ceodings Is desirable and profitable.

As comparad with the whole numbor of
marriages, the divoree cases wre very few.
Even as compared with the weddings slmul-
taneously advertised and reported in Tur
Sux, theee divorce suits of recent oocur-
rence are numerically losigoiflcant, The
matrimonial faflures frighten nobody from
marriage. The institution 18 as deeply
rooted in soclety as ever, and it Is as popu-
lar na ever. Btatistlcs seem to show that
there ia agrowing teudenoy in clvilization
to use more prudence in nasuming matrimo-
nial responsibilities, and that consequently
tho averngo sgo at which marriage is con-
tracted is growing somewhat greater.
This may be 8o, In somo communities, un-
questionably, there Is an actual decline in
the marriage rate, but no indications ap-
pear that it is due to any lnorease of dis-
tasta for the wedded stato.

Ita cause seems rather to ba the increass
of the impediments to marriage produced
by the exigencles of modern life, with its
great migrations, it8 new employments (n-
terfering with fixity of residence and the
relations dependent on [t in 8o large meas-
sure, and the growing abllity of women
to support themselves In many employ-
ments. Undoubtedly there is a self-
Ish Indisposition to marriage among
some young men, who fear to share with
a wife incomes which enable them to enjoy
bachelor luxury; but these are so few thut
they makea scarcely appreclable Impression
on the marriage rate. The great pody of
men are eager to got married, and are not
debarred from matrimony by any such nar-
row and sellish considerations. They are
gingle only because thelr clreumstances
obllge them to be slogle, or because they
are afrald they can't got wives.

Bo long as marrisges are legally dissolu-
ble for any ceuse or causes, of course
divorces will ocour. The race would be
more than human If the marriage contract
alone was always obeyed, among the many
contracts into which men and women entor;
but history and experience show that of all
Institutions marriage is the most succeasful,
though it is the one whereln humsn nature
suffers its severest and its most constant
test. The very clrcumstance that divorees
provoke particular attentlon Is proof of its
usual endurance. The great mass of litiga-
tlon Is over breaches of contracts other than
the matrimonial. The disastrous marriages
aro only a small fraction of the whole. Con-
jugal differences may be frequenl, but they
are healed in all except a relatively fow In-
stances by the very affection which is
usually their eause, Bome cynical philoso-
phers hive propounded tho theory that if
this affoction, with its consequent jealousy,
did not exist In marriago, the wedded lite
would be more harmonious; but the expe-
rience of other contracts Into which It does
not ente:, disproves thelr theory, Men
and women get on as husbands and wives
because they love one another, becauso
they bave a common Interest, and because
there 18 a bond between them In thelr com-
mon love of their children, Marriage, also,
is the most successful of hwman institu-
tions, looking at it in tho secular light,
because It is the most natural, Blogleness
{s unpatural; only the mated live in acourd-
ance with the law of nature.

Io nearly every one of the divorce casea
recently reported, It hns been made appar-
ent elther that the marrisge was foollsh ln
its beginulng, or that both the partles to it
were at fault. It began lo some sort of
decelt or compulsion, or the elashing seliish-
nees of the mated had not been overcome
by natural conjugal and parenial affsction.
It was & unlon in which one or both of
the partners were disorderly characters.
It was not a typleal marriage, but an
exception to the rule. It showed that
where conlidencs, respect, aud alfection are
lackiog in marriage, the lnevitable dis-
agreoments batween two people thus living
together are liable to grow luto desperate
enmity, Any wifle who became the mallg-
pant eritlo of her husband, could find enough
{u the Intlmacy of married life and the
weakoesa of human nature to furnlsh fuel
for her rancor; but men's wives usually are
thelr friends, not their enemies, The rare
anses of conjugal enmity appear in the di-
voree courts, The provalling conjugal affec-
tion and fprbearntico are kept for the de-
Lght of myltitudes of homes.

Those bomes way well learn of the terrible
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conssqueneos of allowing the soeds of dis-
eord to germinate; and thorefore to that
ond the widest publioation of divorce pro-
ceadings Is aalutary.

The New Relohstag Meots.

Thie week the Relchetag just eloctod
will assomble, and, after presiding officers
have beon chosen, the Army blll, which
alrondy has beon remodellod Yy the Bundes-
rath, or Foedoral Benato, on the lines of the
Hoexe amendment, will be lald before the
peoplo’s repregontatives, The debate on
tho mensure will not take placo untll it has
beon referred to & committes and reported
back to the Houso; but mesnwhile the In-
torchango of oplnions among the Daputles
and the caucuses of the several factions
will indieate the fate of the profoct.

The sUll uncertain factors are threo.
These are the Pollsh members, who nuin-
ber nineteen; the Anti-Bomites, who, In-
stead of the six soats they had In the last
Relchstag, now have sixteon: and the
twelve Unlonist Radicals representing that
soction of the Frelsinnige party which
soceded beoauso It could no. concur with
Herr RICHTER in uncompromising opposi-
tion to the military project, no mattor
what amendments might be acospted Ly
the Government. Lot us look first at the
lnst-named element, which, It has beon as-
sumod somewhat hastily, Is certalh to sup-
port the measure framed by the Foderal
Benate, or, In other words, the old bill
modifiod by the HveN® amendment, which
moroly cut down the number of additional
goldlers called under the colors, but left it
still optional with the military authorities
to enforce a threo years' term or two yenrs'
torm of sorvico. Now, thoso mombers of
tho Frelslonige party who at present call
thomselves Unlonlst Radloals, never agread
in the last Relchstag to consider the com-
promise proposed by Baron Vox HuENE
satisfactory. On the contrary, they in-
sisted on an amendment suggested by
Major Hinzg, which mado the reduction of
the term of service to two years compul-
sory. This further concession (L was
which Chaneellor CAPRIVI was at the last
moment Inclined to make, but which was
vehemontly repudlated by the Emperor.
Even had the Kalsor himself assented, it
is at least possible that he might havo
estranged the Conservatives, who deem
threo years' service indispensable to the
tralning of & soldier. That the Unionlst
Radlicals have changed their minds with
regard to this Important guestion thero is
no proof whatever. What evidence thore is
polnta the other way, for some of thelr
newspaper organs assert that the Govern-
ment ought not only to content itself with
o two years’ term, but also to pledge [t-

self solemnly not to seek to impose any ad-

ditional military burdens hereatter. As
the Kalser s not likely to do elther of theso
things, the attitude of the twelve Unlonist
Radlceals can scarcely as yet be predicted
with absolute confidence,

Of the Anti-Bemitos about two-thirds are
reckoned In the Goveroment forces. This
assumptlon implies that the leaders of the
party are not allve to the causes of the
wonderful growth evinced by thelr organ-
ization, which cast half & million votes at
the recent eloction, and threw even the
progress of socinlism into the shade. 1f
this growth 18 to contlpue, if anti-Semlt-
ism I8 to becomo what BiaManck hoped it
would be, a successful rival of soclalism,
the organizers of the former movement
must bo quick to recognize the popular
wishes and ldeas. It is unquestionablo
that among the masses of artisans, small
traders, and peasants, from whom alone
the Anti-Semitlc propagandists have a
chance of galning adherents, the Army bill
is an object of aversion, and some of the
Antl-Semitlc members could not have been
slected had they not promised to oppose it.
A part of this faction, therefore, Is acknowl-
edged even by the Chancellor's organs ss
likely to vote against his project. Waecome,
lastly, to the Poles, who always hitherto
have been accustomed to cast thelr whole
party vote In the Relchstag according to the
declsion arrived at by a majority in a cau-
cus., What the caucus will do is not yet
known, booause a majority s clalmed by
both the friends and the opponents of the
Army bill, We are likely to have more light
upon this point before the present week is
ended. 1f the Poles determine In thelr cau-
cus Lo voto collectively n&t the measure,
It cannot be carried, On the other hand,
thelr unanlmous support would not abso-
lutely lnsure success, In the absenos of ¢o-
operation on the part of the Unionist Had-
fcals and most of the Antl-Semites,

Sufliclent doubt stlll hangs over the future
of the Army blll to make the next week or
two a period of unusual excitement, and to
keep the oyes of Europe fastened on Berlln.

The Counsel of Madness.

Mr. CHARLES NoRDHOYF, recontly in
Hawall writing letters to the New York
Herald, appears to be crazy.

It was
conduot of this kind that brought about the
passage of tho Chinese Iegistration or GEaAny
law of last year: and, whether or not the pro-
vislon of that law for the expulsion of thoss
who rofuse to ober it shall be Immodiately
enforeed, It must be understood that the pro-
yision for the stoppage of further Chinese lin-
migration Is sure of enforeement.

The Fronch naval programme for 1604
has now been made up, and It includes no
fewer than 32 now vessels, large and emall
(Of these, thres areto be 11,000-ton battle ships,
having 14.500 borse powor and o speod of 18
knots, and armed with four 11,8-iuch, ten 5k
{nch, and slx 5.0-lnoh guns, besldes 34 pleces
in the secondary battery. Thoen there are to
be five orulsers, of the Chasseloup-Loubat type
{mproved, of 3,800 and 3,000 tons displace-
ment and 19 to 190% knots speed, with handy
batteries. Another erulser of 2,300 tons is to
make 20 knots. A seagolng torpedo boat Is
to repeat tho Foruan, avd is designod for the
onormows speed of 30 knots, to be produced
by 3,200 horse power, with 125 tons displuce-
mant and & length of 144 feel.  Fiva other
torpedo boats are to make 24k knots speed,
aod four smaller ones. 204 knots. Then there
are Lo be nne torpedo lnuncies, Intended to be
oarried _odn.ok of the new torpedo depot
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ahip Foudra, and displacing 14 tons sach, with
A spead of 10.03 knota,  Finally, there are
threo gunboats, thought to be for colonial ser-
vice, and a despatoh vossal.

Exelusive of the torpedo eraft and the de-
spatch vossel a dosen ships are thus provided
for. There is a contrnst botween this liberal
programmas and our own meagre provislon of
throe gunboats at 'lhllnll sonsion of Congrons.
