Over 350,000 persons paid
admission at tho World's Fair gates yester-
day.

In conclusion he said: ' Members of the
Loulslaturo nre usually folily representative
of tbe character and intelligence of tlielr con-
stituencies. Not many members take a warm
interest In measures of Mate importance, and
still few or nro attracted to the subject of edu-
cation. Oratory Is usnnllv reserved fir polit-
ical measures. The things that stir the blood,
or have money back of them, hold tho atten-
tion of the nverage member.

"It Is
true 1 no longer desetvo a place In tho fac-
ulty.' An Investigation was ordered by tliu
Board or Trustees. That Investigation was
held in November, tesultlng in nil exoneration
of intentional wrong and injury, but holding
that Ills ciltlcism of others had been ludi-.cie-

nnd Injudicious. It war. not expected to give
the exnet langunge of the verdict.

"instead of correcting tho conduct complained
of. this teacher's criticisms and assaults grew
mote pointed and dliect. A month befoio tho
close of tho school venr the ollendlng member
was notified that he would not bo reelected.
He Immediately notified his lieutenants iininng
the impils of the notion of tho trtistoes. and
thoy took up arms in bin defence, i'or tho first
tlmo In the history of the sehool applause was
indulged in just before the morning devotional
laeielses, nnd tho President of the school was
hlshod. A mass meeting was held nud tbe
Board censuied for resolving not to reelect a
member of tho faculty. It became an issue
botween tho law and tlio studentB "
