Or, sho may bo content to lot America light
out tho gonoral question at Paris, profiting
by any gain that may bo mado In tho de-

cision thoro in behalf of s of seal
Islands, whllo avoiding any chagrin or loss
of prcstlgo from an adverso decision. Wo
need not Infer thnt sho Is moro amicably
disposed than formorly to Great Britain,
but that if sho has a quarrel to pick wltn
her, It Is to bo on a subject Involving some-
thing moro valuable Bho might go to war
about Afghanistan or Bulgaria, and yot not
about tho scat herds.

Nevertheless, this amicable ngrocmont
upon a thlrty-mll- o zono does havo a cortaln
ptomlso for tho practical protection of seal
life. Tho dlstanco is notoworthy. as being
that which Lord Salisbury proposod Inst
year for tho Prlbylov Islands, nud decod-
ing that which has boon proposod by tho
British counsel nt Paris during tho prosont
hearings. Year before last Mr. Blaine hud
suggested sixty mllos as n proper radius,
undor cortaln conditions. All that Is a ques-
tion of dotail, depending upon tho actual
habits of tho seals. It may bo that Russia
was the moro easily satisfied, from not hav-
ing mado claims as oxtonslvo as our own In
regard to what is required for tho cfToctivo
protoction of tho bonis. Having been
mainly anxious to provent British and
Amorlcanschoonoisfrom prowling around
hor islands and shores, and actually land-
ing upon thorn and dragging off tho seals,
sho is perhaps quito dolightod at procuring
a protective zono of so great a width.

AVoaro not to oxpoct that the arrange-
ment thus effected will wholly prevent
pelagic scaling on tho Russian sldo of lloh-
rlng Sea this year. Probably many of tho
Victoria vessels got away for tho season's
crulso before receiving notlco of tlio pond-
ing Anglo-Russia- agroomont. Somo of
thorn, thoroforo, will porhnps receive their
first know ledgo of tho Btltlsh Order in Coun-
cil from tho Russian cruisers. But tho gen-
eral effect must bo to diminish tho slaugh-
ter of tho Arotto seal herds, and that Is a
gain for American policy.
