A Score of Firemen Perish in
a World's Fair Blaze.

A Crowd of 20,000 Feople Wilneses the
Beens of Terror and Many Brave Desda,

cmicann, July 10.—Twentr thousand men
snd women stood holpless In Jackson Park
this afternoon and watched a score of their
follow creatures dia miserably. Fire showed
jtaelf in tha tower of the Cold Storage Ware-
pousa at 1:30 o’clock. Tho entire Lrigade of
the World's Falr Fire Department answored
snalarm. Reaching the sceno of the blaroe,
Chlet Murphy ordered his men to the roof of
the bullding. wheneo & scors or mors clam-
pered up the laddars of the tower to the top
paleany, where, 160 fvet abovo the earth, the
flames wore curling about the cupola.

The grounda were throngad with visltora
The heavens wers blue above. A brisk north
wind swept over the park and the gaudy en-
gines and carts soomed but to add to the holl-
day appearance of tho scene. It was as if the
firs departmont was out on dress parade and
gona of the thousands eaw any menace in the
little blaze away up at the crown of tho big
white bullding.

Allns of hose was dragged up to the walting
firemen on the top balecony., A trueck Captaln
eama to the edgoe of the roof and shouted the
slgoal for a steamer to begin pumping. De-
fore the order had been tranamitted to the
englueman the fire suddenly burst through
the white sides of ;the tower. midway of {ts
halght.

Ths treacherous element had eaten its way
down the wooden siding between the iron
shimney and the exterior until the men on the
baloony were cut oft. A shout from tho assem-
bled thousands told them of their danger.
They had been watching the flames above
them, and discovered those below only when
1t was too late.

Chisf Murphy himself had led his men on
thelr perilous climb to the balcony, and when
the fire burst forth below he ordered them to
save themsolves. Ther could not go down as
they had come up, for the interior of the tower
was a roaring crater.

The men of the hook and ladder trucks, sea«
Ing the peril of their comrades, sprang to their
machines, and the big ladders were slowly
hoisted against the roof. Meuntime the lames
spread with Incredible rapidity. The men
worked llke trojans, but it was almost In-
stantly apparent that the heavy ladders could

_.bok be drawn to the roof in time to save the
- men in the tower. The poor fellows rushed to
the south side of the balcony and swarmed
down the line of hose. Five men slipped down
the smoking tube and then it gave way.

With this avenue of escape cut off the men
surged back to the north balcony. A rope was
made fast to the chimney, and a fireman start-
sdtoslin down to the roof, seventy-five feet
below. Twelve feat from the baleony the rope
met the lames and snapped, dashing the poor
follows who elung to it to the rool

The calmness of despair settled on the men
#lllin the baleony., To remnln where they
wera meant cremation; to jump meant to be
dnshed to piecos. Sllont and grim the litle
band bung over the side of their death trap,
and watched their fellows struggling hope-
lessly to ralse the ladders. OUver, under, and
all about them, surged the fire. Not a man

l‘:.llll bead. Nonesbrank back. None eried

When every vestige of hope was gone, one by
ae thoy droppeid through tho sen of flames
that surrounded them to the roof below.
Btrong men in the erowd sickenesd and turned
awny as the blue-clothed forms shot through
the alr.

Women fainted ns the mangled bodies
bounded up after striking tho roof. Bixteon
fen jumped from the burning baleony, and
44 the |ast one sprang out, the tower, com-
plotely enveloped In fiames, tottersd and fell
with & crash. The burning mass smashed
through the roof, earrying with it the dead
and wounded who had not been draggod (o a
place of safety.

But the horror d1d not end here. Two min-
Utes alter the fall of the tower the entire roof
was sblaze. Ono hundred men were on It. o
quickly dld the fire sproad that the ladders on
the enst and south sides of the huildiog were
€utofl. The only wny of eacape for the gallant
handred was down a single Indder at the north
end ol tha ! nililing. The deads of heroism. of
Solf-suorifl.. Lna coursgo porformed ln the
fow minutes that It took to clear the roof will
nover bo told,

CHIRF AWERNTR'S REMARKS,

“It was a Lad bullding for our boys, and
poor Fitzpatrick complalned of it a month
Ao, eald Chlef Hweenle. “Murnhy nover
liked tho looks of it. He sald It was the only
ono on tho grounds that would eavso the boys
mueh trouble

It was o frame structure, with this staft
covering on tho outside., Tt looked molld
enough, but inslde It wns n stack of kindling
wood, Murphy madoa disgram of that towoer
nnd sont t to mo with n statoment that it waa
o risky place, Thon, nbout n month ago, soon
after tho othor recent blaze, Capt. Fitzpatrick
complained of the building. 1 eould tell by the
way he wrota that he rogarded it amatrap.
Tho chiaf cause of complaint was the tall tower,
whera tho boya stood when ther leaped to their
denth. /

*The boys would have como out all right
but for two things. The ropes upon which
thoy depended to swing down from thn tower
wore burned off by o slioet of flame
that swept out of the windows on
the  very side that  they  melected
for their ropes. That eut them off there,
Then tho exploslon under the rool ;:ra\'wtnﬂ
tho rascue after they had leapt from tho tower,
It wne a horrible thing—the worst that has
mmiuued to our boys sinco 1857, Then the
ock between Dearborn and Clark strecta
was  burned through Irom Iake streoct
to Water. Fourteen flremen wero ronsted in
tho ruins, and nine citizens died with them.
Iivon during the big iro we had nothing that
cornpared with the loas of life to-dny.

“There was n report at the grounds yoater-
dny that the eold storage wurchouws had Leon
candemnad by the Fxposition nuthorities, but
Mr. Burnham denled the ramor. The stor
probabiy aroso from the fact that I orders
the company to quit using soft conl.”

Mr, Burnbnm eaid: “ They used to send out
clouds ol dense smoke, and, alter bain
ordered n number of times to guit using soft
conl, g‘[unrlh wers sent down to put thelr fires
out, Then they used hard eonl’

Henry Prockenbridge, a Columbian Guard

FINE MARRHAL MUNPHY'S NARRATIVE.

Btanding in the shadow of tho smoking
ruine, his face and hands blistered, and his
hoots eharred by the lames ao badly that they
soemed nahout lo drop from his feecl, Flre
Marshal Murphy told the story of the fire with
the modesty of a hero,

“Thore was bhuta slight blaza coming from
the top of the tower when reached tho
fire. ho esald. “but 1 knew from ex-
pvorience  the  difileultios  In . the  way
of the (iremen The aqulckest and
ecaslost  way to roach the ilre was to
goup the rounding stalrway.and by that route
tho hoya reachod the cupoln of the tower.
don’t know positively how many men wore np
there. lordersd eompanies No. 1 and 2.and
the men of Chemieal Engine No. 14 to go up
on the rool. and there wers mora who followed

“While tho boys wars ruIIlnu 4 lead of hoso

“The men began to jum? off, and as they
siruck the roof wo ran to pull them away from
the tower. Whan Capt. Fitzpatriek jumped,
Lis fall farced him partly through the roof.

"1 runto him and was aragging him toward
tho edge when an exploslon ¢sine nnd the roof
bogan: to slnk. The whole tower then fell
down. Iturnesd and ran with the others to the
north edgo of the rool. As I started nwoay from
Copt. Fitzpntriek ho ealled out:

* Eil, for Gind's sake, don't leave ma hera."

“Iwent back to him ina moment. when [ raw
thut the rool had not cavel in, and pulled

him toward the east edge. The roof

I found Captain Fitzpatriek
nhout thirey feet from the edge of the roof,
still conscious, He hind pulled himsell a con-
slderable distaneo from the spot where [ loft
him. The roof had burned beneath him so
that his arm wne hanging down {ato the fre,
nnd his clothing was vartly burned ol of him,
Capt. Kenopady helped me tie & rope aronnd
him. end then we lowersd him to the ground,
and coma down ourselves,'

(Ot the seonas on the roof of the huilding the
groat erowd know nothing. They only linew
that o lot of brave fremen wors battling with
the Inmes on the roof, and that many of them
had plunged to po awful death from the tower.
When a ladder was quiekly thrown up at
the north eod of the bullding the erowd
began to cheor n# a keore of nimble fire.
men swarmed up the ladder, earrying with
them a lend of hose. As the last flreman
stepped on thoe rool another cheer woent up,

The erowd Legnn to realize that A work of
rescus wna to bo performimd,  Thelr cheers
wore suddenly hushed intocrles of warnin
when & groat hlllow of Oro rollod out through
the arehed windows hensath the roof nnid
swept with the speed of lightning from the
wuu{\to the east sido of the building.

Mr. John Redmond (Parnellite), Member for
Watarford City, movoed the adoption of nn
amandmeant to retaln the Irlah repressntation
at its full presont number—103 members.

Mr Glodstone opposed the motion. The
Govornment, he sald, counld not go beyond
giving Ireland represontation in accordancs
with her population as compared with that of
Great Hritain,

Kir Willlam Vernon Harcourt, Chaneellor of
the Exchequer, sald that it was open to the
Houss to arrive st what decislon it pleascd,
The gencral home rule plan did not depend
upon Irish representation in the imperial I'ar-

linment.
