The Federal despotism over elcotions
hich the Foroe blll almed to establish in
the Intarest of the Republican party was
denounced In the wvory first plank of
the Chloago platform. The issus had
precedence of the tariff, of the currency,
of trusts and corporations, of every-
thing else. But, to s corialnextent, such
Federal deepotism, opposed to the fun-
damental principles of Democracy and
repugnant to every cltizen who knows what
Democracy is and means, already existed In
virtue of the infamous partisan statutes of
1871, known as the Federal Election laws,
under which the DavesronTs operate and
will continue to operate as long as those
laws are allowed to stand.

and to dle out:; the new methods were
clearly expressod and described; and the
solemn order was given that they should be
introduced and established. Now, while no
ono except the fanaties of Republicanism,
can maintain that all the evila the country is
ot this moment suffering from, are theresult
of last November's voting, he must be a
double coward and a treblo fool who would
expect or admit that the work should be
left In ita present Incomplets condltion be-
caunse of the unfavorable clroumstances
whieh have appeared.

No: there can be no turning back without
shame; thére ean be no compromise with-
out dishonor. The revolution must be car-
rled through. The experiment musrt be
completely, falrly, and lastingly tried; and
the people who havo decresd that this shall
be done, must conflde in the blessinga that
will result from the new system to compen=-
sate them, and more than compensate them,
for the Inconveniences whioh attend the
early stages of the mighty change.

Mr.SALTONSTALL was n Dem-
ocrat, at least untll 1885, when a certain
Mugwumplflcation etole over him, and he
seemed to forget that a Democratic Admin-
istration was in power. He was a good
Democrat untll the Democrats got Into
oMece. Then Le weakened a little. Mr.
Beanp never weakens. He Is allvely, In-
triguing Republiean politiclan all the time,
in or out of the Custom House; and the
management of the Republican party of
Massachusetts, the advancement of its pol-
Ieles, and the preparation of Ita candldates
are his vocation and his avocation,

Yetin the course of polities, the Hon. AnLax-
BON WinniamsoN Beanp sometimes fore
gets himself and his promises. Not lnten-
tivnally. Wo will remind him of ons such
solemn promire, 'T'was at a dlnner of the
Middlesex Club, the celebrated Massachu-
setts nssoclation for Republican ofiechold-
ers and ofllce seekors. Tho water flowed
like champngne, as Mr. Evanrs suld of the
Havs Administration, and all went merry
as n morrisge bell. Mr., BEagp rose to the
sound of huzzas and the bubble of Apolli-
paris. He domonstrated to his own satis-
faction that the Dowocratle party is com-
posed of sone of BELiAL, and then he gave
voles to hls own herole contampt of offies,
*If I ghould so far forget my manhood,"
cried this veteran Republican officeholder,

A remarkable law concerning the ex-
amination of medical men as witnesacs [n
oegligenco sults went luto effect In this
Stute ot the begluning of this mouth,

ltrelntos to the testimony of physiciaus or
surgeons who are attached to any hospital,
dispensary, or other charitable institution,
Whore such o man Is required to testity In
au action fur the recovery of damages for
personal lnjuries, fu respect of Informa-
tlon which he acquired In attending a
patlent ot the particular justitution to
which he is attached, the unew statuts
requires that the testlmony shull be
taken beforo o roferee lostead of Leing
given In court bofora the Judgo and jury,
us has alweys heretofore been the practics,
However, the Judge of the court o which
the caso 18 pendivg is empowered at sny
time, notwithstapding the fuct that the de-
pogition of the medical man was taken be-
fore a referee, to moko an order 1equlring
his exawlnatlion upon the trial.

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idea of the framer of the law was to relleve
hospital surgeone and physiolans from the
burden of having to attend court at hours
when it Is inconvenient for them to
lenve their dutios at these Institu-
tlons. But it I8 to be noted that noth-
ing I8 sald in tho statute about the place
whero the reforee {s to take the testimony,
andit might well happen that it would be ns
diffioult for a doctor to obey a summons to
appear bofore a referee at his offloe as It
would be to obey a simlilar summons to at-
tend court.

One objection to the new practice con-
tewplatod by this statute ls that 1t will
compel Juries In many cases, o far as the
evidenoe of doctors is concerned, to render
thelr verdiota upon depositions swhich are
road to them, Instead of upon the oral testi-
mony of witnesses givon in opon court. Tho
appearance of a witness, his demeanor, and
his manner of testifying, always afford the
utmost ald to an Intolligent Jury In passing
upon his eredibility and the welght which
ought to be glven to his teatimony; and It
{an serious matter to withhold this ald, and
to substitute evidence which is read by a
lawyer from a written or printed dooument,
for the evidence of the witness glven by his
own word of mouth in the presonce of the
court. As has well been said by aneminent
Judge, * all witnessss look alike In primt."

We supposs It may be argued In gupport
of this enactment, that physiclans and sur-
geons ought not to be called away from im-
portant cases whera lifo |8 at stake, In order
to danco attendance in the courts, often-
times unnecessarily by reason of the re-
peated postponements of trinls. No doubt
there 1is forco in this suggestion,
but we think It will be found upon
inquiry that our courta are very Indul-
gent toward physicians whose engage-
menta render it difficult for them to attend
at any partfoular time, and that adjourn-
monis are often granted and testimony 18
frequently taken out of order so as to ena-
ble doctors to appoar as witnesses without
detrimont to thelr practice.

But, If 1t be true that medlcal men re-
quire the protection of such a statute, why
is it confined in Ita operation to such of
them only as are connoctod with hospltals,
dispensaries, and charitable institutiona?
It would seem that these doctors are the
very ones who could most easily obtain
assistance and filnd others to take thelr
places In case of an enforced attendance In
court, whila the private practitioner, who
has no hospital work, might flnd it very
diffloult at short notice to procure the aid
of another physlcian or surgeon to look
after a critical case under his charge.
