through Inspector Faison.

Bie this how it may, in justice to the veoplaot
tha Choctaw Natlon, and myself as principal
chief of said nation, 1 desire to inform you of
the motlves aod reasons that prompted such
action ot my part, becanse It must not be
for & moment thought that we concede and
admit tho right of your department to obstruect
wid Impede the administration of justies
andthe enforeoment of our laws. Under the
trvatios with the United States the Choctaw
Nation s secured in the unrestricted right of
self~government and full iurhdlruon over por-
sons and property within lts limits, Ino so far as
may _be computible with the Constitution of
the Cnited States and the laws made in pur-
suance thereo! regulating trade and inter-
course with the Indian tribes. TUnder this
guardutees, laws were fuud for the punish-
mant of orimes, including that of murder, and
for indictment, br a falr and lmpartial Grmnd
Jury, of persons charged with murder ana
other erlmes, and for trial after indlotment of
gmnu charged with orime br a jury of

olve men Iulrlz and Impartially selected
from the body of the distriot.

I suppose that statements or complaints
must have been made to your department that
the trial and eonviction of the parties aloru-
saiid wan due to politieal enuses, methods, and
combiustions, and that the trial and vonvie-
tion of snid parties was unjust and not in mo-
eordanes with law, and that the convietion wi
securad. not through a fair and impartial ad-
minlstration of justice, but through political
1rejudice, spite, and bins, Without the atten-
tion of the nuthorities of the Choetaw MNation
hsving been called to such statements or com-
?lninu. so_ that an opportunity might
o aforded them to refute such calumnies, for
sucl they are, in time to avold present com-
plications, an Intimation amou&tlnl practi-
eully tom command {5 conveyed to me de-
siring & stay of seutence of sald parties vend-
log au Investigation of such bascless stata-
ments or compluints by {nur department;
