Here 1 can (ind noither alParis aor an Eng-
Meh newapaper, nml the newa from Amerlen,
wiiich came four days ago, Is utterly Inncoossl.
bla,  Hinco 1 left Brussola® and struek Into
those dopthe of Franch life, Nve daya ago, not
onoe word of the doingk of the surrounding
worlil has roachicd my oars.  Tho psople hava
no publls life; they know no moro of affalrs, Ia
their awn or In forolgii eountries, than tho
pro-Adamites, whoso stone ohisols e In tho
pravel beds around Amlens, know of thelr eon-
temporaries, if thoy had any.

It soomin 1o bo acelident that detormines the
fndustry of a poeople. In one town it I8 lave,
in anothor it Is silks, In nnother It I8 eut-
Jory, In nnother stoam englnes, In anothoer
ribbong, und baro It is cotton velvet.

Thore aretwo itinds wiade at Amlens, tha oot
ton and tho poil ds chevre. Hore, too, In made n
peoullne cloth for bags to hold the macorated
beot while [l In undergaing the snermous
pressure which expresses the julee out uf this
root for sugnr making.

Within a year an inventlon la sald to have
Improvoed the process of extracting this jufoe
o that the root 18 made to yield 20 per cent.
more thanp In the old mothad. 'he bags under
the new procoss have to bo made of & strong,
poculinrly mado brown linon fabele, Instead of
woollen, as in tha olil process; but, I & tenth
morn julee isobtained, it will ho a vast addi-
tion to the annunl sugar ¢rop of France, which
will ba this ¥ear botwoon 200,000 and 250,000
tous. The maklog of beotroot sugar is an in-
dustry which must soon ba Introdueed
extenslvely luto the United Statos Wo hava
the soll and the climate and tho consum-
ers. 1t the Froneh aud the Dutch can tabricato
the mw sugar out of the hoot for six or neven
conta o pounid, we ought to be able to make
tho business yield a handsome prollt at the
price sugar muast lone Loar In the United
Btates at the rito of duty our nocossities will
gonipel us to Linposo on it.

I vislted the slik manufnetorios, Tha silks
are all male by innd looms in small rooms, (n
& quarter of the city which stands ona steep
hill, up whiehh 1T was taken In rall cors by
tho means of ao endless iron rope und o sta-
tlonary engine. 1 camo bnok on foot over
thoe steopuat street in Luropo. It falls ono
foot lu six.

Loaving Lyons on Dec. 22 for the seuth, I
entered the ola Ruman country.

The lower part of Franon was jost as much
Hotnan tiwo thousand years ago us Italy. The
Roman romulos nt Niemes und Arlos aro In
the besc stale of proservation: Those two ob-
BOUTo tuwns wore, two thousand years ago,
larga and flourishing citics—chief towna of
Gnul.  Golng thither 1 pass through, bofore
renching Aviguon, the little town of Orange,
formorly the cupital of tho principality of that
name,

This principality was acquired Ly the Prince
of Nusgau by marriage, and was held by that
house from 1530 until 1700, the period of the
death of Willinm [1L of England, and from,
this passesslon is dorived tho titls abthe helr
apparent of the Netherlnnds

At Orange aroextensive rmnnins of the walls
ol & llownn thoatre, ingorporated subsequent-
1y lato tho palaces of the Princas of Orange.
> AtOrungotho trlumphal arch which pestridos
one of the ronds leading out of town I8 sup-
posed to bo two thousand years old. Yot It in
fo a good stato of proservation. Dut the old
Roman thoutre Is the great ubject of (nterest
in this anciont town. The front wall stands
intaet, over 00 feot long and moro than 100
feet high—a prodiglous ploeo of masonry.

Thore aro no remalns of the palace of the
formor Princes of Orange. who used to resids
here. Thore I8 0 monumont in the publie
square to Count CGmsparin, who was born in
this pluce and who died in 1852,

At all these towns—Lyons, Orange, nna
Avignon—tho bloody axo of revolutionary
Frunco hna left Its hideous traces

We fall to appreciute the unormities of the
Fronoh revolution till we trond step by atop
upon the spones of Its dotailed history.

This alono brings us face to faco with its
Bamelens atrooitios,

At Avignon, the palnca of the Popes, oecu-
pled by them fornenrly n century, ina huge
fortress in appenrancs, and now so In roality,
Its walls are 100 feot high, and its towors 160

Ita foundatlons nro oxcavated in the wolid
rock, o sort of hard ohalk.

Itsballof the Cardinnls has Immense grolned
arches liko the orypt of a great eathedrul. The
walls of the yalace arv, in places, thirtoon leot
in thickness,

The bullding 14 now a barrack and the an-
ekeat consistory, or hall of the Cardinals, is out
Jongitudinally into several storlus for the aoe
eommodation of the aoldiers who oeoupy It

Avignon s In o lareo plaln, and is only intor-
esting from {ts historie associations with tho
Papacy. of whoss vices and schism it Is aliko u
souvenir, und as the burlal place of Patrnroh
&nd Lours. Loaving Aviguon, vne enters e
woll-murked ehalk country, whose barren hills
approach the rondside. Botween them 15 n
wash of gravel oxtonding a little way up thelr
sldos, the romalns of seme anclent flow of
water. This vonstant feature of barren Krovel
bus nevor loft us sitce we cume through the
®orges of the Jurn Mountalns

Nisnes and Aries,

Istopped over night ot Arles.

Thoers are fragments of old statunry In the
mukeum, of ornamental architeoture, roscyed
Aroui tho wrecks of the old publie lalldings
arected here. The chiel of these bulldings is
» 80lo8ski structure, the amphitheatre, still
sandiog lo its original proportions

thing ju wanting but the parapet of stane
which surmounted its upper archos, nod which
is supposed 1o have boon not Inss than ten foot
high. The extornal walls of two vast storlos,
both sustained by archos, still remnin, Notan
arch is wanting, The Interlor fe dilapldated,
the stone sents having boon partially worn
away or removed; butenough remains toshow
completely the original appearance of the
snoymous strusture.

Itis of ovalsbapo, and the oxternal dimen-
slons are 400 feet lenith and 340 feot width.

The arena, where tho gladiators. or Roman
prize fighters, exhibited thelr prowess, where
wild beasts fought with one another or where
thoy tore captives or Christfan martyre in
pleces, and whoro othor amlable performancss
of the same sort took place. is 230 fest long
and 130 wide.

In 80 good n state of preservation is this edi-
floo Lhat It {s stil] used as the plaece of publie
amusements, such ns the elrcus, feats of acro-
bate. balloon ascensions, &e. The external
helght quu walls capnot be less than s bua-

tro, not less remarkable, but by no means in
such good eondition

There s hers another most ourlona rallo of
autiquity—a cemetery, whioh has been oecou-
pled slnen 250 N O, and was veed us such
from that time till the sixtecnth contury, The
way to il Is lined by empty stone vofMns, used
now sometimos fer watering trougha

They are of various dates, running back to
pagan times, and sl showlng pagan and
Noman Inscriptions. Thore Ian sidgular unls
formity Ig the cofline, and thay bear a aurlous
resemblancs to the Egyytian sarcophagl, be-
Ing, In fact, the sanie thing o little less slabor-
nte tn shinpe

Thero are the foundations of n ehapae), whieh
Is alloged to be the frst Christian ehapel 1o
Giaul, founded by a disciple of BL Paul.

At tho old town of Nismes, near Arles, aro lo
Lo seen threo things of note: First, the Mal-
noh Carrde; weannd, the amphitheatre, and
third, the baths for womien, constructed Ly the
llomans, Tho Iatter nre intarosting as show-
Ing how sucli things were done. In o hot all-
mate baths are an Indlspansable luxury., A
mountain stronm Is hore enught as It reachon
tho foot of the helghte, which descond Guite
into the town. A levael pluce Ia seoopoed out for
a basln, and over it |s s Inrge csplanado or gar-
den. rising some ten feet from the bottom.

Tho eeplanado eovors only a portion of the
surface, tho remalnder bolng loft for the water
in the buein. In some places the caplanads (s
supported on arches, undor which tho water
circulatos, You descend by stops to n paved
lovel around thoe basin, and agaln from this
lovel by steps Into to water, which Is, per-
hnps, four foat deop, and courses under some
of tho archis quite awiitiy.

At one and of this esplanado. which s of an
Irrogular shapo, thore are stops which leand
into the water,

A railing, suvported by little ornamentod pil-
lars, protects the promeuade of the eaplatsde
from thebasin.

Large treos are growling on It and some old
statues still adorn i, It being kept ns n publio
gardon, The running water livds ite way be-
twenrn stone masonry through the town, part
ul tha distance belng used by washorwomen,

The Malson Carrde, at thia place, is olassio,
butitis not imporing. 'The portico 8 about
23 feet by B teet, and doscends to the
ground by ton or twelve stops. The lnterior
l5 only 30 feot by 45 feut.

It s lightad from the roof, which Is mado of
benvy seml-oylindrioal tilos.

Itis, however, vastly interesting nn nn edi-
flva whioh remnins as it was bLullt, alter a
lapse of two thousnnd years.

Thoe depth of tho portico is about one-third
the whole longth of the building.

Tho amphithentro le In u rars state of
praservation, considering what [t has passel
through not only fram years, but wars, and
from deliberate efforts for Its destruction,
tirant suma havo been of Inte expondod in re-
Atorlng the edifice, and the work goox on.

Itisatrifle smaller than the amphithontro
nt Arles, but not to a notionabla extant, whila
both {ntarnally and externally it Is in o botter
stute of preservation.

Charles Martol triod hard to destray It by
stufling it with wood and flring It and then by
applying water to its heated atate. This proc-
es% would account forthe chips In the stones
nni the cracks in the nrchea

Nismes {3 the birthplace of M. Guizot.
Fléehier was formorly DBishop of Nismes,
whoso statue Isone of the fourin the square
ol St. Bulplooe at Paris,

From Arlea to Marsellles the country s
mercllessly barren. First comes the Immense
grovel plaln koown as the Cran, noted by
Esehylus, 600 B, C., and aftorward by Pliny
and Strabo. Itis a level bod of conrse gravel,
barren as Bahinra, excopt whare Ierigation has
soduced alittle grass through thie stones, en
which shiesp are fud.

Tho reaource of sheep feeding whore lani
seoms locorrigible s nlikendopted on the chalk
downs of England, the heaths of Holland, and
the gravel plains of the, #d%th of France.

Tho magnitudo of thia grave! plain has ex-
clted the wonder of ull agos for more thun
two thousand yoars. ' |

The ratlroad crosses It for alout twenty
milos, andit appears quito s wide na it1s long.
How it came hore s one of tho curfous prob-
lems of the goologist. Dut away In the roar ls
achain of barren hills or mountains affording
o slgnlflcant hint.

In traversing the gravel plain. barren rocks,
Iying [ huge messes, como to view.

Someo of the scenes are pleturesque In tholr
derolation, showlng huge, perpondicular walls
of rook, sometimen in the shape of n vast nm-
vhitheatre. At fIntervals aro Intorsporsed
#mall tracts devoted to the grape snd olive
tres, and proviog cmphatically that hore, nt
least. tho land of the vine and.olive is uland
of sterility and desolation. But for Irrigation
no part of the eountry about Marseiiles would
produce anything.

I found at Arles that tho proverbinl besuty
of the natlve women of that losality was not
exagiroratol.  The type Is very uniform. Tho
anouth s small, the hair and oyos Liack, tho
forehead small and symmetrieal, nnd the noss
unobitruslve, The form tends to embon polat,
and it is remarkable to soe how such & fuce,
supported by a good constitution, can grow
old without losiog its beauty.

Muaracililes,

On a pleasant Christmas Day Iellmbed to
the top of the ohservatory nnd gardens on the
high wall overlooking Marseilles and its har=
bur, whore the vlew ls most extensive.

Mnrsollles spronds out heneath the foot.
walled In by great Larron mountains which
bear nelthertroe norshrub. Thoy are of a dirty
white color and glow with aridity, even under
nwinter's sun. Thoelty Is bullt of s stonoe of
& similar color, and apparently of the same
kind ns that used In Puris.

Country and clty allke exhibit from this ele-
vation a unlformity of drearinoss, There s
some cultivation In the country seats on the
blilsides, shown In occaslonal patches of pov-
orty, stricken plnes. und In little garden
putohes. But the goveral aspsct of the clty
and its environs {s thut of a vast brlok kiln.

Tho rocks on evory sldo rise in sugh rough
ponks and fall fn such precipitous Worges that
it Is dangerous to attemut walking outside the
regular pathways. Darrenness and desolation
relgn as facas tho eye can reach. In summor,
when tho sun pours down Its vertical rays. the
heats must bo frightful, and no escapo |s possi-
ble, excopt by plunging Into the Mediterra-
nean. Thero are several rocky lslands off the
harbor, but they are of o plece with the maln-
land. and lovite the travelier but to soorch and
shrivel him. Thero was a large crowd on the
helghta secking amusoment, as around other
oltles In summer snd early autumn, The
lnurestinus was in blessom In the publio gar-
den, and the cactus was growlng in the open
air. Stil the wind was not warm, and & great
coat was no dlscomfort,

Numernus pleasuro hoats were on the bay,
and u still larger Noct was on the shore awalt-
customers,

There is a varlety of water eraft in the har-
bor, but everything is henvy and lumbering
nnd dirty. Vessolsand bouts seem allko made
for rough weather, both ot sea and In port:
this 1s a condition imposed by open ruadsteads
and bad hagbors, The Loats at the wharves
nre protected by great pads of ropes at thelr
bows and on thelir sides,

1 had expooted to find Marsellles a good
natural harbor, but, like every French port but
Toulon, it owes almost eversthing to art.

The Frenonman hne had all sorts of diMeul.
ties o cootend with In makiog Llmsell a
sallor, und he has had to learn how tu ponvert
the open outlets of mountaln strenms and
sand-hill rivulets fnto protecting harbors.
This {s the oaso at Havre, at Boulogne, at
Calals, at Dieppe, st Bt Valeryssur-Bomme,
and at Bt Valery-en-Caux.

Compared with the deep, eapacious, aud
well-protected harbors of Old and New Eng-
land, the Frouoh barbors, with the exception
of Toulou, are meagre lo the extremea

It required all the genlus of Colbert to de-
velop the mantime capacitios of Frapes,

The visaels Q‘lho wulo barbur ot Marseilles

hey

whish comprines a considerablo part of their
trade.

1t takes 400 moen here to do the work of ona
of our slovators.

The harbor of Marseilles la a clrenlar basin,
withn narrow neck outlet closed by mates
whiah load directly to the opon sea. Theto s a
belt of Innd whish projects beyond the town and
siveaps roind In frone, forming an open road-
stoatl. Thero (s no riso and fall of tide in tho
Meditorranean, and therofore no eurrénts in
this linrbor. But the outer swoll Is alwnays felt
In Its monotonous and dopreasing sameonasss

After Chtlstman Ifound thom gathering a
Iiny ¢rop all along the rond from Marsellles to
Toulon, At tho Intter place the sun shines
warm on the quay facing tho harbor, and awn-
Ings are up. The harbor of Toulon is smooth
n8 glaks.  The shop doors are opon and
women st barcheadad knltting on the alde-
walk, whilo In I'arls the skating Is good.

The serubly pine of high morthern latitudes
18 the only forest tree of this sterlle soll.

ToWlon,

Totwoon Toulon nnd Niea (s thie homa of the
ollva. The trens grow to the wize of thosein
an ordlnary erehard, and look at this time of
yonr not unlike n willow In thoir leafy aspeet.
This tree does not gt fatly Into bearlng till it
14 twonty years old, and It lives and Auurishes
for m hundrad yonrs and mora. The olive ba-
gins to ripen In Dacomber and (s pleked till
Fohruliry, To bo put into jars it must be
gathered greon. When usod for oll It s al-
lowedd to rlpen. The il Ia worth on the snot
about a dullar a gallon, and the product Ia
about forty gallons per acre. A good olive
plnntation i« worth $500 the acrs, The soll Is
gencrally the conrse gravel I liave every-
whero met with siuco leaving the Jura, and
Is inproductive, exvept whan lerigatod.

Thoe hills ubout Toulon aro vast piles of
nakod rocks, like thoso ahout Marsellles, and
this character Ia prasercad all the way to Nice,
excont that for a shortdistanca some lesser
ranges havo woodsd summits of blavk forests,
At Toulon 1 visited the Dagnlo, mads {m-
mortal by Vietor Hlugo In ™ Lea Misdrables
This establishment s to be broken up, ard
the conviets, now about 3,000 In number, aro
to have thole punishinent ehinged Into penal
norvitude at Cayenne, It Is understood the
prisonera nre gratiled at tho ehango, and
tulk now of nothing eolse. Tho shipa are be-
Ing prejpnred, and the ambarkatlon Is to take
ilnes in a fow weeks, Fach prisonor wears n
belt of iron around his waist and another
around his ankle, the two connected with s
chaln. Tho whols welghs clghteen kllos, or
nlmost forty vounds. If he escapos and s
eaught. thess lrbns are removod and those
wolghing double ara substituted,

These unhappy prisoners are often ehalned
two and two when working. Theso are sen-
tencad tothe Bagnlo for all terms, trom one
year to lfe imprisonment. Tho crimoes for
whieh they are Inearcoratod are ansassination,
theft. robbery, fraudulont bankruptey, &eo,
Tleey nre mostly dressed In buff. The vrison-
ors for life wear a gracn onp, This (ntal syme
bol vovpred tho oldest and most despulring
countenaticos.

Thoe toreheads of all of them wore worn by
doep, horizontal furrows, and the oxpression
konerally was a pleture of misory.

How hovelesa must that sorrow be which
#8008 1o prospect of terminntion but with lifs,
and life under such conditlona! No wonder
thoe poor wrotehea sigh for rellef, oven if it
must boolitnined by encountosing tho posti-
lentlnl malaria of Cavenne.

Bome of the prisoners havo wivea In Toulon,
who are allowed to go with other friends of the
prizonoers to visit them for throo hours Bvery
Bunday, ta earry them food and to furnlsh
them money to buy It, to the amount of ten
franes n month.

The prisonars sleop on board of hulks and
aro chalnod to thelr siceplng places, Tho
chaln of ovory prisoner Is exemined four times
in evory twenty-four hours,

We were rowed out Into the barbox, which
was smooth as a mirror. and went on board
the tron-clnd frigate Solferino. She fs eun-
structod llko the Iiritish ship Warrior. the
piating above water not extending boyond the
oentral portlon of the ship, thus leaviog her
two ends exposed, which eould easlly be blown
to bits. Sho carries two rows of broadasido 8-
pound rifles, numbering about ninety fn nil. On
tho upper dock are no guns at all. Hor erew
pumbers nearly eleht hundred men. Her bow
is shaped In the form of a prodiglous ram, and
the bowsprit gear so mado as tosllow uf its
muoat effoctive uso,

The ahin looks well enough, but ono s not
Impressed with her formidable character.

Toulon Is an admirable harbor. Itisa broad
bay surroundod by Islands, maklng it entirely
Inndlocked. There I8 plenty of water. thoro is
noever any frost, Lhe cllmate Is hoealthy, and
there Is no tide flow.  Every condition of n yier-
foct harbor secms thus to be here completuly
asnswered,

11 the surrounding hills were ocoverod with
verdure, Instend of Leing, as they are, mero
heaps of arld roeck, the sltustion would be
worthy the celestial reglons. The gods coula
ask no more,

Tho Mediterranenan (s, after all, but a Iake,
Its waters arc salt. but its quiet shore line
tukoes away the idea of an ocoan, Its surface
s quiet, and the surf indicates no deop ses
roll. Thero is usually but a goentls ripple,
which would not threaten s bark canoca, The
wunt ol thlos results {n an absence of visible
currents, and the ordinary strugigle of con-
tendiog winda and tides is thus wanting. The
whole bedy of water lles blue and unruffed as
far ns the oyo can reach. Vessols come and go
upon the horlzen, opposits my windows, in-
cesnantly, and open boats and great drift nots
nre a econspleuous feature, The beach of
shinglo Is tossed up agolnst the opposite side
of the great promenado, and just on a level
with It, nnd the line between them s marked
by a row of shrubbery and newly.plantod troes,
which in their flourlshing state testily to the
habitual sobricty of the sea fu these parts
