Poor Mr. McDermott
has boon sent back ns an " lnforlor brand," but
lie tolls us somo Intercstlnc thln&s reaardlnc
Cabul and Its Amcor.

Mr. MoDormott was superintendent of tho
Amoor's mint. In which ho used to manufac-
ture silver rupoos out of Indian silver coin,
and whoro ho has boon successfully employed
for tho last throo ears.

Ill own story ot how ho camo to loavo tho
Amoor's sorvlco Is this: "8o fur as tho Ameer
himself is concernod. neither myself nor any
othor of his Ulghnos's employees had any-

thing to complain of. Ho treated us with
great consideration, and whonover wo entorcd
his prosonco wo wero nllowod to sit down and
woro shown o ory mark ot courtosy. It Is tho
IntrlKuInc officials that cause the mischief.
They becomo jealous of our succobs, they recog-
nize tho Improvements wo carry out, which In
most casos lntorfero with somo tlmo-honor-

porqulslto, and oventually como to tho conclu-
sion that the preservation ot self demands the
removal of tho infidel I

" With regard to tho mint we did vory wolL
We struck oft silver rupees, half rupoes, and a
Quantity ot gold coins ot tho valuo ot about
Its. 25 each. Our output was about 14,000
eotns a day. Tho Indian rupee Is mcltod
down and six por cont. coppor added, and In
this way tho Ameer gains considerable reve-
nue Mr. Pyno engaged me to teach the Af-

ghans to coin, and they aro now ablo to carry
on tho work In a rough-and-read- y way. Thoy
are not ovoroxacttng about tho appearance ot
the coin, and so long as it has tho Ameer's
namo on It overy ono Is satisfied."

Tho Ameer's workshops aro under an
Englishman namad Pyno, who seomstoboa
prlmo favorite with Abdur Ilahman. Mr. Pyno
was at ono tlmo engaged In an arms factory In
England, but has sorved tho Ameer of Cabul
tor nearly sovon years. At Cabul they turn
outarllloottho Martini-Hen- ri pattern. Tho
barrel Is made by machinery, but tho stock
mechanism and sighting 1 dono by hand,
with tho result that In very mauy casos It is
not of tho correct size. The cartridge cham-
ber Is often otther too large, or too small, and
tho sighting Is very lmporfoct. About 3,000
Martlnl-Hen- rl cartridges aro manufactured
dally. There Is also plant for manufacturing
Bnldor cartridges, but It has not yet been sot
up. The mountain guns aro also roughly
made, and when thoy wore testod, ltwasfound
that the aholls wore too largo for one of the
guns. The Ameer Is also anxious to oxcel In
soap making, and Mr. Pyno has had plant
sot up. and with the aid of the soap boilers'
vacU mecum, a Quantity of soap was made., Tho
Afghans, however, did not consider It "a great
success, as It not only removed tho dirt from
their persons, but the skin as well I Itowovor
"thoy are still oxporlmentlng," so Mr. McDer-
mott assures us, but ho Is. perhaps, as "are-turne- d

empty." not an unprejudiced judgo of
Mr. Pyno's soap.

There Is also a largo plant In course of erec-
tion for manufacturing candles, although Mr.
McDermott says that soap Is the Ameor'a
"specialty." The titular head of the Cabul
work shops 13 a royal personage. A hint, per-
haps, to tho unemployed princes of Europe I

This domocratlo prince Is his Highness Yoo-s- uf

Khan, a son ot Dost Mohammed and nn
uncle ot tho prosont Amoer. With the prince,
soap is a passion, and ho attompts to convert
everything posslblo Into appliances for manu-
facturing that useful domostlo commodity. In
ono of tho shops thero was a Cornish boiler
which, on discovering, he immediately gave
orders to have placod on end and filled with
tallow and sot to boll, nnd considerable diffi-
culty was experienced by the Europeans In
persuading Yoosut Khan from his novel Eoap-boIII-

experiment.
Tho Englishman In Cabul gets tho oquha-len- t

to a salary of a hundred to a hundred and
fifty dollars a month. Small pay for a man who,
as tho Irishman said, may any morning awako
and And himself a dead man

Thero have beon roports ot tho oonstructlon
of a railroad in Cabul, but wo aro told It Is only
a half mllo long and not working very well.
It was Lord Lytton's policy to construct a nar-
row gaugo railway from Poshawor, through
tho Khybor. to tho city of Cabul. but this has
not yet beon effected. It has often hcensafd
that there are Russian subjects In Cabul. but
Mr. McDermott tells us thero aro none. He
says: "A number of Afghans cross tho bordor
and go Into Itusslan territory for tho purpose
of trading, but wo do not hear much ot the
Russians In Cabul. Tho natlvoB aro shy about
speaking of political mattors, as thoro Is a
general feeling among tho Afghans that a still
tonguo not only indicates a wise head, but it
also goes a cooJ way toward the preservation
of one. 8o all around It Is considered best not
to Interforo In such matters." T. P. H.

Donver since 1874 occurred this morning,
Whon tho Peoplo's Saving. Ilnnk, tho Colorado
ravings Dank, and tho llocky Mountain Dlmo
nnd Dollar Savings Hanks eloped their doors.
An ottimato of tho assota Is SI, 500,000. with
liabilities ot $1,350,000. Tho Colorado Sav-
ings Dank, of which F. K.Atkins Is Presldont
and C C. Atkins cashier. In Its statoment to
the nsslgnoo, Alfred Iluttors. places the open
accounts duo depositors at $433,108: certifi-
cates ot doposlt. $50,000: duo other banks,
$3,230: cashier's chocks, $025. Tho assots
ovor liabilities. In what Is doclarod to be good
commercial paper, well secured. Is $73,003.

r. W. Woodbury Is President and G F. Clark
cashlor of tho Itocky Mountain Dlmo nnd Dol-
lar Savings Dank, of which Charles H. Dlakey
was thlit morning mndo assignee. Adetallod
statoment has not yet boen made, but from tho
books ot tho Institution It would appear that
the assots are $150,803, nnd tho liabilities
$105,ChW. Tho officers ot the Institution posi-
tively doclaro that tho depositors will not loso
a dollar.

All the astlgnmonts wero proconcortod, and
woro made for and for the pro-
tection of tho depositors. Tho direct causo ot
the failures was tho universal hard times und
Inability to roallzo on securities.

Tho 1'rosldont nf each bank declaros that
each depositor will ho raid In full and that (he
Institutions will rosumo again, A run on tho
Denver havings Hank li impending. Tho bank
is taking advantage of tho thirty and sixty
days' notification law aud lb paving out no
amounts over '5.

President I.awrpnco of tho Poople's Bavlngs
Dank. In a statement this morning said tho
snvlngs bank, tin toslx wooksngo, had had a
most successful career, having In doposlts
$1,300,000 nnd had paid to its depositors
In Interest 112,482. Tho causeless run
begun on May 1 had really contlnuodup to last Saturday night, when tho
entire avallablo moans of tho bank
wero exhausted and nothing wns left but to
assign. Tho ofllcors ot the Institution pledged
tholr estates to Its support, but because of tho
feollng that has boen engendered among Lant-
ern banks and financial Institutions by tho
recentlypublMiodexprossionsnnd demonstra-
tions that havo been heralded from Colorado, a
thirty days' notico for $100,000. signed by
Colorado partlos worth $4,000,000, to rnlso Im-
mediate money, was not worth the papor It
was written on.

' Most porslstent efforts woro mado to obtaintemporary assistance to tldo the bunk ov or. Up

Prosldent D. V. Itleger was overcome with
grief and ho covcrod his face with his hands,
and, with tears In his eyes, said:

" Horo Is tho work ot soventoon years shat-
tered. I havo dono all I can; we all did all we
could, but wo could not help It. They drew out.
and draw out. snd It soomed as If they would
never "top until thoy had taken ovory cent we
had. Tho Third National Hank of Now York
wired us to draw on them for any sum. but wo
could not got money hero In time to do us any
good. Our statement published last week
shows our condition excepting that
more than one-ha- lf of tho deposits of the bank
have been withdrawn by dopositors since that
tlmo.

Tho officers show tho aspots to bo $1,254,785.
and the liabilities, exroptlng curltal xtock,
nbout $700,000. July 1 tho bank paid Its regu-
lar annual dividend of 3 percent. The nm-ce-

THE COMET IIAS A COXSORT.

A Sccoud Comet Found Hidden Away In the
Tall or tho First Oie.

San Jose, Cal., July 17. An important
regarding the comet has been mado at

Lick Observatory. Photographic plates reveal
tho fact that the celestial v Isltant Is not alonn
In its glory, but has a companion. The second
comot Is enveloped in tho tall of tho first ono,
and shows distinctly nsa nebulous-llk- o con-

densation. Its tall also mergos into that of
the othor.

Dr. Holden and tho astronomers of tho moun-
tain aro much elated ovor tho dlsaovery. It
was rovealed by a photograph of tho comet
taken on Thursday night by Prof. Hussoy, and
cannot bo seen through tho tolescopo. It ap-
pears to move in tho same orbit as tho main
ono, or on orbit oxactly parallol, and at tho
samo rata ot speod. Tho discov ory makos moro
certain tho theory that tho original force which
throws out comets sends out moro than ono at
a time This theory was beforo thought to bo
correct, from tbo fact that more than ono
comet has been found in tho samo or nearly
tho samo orbit.
