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PARIS RAGED IN RIOT.

The Whirl of Student Fun
That Ended in Terror.

LIKE A NIGHTMARE'S HORRORS

Storm After Storm Swept Through
the City’s Highways.

Panm, July 11.—The best way to understand
the extracrdinary state of affalrs In Paris dur-
ing the past weok Is, perhaps to recall the
images of & horrible nightmare or dellcium.
There is nothing In ordioary life to give an
idea of that strange. distorted aspec! which
persons and things sometimes assume in
feverish dreams. When one nttempts to do-
meribe those effoots thero is little loft for facts
and figures to deal with than n curious eon-
mlomeration of fantasies without head, tail
or body. If such can be Imagined. thnt Is
what has happoned to the population of the
French eapltal. It was like o week of delirium,
in which Paris lived over again tho ghastly
soenes of the Communo,

Moat of tho erises eame on at night in streots
where only onough gas lamps were left stand-
fog to throw long. uncanny shmlows In the
dusk. A genoral loeling of swo and agitation
in the alr, with indistinot mnsses of mervous
people moving confuscdly on all mides: in
many places the strests pervaded with a dis-
agreeable ndor of escaplug yas, and from difs
ferent dircetions sudden series ol exclting
nolees; here tho triumphant yells of a band
of rioters, forming a barriende, with the
heavy fall of a kiosquo or sn overturned
omnibus ; there the rush of & sgquad
of polloe, m qulek clutter of horses'
hoofs, and the chargo of cavalrymen aud
thoe wild eries of 8 crowd In panic; suddenly
in another direction a succession ol pistol
shots and a big shoet of flame golog ap to the
heavens (rom o burning barclende: then the
elang of fire engines nnd & great shout of con-
flict: shortly alter, the thrice repeated roll of
drums and the distant volce of the Commis-
salre of Pollea, girt with his tricolor searf.
warning the people belore ordering the sol-
dlers to chargo: at the same inatunt s pell
mell vt terrifled people. women shricking and
tremuling, rushing in their bewilderment
upon the bands of wild-eyed policemon inslde
stroets, knocked down and trampled on, and
finally getting to thelr feet, tremUling and
bloody, to crecp off soLbing to their homos;
rufMans and gamins with long blue blouses
and high black easquettes, parading, with
calls of victary, with bright gune and pistols
from n 1 & :od store of firenrms, in the hiss-
Ing Ught of & broken gaspipe; then fanlly, to-
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ward morning. & relative ngulet in the black

stroets abandoned to squadrons of eulrus-
elors, whotie wteal ensques and broastplates
cast sinister gleams In tno NMekerlog lignt of
the lampa.

The state of fear and disordered savagery
that the polleo displaved s lmivoseible to de-
seribe, and the merest suggostion of the facts
riska tho appearance of wanton exaggeration
Imagine a squad of sergeants from an unpop-
ular distriot passlng Ly n eald whero studonts
and thelr girls are seuted nround tables, driok-
Ing beor. The studonts hiss. Tho pollcemen
tura. with oaths, and rush, some of them with
drawn swords, against the eald, where the
students, pleking up chalrs to defond them-
selves, beat back to the room lnside. In the
susuing scuffle the agents af the law selze the
beer &lassas mnd carafes left on the tavles and
begin hurling them at thelr opponenta One
of them lets fiy from the outsido s heavy
porcelaln match sale, whieh salls far into
the intorior. and a young man who had just
risen from lils seat Is struck beliind the ear
and dies shortly afterward.

A business man s returning to his home at
night In & quiet, dimly lighted strest. Ho
ocomos upon & squad of polleomen standing on
the corner, and, hearlog unusual nolses {o the
distance, he lifts his hat acconding to the
French usage, and goes to ask where the trou-
hle Is. The policemen turn, making no mo-
tion untll he getsclose up, Then of & sud-
den, with wild eyes and a rush, they strike and
kiok him to the ground. The man tries to pro-
test that he 15 & ponceful cilizen and has done
nothing. Hois anawered by oaths and & new
volley of blows, and Is then marched off to the
station houss. On tho way he {s beaten con-
tinually and sworn at whenever he uttempta
to speak. At the statlon house be {s beaten
again bolore belug thrust Inton cell tospend
the night.

And this 15 ncl an excoptional cases nor an
oxageoration. It happened not once, but hun-
dreds of times In u singlo night. The police
seemed to be frightoned in & twinkling to &
state of total Irresponsibility, with nothing to
guide them but a sense of brute force and
vengeance, It was largely owing to thelr law-
lesaness that the general spirlt of Indignation
and vindlotiveness which churacterized tho
distarbanees was drivon to lis exoessos. Even
women, ehildren, snd old men met no guartor
whaen thoy camé within range of the pollea
One woman s reported to have beon killed
outright with a kiok that opvned her breast
Numbers of others, many of them shop women
#olng home to their lodgings ut night, were
severely maltreated and injured.

Jean Cnrcdre, the President of the students
committos of protestation, one of the leaders
atthe heginuing of the disturbances, went for
daye disgulsed with a falso beard and wig Lo
escape the threatoned vengeance of tho police.
His homa s reported to have been watohed
nlght and day by paid splos of the polise, nnd

prisoner at the station houss overheard a
conversstion of brieadiers, In which it was
sald that Carrire’'s acconnt would be quickly
pottled If ho eonld ba got hold of, And at the
end of the week the student was flaally dise
eovered and assaolted. and narrowly escaped
with his life, being now at the hospital griev-
ously wounded.

Add to this general upheaval of discliplins
and responaibllity in all the differcnt branches
ol authority. A mounted troop of guardsmen
rotront to a quiet distriot from m soens of
rioting where piatol shota were fresly minglod
with the usual baphozard missiles. Thair
nerves are in high agitation, and the proud
Lisutenant's easgue s indonted by & Nower
pot Inunched at him as he headed the retreat.
Ther arriva at a peaceful street and are
pasaing slowly in front of a eafd with men and
woman drinking boor at tablos arraneed on the
terrace. whon one of thescated women looking
at the mounted troop lets out the word * As-
sasainn.” In an Instant the Lisutenant. fol-
lowed by his men, Is spurring his horse on the
terrace and riding at the frightenoed woman.
With shouted oaths he orders his men to seize
her. The woman {8 pretty, and the soldiers’
helmats have not, like the Lisutonant's, been
beaton In by flower pots. The bratanders
meanwhile make loud protestations, and tha
soldiors quickly join In and remonstrate with
their Lisutenant for his lack of gallantry to
women. They refuse to obery the order of ar-
rest, and the Lisutenant, somewhat croat.
fallen, s inally obliged to abandon his pur-
poso, and retreats amid hisses and jeers.

Ight only few people wore abroad to witness
the triumph of the eoming artists of the nation.
At 2 u'elock the tall was formally opened in
tho Moulin Rougoe by & march of the studion in
order three times around ths hall, the regular
orehestra of the establishment dt;rnnmm
ths musie with tle student banda. The only
spootatorn of this array were the small
cotarle of eolabrated nrtists and prolessors
and nbout n hundred other specially in-
vited guests not in eostume, at over, the
night  was given up to unrostrained
merriment. In whirh wscenes of original
fantasio wore mingled in profusion. The doors
wors elosad to the outside world, and art .atu-
dents nnd models, in a kpirit of comradeshi
ran riot to their hearta' contant. A stage ha
been erected In one end of the hall. and after
tha varlous talanted members of tha company
bad fh-on exhibitions of prowers in their own
vary Parielan fashion, a competition of beauty
posos by the models was organized.

resignation is demanded as the final seat of
responsibllity by the maejority of the press
and the students, golng with & commit-
tee of students to a police etation to
scrutinlze the squad in  scarch of the
“aspassin™ of one of their number;
the Munleipal Council, which corresponds to
our Board ef Aldermen. holding exeitiug
meetings at unearthly hours und Issulng roso.
lutions, in which they stigmatize the action of
tha Prime Minister ¥s brutal and unwar-
ranted, sending delegates to hlm, noverthe-
less, to ndvise the dismissal of the Prefuct of
Tolles and the totul withdrawal of all truops
and poliee from Parls as the prime cause of
the disturbance—all this uncertainty leading
to o successlon of extremes on the part of the
authorltivs. hiours of riot In which not a pollee-
man was permitted togo unthestrects and thien
a sudden outpouring of all the available lores,
Inoreased by the mounted Munleipal Guard
and loot soldiars; then u sudden retreat of all
these nnd the stroets nvwolutely unguarded;
and, finally, the whole l'aris force of pollce
and soldiers, with a sudden summons of the
cavalry from tho neighboring towns, until the
stroets of I'aris were fooded In all corners with
squadrons of mounted dragoons, hussars,
chasreurs, and regimonts of foot suliiers
armed with the new model gun that sends a
hall through three men. Meanwhile, milngled
with all this, there are growlng fvars of o gon-
eral anarchie uprising, accompanied by the
news of polleemen’s bodles found inthe SBeine
and hustile newspapera proclalming the end
of the French Republie, and now Uarls I8
rubbing Its eyes In bewlldarment, looking out
at the peacelul streets, hot and heavy with the
summer sun. There stlll exists a little uneasi-
noess and agitation, but tnat s always to Le ex-
pocted after a good, rollleking nightmare. And
pecple nre begiuning to ask thomselves curi-
ously how It all eamo about.

He has-
tenod to muko appwal to the uwuthorities, gdn
demanded the arrest. on the charge of inde-
eancy, of the [vur models already referrad to,
wlhioss clalms to distinetion wero justly appre-
Cluted 1y the upostio of morality, o ulso de-
manded the arrest of Henrl Gullinume as chief
organiger of the indecent exhibition. It was
afterwurd stated, on somewhat doubtful au-
thority to he sure, that the aged Henutor had
been caught clfln of {n the hall of the Moulin
Nouge, whore lie had contrived to guln admit-
tanee, bhut that he had Ued In alarm at the first
Indication ol the awlul seenes to be exhibited,
and was consequently compelled to conline his
charges to the nspeots of the processian.

The trial, which took rlnco on June 2, was
bailod with protests of Indignation by the
student population, and the * misgulded clins-
tity "' of the venerable moralist was the butt of
Incessant ralllery on the part of the entire
French press, ineluding the stald and digni-
flad Figoro, which piqued the “chaste pond
1y " with many cruel pleasantries, An ex-.

This docided, the
monime started off with shouts and yells,
fellows and girls skipping and running arm
inarm in ths wildest gayety and confusion.

Two bloeks straight ahead and the redoubled
shouts and ories of the leaders aooounced
that they had reached the Senate, and ware

iving it an enorgetlo salute of derision as
they rushed by, and tho well-known Latin
liulrm call was taken up throughout th,
lines, * Conspues, conspires, conkpnier Birenger.
Thera was no time to stop: the whole crowd
was pressing on behind, and the two blocks
were filled with a hastening, skipping, shout-
ingg mass, while street urchins in Llouses ware
running [rom all directions to join in the fun,
and shopkeeper= wore ﬁnmltnx to thelr doors
to see It go by. Hallof the monomae had already

assed by the Senaln, and the rest wors lncreas-
ng thelr aperd, when suddenly thers was &
shock nnd a halt, & confused scufMoe, and a
scattering back ioto the lines of the rear. A
squad of police hat wttacked the column in
the middle. o sqund all ln tlue from the een-
tral brigade, calied (ut only in execeptionnl
elreumstances for brutal business, The inters
eapted domonstrators seeing the way bloeked
In front, turned immediately for a side strest
tothe right, but thers agsin thiey wers met by
r phalanz of pollce who repallsd them vioe
ently. Aftera foew vain attempts to go on, the
reir Tulf of the mondme, pushed bnnf and dis-
organised by the polles, wus oblliged to aban-
don its purpose and go back to the quarter
whencae it had eome.

The lenders meanwhile went skipplng on
with increasing shonts of “Conspuez, cons.

Meanwlhile the lliuhpointm! party, whieh
had been stopped by the pollos and driven
back townrd the Place de In Sorbonne, after
much muttering and scuflling, had Nnally sot-
tled down to & comparative ralm. They wers
very indignant, of course, at the [dea ol being
left lknominicusly behind, while the monome

went cherring down to the river without
them, They vented their fenlinln frealy
in wrathful expressions agalnst the police,

the “muler mercots,' the "dirty coppers.” o
the central brigade, whose (ntrusion into tha
Latin Quarter was an outua to student dig«
nity, her heaped up lnsulfs, too, against ﬁ.
Lozé, the Prefvct of Police. who wan held re-
sponsible forhe unwarranted Interference.
Some of the number. combatively osod,
remained in tha nefighborhood of the Senate
for a time, nnd mude occasional effurls to
hreak by the policemen. The others, with
their girle, returning to the Place de la Sor-
bonne, with their flg lenves slill eonspiouous,
took ur acain the rhythmienl eall against the
pond-lily chnstity of the Senator, and then
drifted ahbout in groups to the nelghboring
enlis, where they kepnt up morsor less commo-
tion and found fuult with things In general.
hie Inrgest and most popular osld (n the
Quarter Is the Cifd d'Hurcourt, which s right
in the centre of the student haunta. At tho
upner extramity of the Plsce do la Sorbonne,
which Is only half a blook long and very wide,
Btunds the univorsity huildlnz.h ﬂur{oune.
At the other end, running down to the river at
right angles, s the big Houlavard Bt. Minhel.
On the corner is the Caté d'Haroourt. half on
the boulevard and half nn the P'lace de |a Sor-
bhonne, Its terracn is covered with tables and
chnira nlmost to the sidewalk on both sides,
and within is & large Irreguinr room with side
doors and npen windows communicating with
the tarracen. Threw or four hundred students
and girls ean fnd places thore ata ploch. and
fter the commation the place was iinmedinte-
y erowded to overflowing.

d nt the hospital they were mat
with the announcement that the family of the
dead young man had not;et arrived. and that
the funeral was postponed until the following
dayr. The students immediatsly regarded this
nonouncement with suspicions of treachery on
the part of the authoritice, After assassinat-
jog one of their number the poliee were
going to ateal off with his body in the darke

ness ol the glzhl. Then the rumor started
that the body hnd alroady besn removed
and that they wers belng decelved, Imme-
