Tremendous Results Depend On

Pama, July 26.~Tromondous consaquences
are depending on to-morrow's netlon of the
Frensh Cablinot. The Noal decislon to bloek-
ade Slam will {u the present nspect of tho alt-
uation antail groator perils to the peace of the
Eastern world than any menaoo of the lust two
doendon. Thoe element of danger llos nlmont
solaly In the sudden insano c¢lnmor of the
Freneh peoplo for war, and in the fact that the
Government I8 in the hands of men unable to
resint or eontrol the storm thev themsslvea
ralsed

The oventa of the next saven days, I shaped
by the Frenech polley of the past week, will
bring a chorus of shrieks from the Parls preas
and boulevards demanding n declaration of
war agalost England. That deslre ls now
soarcely disguised. The Slamess Imbroglio
is considered by preas and publie solely In
the anti-English sspect. Tho Govornment is
belng hounded In every possible way to lnsult
and dely Great Britaln. England fortunately
i meoting the emergency in s most tolerant,
dispasslonate spirit.

The London despateh to Tue Sux four days
aga sald that both China and England would
protest against the enforcement of extreme
territorinl demands against Blam. Thers Ia
reason to believe that this bas now Lecn done
by buth countries, China expressed her views
to-day through her Chargd ' Aflalres to Minis-
ter Dovelle. Tho terms of tho mossage from
Pekin to the French Government are not
known, bat it s believed it still further de-
iayed the ofMeial notification to the nowers of
the blocksde, which has not yot been given in
spite of tho announevinent of an English news
agoney to the contrary. The attitude of Eng-
land {s not yet fully understood here, but the
reserved and rather ominous announcement
in the British House of Commons to-day iscon-
struod as Indicating active intervention, and it
has furtherinflamed popular fury. Diplomatists
foresce that England and China wi!l rofuse to
recognize the blockade If declnrod. This
course Is justified Ly intarnational law, which
does not require neutral natlons to recognize
a blocknde unlesa war is aetually declared.
‘War cannot be declared exeept by vote of Par-
llament.

Biamese commerce Is nlmost entirely In
British ships. 1f the French blockading force
firo on the British fMag, which is almost sure to
happon. thae shots would take m prominent
place In the world's history. It la not neoos-
sary to say more to emphasize the grave dan-
goers of the atinek of midsummer madness
with which Fraoes is suflering.

The dilemma of FPresidont Carnot and his
Cablnet is pitiable, They burned the bridges
whoen they rejocted Siam's humblo eoncessiona
as inadequute. They cannot now rotreat
without saerillclng their politieal fortunes in
tho next month's eleetions. Wil they risk in-
ealoulable porils for Franoe Ly persisting In
the present policy In obedience to the mad
popular behest? To-morrow, probably, the
diowill be cast.

A Cabinet Council was held to-day st Marly-
le-Rol, whore President Cardot {s temporarily
eojourning. M. Carnot presided over the do-
Hberations, which were entirely dovoted to the
Blameses question,

After the Council rose, n semi-ofMolal state-
ment of the proceedings was iwsued. This
statement was, that In econformity with the
unanimous vote of tho Henato and the Cham-
ber of Deputies the Government had taken
such measures to safeguard the Interests and
dignity of France as were conslilered from
Slam's reply to the French ultimatum to have
besn rendered nocessary.

The Chiinese Chargd d’Affalres ealled to-day
on M. Davalle, Minlster of Forelgn A ffalrs, and
expinined the Chinese Government's views of
the Franoo-Biamese dispute,

Evory village in the neighborhood wan eom=
plotely wrocked and in a villages on the op-
posito sido of the stream which divided it
from: the factory several hundrad housos wors
shattored. The total number of hounes de-
stroved Isapproximated at 400, and although
nofdea has been formed of the loss of life it
must b eonnlderablo.

The catastropho originated from n cook-
house near the magazine, which eaught flre
and rapldly spread to the powder house. On
hearing the explosfon the Inhabitants rushied
out In great alarm, and furthor proclaimed
the disaster by the hoating of gongs and
drumn, urging tho villagers to run Inte the
flelda for thelr lives. The mandarine wers
quiekly Informod. and troops waro sont for
A number of Chinese doetors and one Euro-

Mitohell's Bank Biggest in the List
of Yesterday's Failures

The owners of [ts securities should not sae=
rifico thelr holdings beoause of this step, The
names of the directorate of the Erle Company
aren suflclent guaranteo of the honest and
latelligent managemont of the Interosts come
mitted to thelr hands,

Tho order wae granted by Judes Lasombe
of the United States Clrsuit Court. The re
celvers’ bond was glven in $300,000 with D. 0.
Milla and J. Lowber Welah of Philadelphia as
suretion.

This Is the fourth time that the Erle Come
pany has been placed In the hands of ree
celvers. Tho event will hardly surprise Wall
street or the rallroad world, sinro every one
having to do with financial affalrs and the
transportation Industry has known for weoks
that the company was hard up. !

Its floating debt Is uaderstood to hie about
80,500,000, A large part of it consists of
loans secured by collateral made by large Ine
stitutlons, banke, and private bankers. Ik
also has outstanding s large amount of
paper givon for supplies nnd to meet obliga-
tions Incurred In operating the road. It Is
understood aleo that the company s In are
rears on n numbor of routine payments, such
as [ta pay rolle,

Tho abligations Inst named, or, rather, the
inability of the company to borrow money to
muet them, precipltatad the recelvershin™1I%
has been rumorad (n Wall strest for several
duys that a reoelvorship was Imminont, and
sharp declinos in the prices of all of the come
pany's socurities have, to an extent, corrobos
rated the reports.
