In which she complalnod ot pains la her
head nnd said she lood her children so denrly
that she could not leavo thorn behind her. Bho
also declared sho was afraid ot her husband
bocauso he acted so aueorly. Mrs. Horn's hus-

band Is a salesman In a coffoo houso In Duane
stroot Hor children wero by hor first husband.
William Waring, a diamond cutterof Hoboken.

During yesterday's proceeding Mrs. Korn,
drossod In black, sat bosldo her husband. Bhe
wopt continually.

Tho first witness against hor was hor little
son Edwin. Crying, ho told of hor giving htm
somo nasty tasting stuff which she said wns
medlctno, and subsequently shooting htm. Ho
also told of hor having preWously wandered
with him nnd his Ilttlo sister from place to
