Nover In tho history of
Colorndo have auch scoties hoen witnersod b=
fore. As Tast as one delogation of the unsm-
plored are fed and mont out of town another,
esaually as Iarge, arrives to take Ity place,
Camp Hellef was opened last Thursday morn-
{ng. and 500 men recelved brenkfinst; at noon
the number of hungry Increased toneatly a
thousand, and their hunger had scarcely baon
apponsed before a long line of Liall-famished
mon was forming for tho evoning meal

When it beeame apparont that there were In
the city sovernl thousand men out of work and
ont of moans to tny food, with tho eortalnty
that this number would ho augmented from
day to day by fresh arrivals from the mountain
camps, the dangor of riots, plllage, and possi-
bly bloodelied, ' aven to the horses’ bridles*
alarmed tha cltizens of Denver, and meetings
were hold to devise means for preventing
serious trouble, The Btate volunteered to
furnish from the mllitary stores temta and
tlankets, and Iiver Front Park woas secured
"an a suitablo plagoe for the establishnent of n
eamp for temporary rellol. The sum o $1.000
was st apert for the puchase of food and
supplles, to whioh was addeld the dona-
tions from private sources. The camp

The exodua from the oity graw rapidiv to
suoh proportions that the rallrend oMelnls bo-
gan to think "II'l’I' wanoroaity had been im-

anad upon, and the wid of the oMeors of the
aw was enlled In to proteat the yards. The

The news of the arrangements for tha
entortainment of the Ildle men reached all
parts of the State with amozing rurnl_ltr.

The sllver mines throughout the bhtato
were gradunlly eloslng down owling to the de-
allne in silver. and wher the crisia eame with
the nows of the clonlng of the Indin mints, the
lending mine ownors met in thia eity ani de-
olared thelr Intention to stop all operations

pride of Mr. Morton and tho admiration of
stock fanclers overywhers for years

More than 3,000 ehlckena were also burned,
and 4,000 oggs, 700 of which would have
hatehed out to-day, as wel' as nino farm
horses, Of the whole herd of imported Guern-
soya—100 In number—only ten were gotten out
of the burning bullding alive. Two of theso
died afterward. The eight that wero saved
were among the poorest in the herd, which
was valued at $75,000, and It will be almost
Impossible to replace many of the more val-
uable cowa.

Among tho best-known of the cows burned
were Passagire, May Bloasom, Belle of the
Hill. Bienfaitrice, Cream Horn, Lady Beautl-
ful, Margo, (iood Morning, Bella Luce, Diss 3,
and Chamolnesse. Of the bhulls there were
Midas, Bafeguard, and Young Acytle. Each
ona of these mentioned was worth a thonsand
dollars. Bome of thom were more valuable.

Mrs. Morton and her five daughters watchod
the destruction nnd aided tho men at work oc-
caslonally by suggestion.

Mr. Morton's farm conslsts of ahout
1.000 nores. It fronts on the Hudson
Hiver. and s the Ilargest single estate
on the line of the Central Railroad.
The ex-Vice-President's fine manaion ls on
the gouthern end of tha estate.overlooking the
finest part of the property. It is within sight
of the river and surrounded by broad lawans
The ono-half of the estate thutls within the
vilew of this house s magnificently Inid out. A
large purt of the remninder isn wildernoss,
intersected, howover, hy fine drives.

The barns and bulldings that wera burned
were about a nuarter of a mile from tho house
and were directly on the river front. The main
barn was a mammoth affair. It was bullt less
than n yearago to replacs the bullding that
was destro .3 by fire last July. That fire was
caused by lightaning. The new barn was be-
lioved to ‘invc heen the most costly and com-
plete in the United Staten

Belog the noweat. it eombined all the best
fentures of other famous baros hullt by rich
men, and it had many additional ones of its
own. The maln bullding was 207 fost lnng by U5
foot in width ind Hu feet In helght. with an L
Hi) feet lope by D2 witds® and DU fest high. The
structure included, besides three ton
slos, ench 47 foet deep, n tool and engine
room, grain bins, laborntory, bathing room,
and amplo hnllways no less than 120 ordinary
stnlls, and 4 box stadis on the first loor. In
the busement there wois the sawe number of

ranln room hind twaniy ear londs of
he esouth door looking wp theovweh
ho eentro of the hullding, was much Inrger
than would be nocessary to admit a freight
riin.  The bLarn waws ftted (o necommodnte
Gtk head of stoek, or 400 when ecrowded. anid
also to house all the grain, hay. and other
fesd that was needed.

Tho 114 cows that wore In the barn were nll
on the second or muin floor. They stoud in
twerows laving ench other and were loeked
In. There winsa wide fooding alley hetween
them. o Inr as hygiene and comfort wora
concerned, no poiot hiid been overlooked
the construction of this barn, There were box
veutilators that Insured pure air, nnd eara that
ran on suspended tracks  and by means of
which manure and everything unolean were
removed nstantly,

There were great troughs running along the
front of the wstalls, and a constunt supply of

ure water was kept running through thom.

hie Nrio-escnne device which was provided was
ahnpging chain. it was secured n sueh s
mannor above that the -lrnwin* of mloverlet
tdrop and the cow was free. The loft of the
barn. or the third floor, was n storuge rooni
for hay nnd feed. A sinek of hay, von=Isting o
more than 300 tons, had just been Iaid in.

Northeast of the barn wias & big honnery,
eapable of accommodating more than 5,000
