Tur svx's announerment of a jemsible agroe-
ment bstween Evgland and the United bStates
has been widely ddscunsed duriva the last two
daya It s, of course, wurmly welcomed by
the vimetalllsts, but no hint h e been given Ly
any membeor of the Governtsnt that such a
plan has been under consldesz.tion,

The commaoreinl effocts of the American
monetary strlogency are no less slgnilleant ln
Europe than the inanchd ¢ensenuences. There
bas beon o sharp falling of. withiu a few weeks
of the exports to Awerfen from all parts of
Europe. This will inevease for some time
longer. Orders for futwre shipments are being
cancelied in astonisburg quantities

Cn the other hand, there are signs of a great
Incronse In lmports of all kiuds (rom Amerion.
The prossure is so great that it may falrly be
said that Amorica is forcing the markets in
Euroue. The result, of courss, will bo an
enw mous halanes of trade in favor of Amerion,
80 that the present exports of gold to that
ecuntry will be continued, and more called for.

The commercial world is begloning to be af-
Tected Ly the Husso-German tarifl wor also,
Ameoricn will lose a great opportunity if she
doos not take full advantuge of this quarrel. It
fs & dispute which has nlready urrived at such
mn acuko stage that it Is ereatlng diplomatie-
a8 well ns commercinl, unensiness. The straln
Ia bedoming as great ns ties none too strong
<an bear,

Furopean diplomacy hos a great deal to
think about just now. Tho attitude of Great
Mritain Is gonerally rogarded ss having dls-
tinctly ehanged by reason of the Franco-
Blamese ineldent, An Invitation to-day from
Germany to join a delensive alllance woulil
not arcuse the popular protest in England
whioh compolled the Government to deny con-
sideration of a simllar auggestion from Prince
Blemarek fiftesn years ago. The belie! (s be-
ouming gonoral that the whole subject was
disoussed Informally durlng the Emperor's
wisitto Cowes lnnt waek. An attempt has been
‘mado the last day or two to offset tho effect of
these rumors on the Continent by the report
that Italy lntendsto withidraw from the Triple
Alllanco and to joln her forces with Russia's.
The story is hardly worth denying while
France continuea in her present tomper of
spoiline for a fight.

The whole European situation Is, In a cer-
taln mwnse, eritical. The prospect of closer
bonds hotwasn Great Britaln and Gormuny is
thereforo a weleomo sign of pescs. It would
moan an indeflnite pestponement of France's
dsarest hopes of rovenge. Whon the French

ople realize this, we may expecti m moro
sorious display of popular exasperation than
In tha recent Paris rlota.
