WAsniNriTON. Aug. 12. A. noteworthy sug-

gestion In the rocontly published report of the
West Point Hoard of Visitors Is that eaoh rear
two or more mombom of tho previous Board of
Visitors shall bo reappointed. It has nil along
beon ovldont that In tho lack of such an

for n comparison botwoon two suc-

cessive yoars, tho question ot Improvement or
dotorioration cannot bo v ory oxactly Judged by
the official visitors. Fach Hoard can give nn
opinion nB to tho nbsoluto condition of the
Military Academy, but It cannot very proclsoly
mark tho progress orrotrogrado of the twelve-
month, or perhnp9 toll what use 1ms been
mado of suggestions ot Um provloun Board.
A reappointment would also glvo tho Hoard
ono or two members whoso cxperionco of
what must bo dono during tho period i sported
oh could guide tho others nnd cnnbla them to
lay out their time to tho host advantage.

It would doubtless bo woll. as tho Hoard
that professors nnd Instructors

should havonn opportunity to visit othor In-

stitutions of learning, und oxiimlno their
mothods and appliances. Of tho many other
recommendations, porhnps ospoclal noto
houlil he imuloof thoso relating to ordnances
nnd artillery. This department of Instruction
is certainly important enough to command, in
such nn Institution, thn services of a full pro-

fessor, nnd there should nlso be, nt no distant
day. a supply at tho Acadomy of heavy ord-nnn-

of tlio best modern typos. Tho proposed
furnishing of models ot thu latost improve-
ments in ordnance Is a suggestion In tho same
useful direction.

Our rccommendntlon. which porlmps may
provoko a difference of opinion. Is that tho
numbor of the eadots should he Increased.
Tho ground taken Istlint "tho Acadomy should
bo required to nducuto ns many young mon as
Its capacity will justlly. Any policy which
falls to secure to the nation the full benefit ot
the Institution in the education or training ot
Its young men is neither economical norwlse."
Thero Is very little doubt that an Incroaso In
the number of cadets mlcht bo made without
Increasing tho presont corps of Instructors.
Tho class rooms. It would nppear. might nlso
accommodate more pupils. Hut so far ns tho
cxpenso goes, tho actual cost nt Instruction is
n matter ot less importanco than tho mainte-
nance of the cadets, and of eourso this would
lie an additional expense to tho full extent of
the number of cadets added.

That. too. Is not tho only consideration.
With the urmy organized as It now Is. tho Juno
graduates of thn Academy and tho commis-
sioning as Second I.ieiltonnnts of thoso en-
listed mcnwhopnssthero'iulrod examinations
aro quite onough to supply nil the annual
Mieancies in tho lowest grado of tho line. At
present a lew vacancies oxlst In tho infantry,
because so many additional Second Llouton-nut- s

nbovo the number roqulred hnvo been
assigned to tho other arms and to tlio engi-
neers: but It remains truo that the graduates
of each year and the Soeond Lieutenants pro-
moted from the ranks can supply the annual
vacancies. Might not on Incroaso of cadets
impair tho prospects of thoso roeommendod
for promotion from tho rnnks of getting n
commission unloss the systom of additional
Second Lieutenants should be enlarged '!

It would bo possible, of course, with larger
classes at West Point to dlschargo honorably,
for entrance upon civil life, the surplus cadets
of each graduating class. Indeed, the argu-
ment formrger classes Is based on tho theory
that it is wlso for tlio Government to educate
officers who, on nny sudden omergency. can
be culled into the service from civil life, into
which thoy may have onterod. When the civil
war broko out some of tho most famous of our
officers were thus recalled and put In com-
mand ot volunteers, after having left tho
army In tho dull tlmoa of peaco that succeeded
the campaigns in Mexico, Besides. It is urgeil
that with tlio new dutlos put upon the mili-
tary establishment thore is need or a greater
number of details of company officers, and
hence of more of these who begin ns addi-
tional Second Lieutenants. The duty ot
serving ns Indian Agents, created under n re-
cent act of Congress, nnd thn increase in the
numbor of ofllcers assigned as Instructors ot
military tactics in colleges are examples of
this kind.

It should bo notod. however, that one very
Important Increase in the number of endots Is
assurod by thenownppolntmentof representa-
tives In Congress, under tho lust census, which
calls for n corresponding increase in the num-
ber of cadetshlps ut tho Academy. In addition,
the new systom of examinations at different
points nnd chances in th times of appoint-
ments ought to Increase tho percentage ot
candidates and altornatos appearing for ad-
mittance. Perhaps it may be well to see how
these olomonts will hereafter affect the slzo of
the classes. On the other hand, should tho
pending schomos for reorganizing the artillery
nnd Infantry ho carried out In such a form as
to requiro a pormanent increase in the num-
ber ot officers. Congress probably would not
hesitate to enlarge tho forco of cadets at the
Military Academy.

It took patience, and when at 1 o'clock wo
stretched the bartender out tho hoys were
having nn elegant time.

plunged theprnloof Versailles. I tell you It
was. u sight woith seeing, Wo sat down and
cheered and swore like inadinoii. Tho towns-Peopl- e

who vvero up didn't dare to attsok us.
I heard nftcrtvatil that tho Irons of tho old
machine were found in tlm ruins.

"Daylight soboreil us a bit, 1 drovo to Lex-
ington, homo of tlio oilier boys rodo to near-
by towns and caught trains. At any rate, tho
Grand Jury mot tho next day, and not a mem-
ber of the engine company was In town.
When somo of them struggled buck later they
placed thu blame on rue. That'll why X don't
go to Versailles."
