He is sail to have torn duwn the
gas Nxtures in Walhalls Halland smashod the
mirror with u chalr, Ortfeld was held in de-
fault of $300 Lall to bLe tried utthe Snecial
Heasions for nssanlting Tollvoman Hogan with
a hrick.

Mokt of the men who wors fined declared
that they had ne money and were taken to the
eolls. Joseph Parondess. tho leader of the
Cloakmakers' Unlon, begged Justice Voorhia
to remit the Nnes, and when this was denled
ho went out to try to ralse the money. By noun
he had pald the fines of all but four of the men,
and at 4 o'clock In the nfternoon ho came back
with his pockets londed with dimes, hlckels,
end coppors. He suld he had pawnod many of
bin valusules, and had also recelved many oon-
tributions. The four men were released and
started down Fssex street. followed by 200
people.

Barondaas was greatly disgusted to learn
that Lippe, one of the prisoners for whom he
had worked mo hard, had $:46 in hls pocket.

FIRE TOLLOWED BY RIOT,

NEWIOWN CONSTARLES WOUND SEV-

ERAL OF THE MOR
They Tind Sacked a Haloon Whose Dwner
Mnd Hefueed Shelter (o Chlldren Injnred
in the Fire Which Rendered Twenty-two
Fomilles Homeless—Hrooklyn Police Une
willing to Ureas the Uliy Line to Give Ald,

Twenty-two [anillles wors made homeless
yestarday morning by a lire which totally de-
#stroyed moven framoe dwelllngs In Cooper
sirest. noar the elty line of Nrooklyn, and ren-
dered uninhnbitable nine others, while seven
parsons wero Injured by lumplog from win-
dows In order to eseapo.

Among the Injured were the four children of
Frank Liebler, who wore taken for tempornry
whaltar to the neighborlng saloon of Charles
F. Mosers, The saloon keeper, It s salil, re-
funed to sidmit them,

This aroused indlenntion, which despened
during tho day untll it culminated In a rlot In
tlie evening, In which Mavers's saloon was de-
molishied, after much of its contents had been
dustroyed.

The rioters wora only disporeed after soveral
had bron wounded Liy shota flred by deputy
sheriffs from Newtown. Tliere wns not muech
thought of nunishing Meyore for his alleged In-
humanity while tho fire was in progress, but
when It was over the Indignation against him
began to make iteall manifest.

During the aftornoon threata of lynehing
were heard among the men who had crowded
about tho rulns, and when night camo onan
angry mob numbering many hundreds gathe
ered nnd hittorly denounced thoe saloon keepor
for turning the injured Liebler ehildren from
his doora

The erowd Increased in size, and grow reat-
tess. It soon became worked up to a high
piteh of exeltement, and only needed a leador
to glve a slgna! whieh wonld result in hood-
shed. Little groups, eomposed of less than a
scora of men each. stéod around talking
exoitedly when darkness set ln.

Finally somo ono passed around word that
Moyors's houss was to be attacked. * Arm
yoursell for the battla," was the command
which tollowed. Then the little groups broko
up and the men ecomposin them  dis-
nppeared in nll direetions. When they re-
turned they were armed with axes, plstols.
elibs, nnd paving stones, and at hnlf pust U
thers was an angry army of nearly 1000
de!:Jmlnud men marching over the hills to-
wiard Meyers's saloon, =

Somie one ghouted, ' get a rope.” and at least
twenty mon .anas'gd.tha order. 'Then they bo-
gan singing ' Wo'll hang old Meyer on o
sour apple iree.”

The saloon keeper had Leen wnrrwd of the
approuch ol the mol. and had a horse and
wugon in readiness ut the rear of his plare 80
that he might make his eseapa The saloon is
just ncross the Lrooklyn eity line in Queen's
county, ‘

Qulekly barvine his doors and windows,
Moyars extinguished the lghts in the salonn,
ran Into the yard, sacaled a fenoe, got into thie
wagon, and hurriodly made his escapeto New-
town, 1f he huddeluyed one minute longer he
would not have been ablo to gol away, as the
mob surroundad the house, A bLig brawpy
fellow, who acted as the leader. shouted:

" If Mevers comes out shoot him down.™

* We will,'"" was the response,

Bome of the men carried torahes, and when
s suggestion was made to burn Mevers's
house, the erowd favored the Plea, and the
toreh bearars hurrlad to carry it out. An old
man samed Habler. who lives in n house ad-
iuiuin the saloon. beggod the mob to desist
hmnr.I drlng tho place, and lils appeal was

waded,

When within twenty feet of the saloon some
ope threw a paving stone through the piate
glass window. This was the signul for a gen-
eril attack, and, o minute Iater, a hundred

on ware tearing down the front of the build-
ng. The torch bearars were among the flrst
to got (naide. Then there was general havoo.
Barrels of whiskey were rolled into the strest
and boxes of clgars wers thrown out ar.ong
those who avuld not erowd into the place.

Everything in the raloon was demolished or
earried off. and then s visit was pald to the
galoon kesper's living apartments. The car-
}let.il were ripped up from the floors, look-

ng glasses, Lric-a-brac and pletures werc
smashed.

A search under talles and In closels was
made 'OL the saloon keeper by the men who
earried the ropes. "Then, when it was learned
that Mayors hnd made his escape, the moh
overturned the bar, sinashed open the leebox,
and earried out severnl smull casks of whiskoy
found in a storersom. .

To the mean time Meyors had driven to Now-
}a\m for sssistnnce, thoe Brooklyn police hav-
ng refused to go outside of the city limits, A
sqund of doputy sheriffa and constables ar-
rivod nt the saloon in time to see the lust of

AROUND FOR ALL TIIE PRISONERS,

Pollee Summoncd from Bostoa—Fiftesn Pris-
oners Gio (o the Mospitnl with Hraised
Meads from Clnbblag—0One Wounded—
Nevernl Scale the Walls and Esanpe,

Bosrox, Aug. 18.—=The Deer Ialand prinonera
hroke loose agaln to-day. Qulst was restored
by asqund of Boston blussonts, To-dight thero
are fifteen new lumates of the hospital nurs-
inig brulsed heads. Une prisoner was shot
while climbing over the fence in hls effort to
oseapn from the elubs of the police

There are mora than 1,200 prisoners on tha
Island, nenrly all of whom are serving short
torma for drunkenness, Others are paying the
penalty for petty thieving. The dining room
will accommodate only S, so It |s necossary
todivide the prisoners into four ganga. The
regulation Friday noon ropast Ix (lsh eliowder,
and to-dny’'s moal was propared accordingly.

Tho Hrst three gangs were sorved all right,
The fourth gang did not farae ns well ‘The
cooks saw that the chowder would not hiold
out, ko they ndded water in order Lo make up
the roquired quuntity. The prisoners didn't
say anythiog at first, but the wailers. who arae
thomeelves prisonera gave thom the tip as to
how the chowdoer had beon dostored.

Then there was n howl The prisoners
threw the chowder upon the tleor. Bupoerin.
tendent Gorrish was summoned to quoll tha
disturhuncs, o was grostod with o shower
of chowder and of red hot epithets.  1Te told
the men thers was no more chowder, and that
ho rould not help them any.  The men alse
kicked DLoecause the poratoes ware sl and
refusod to go to work until they recefvidl
proper fomd.  ‘This wans not fortheoning.

Tne men rushed into the yard, where tha
mnjority of the prisoners were drawn up in

e preparatory to marching to the shops, |

hurrindly told them of thasituntion, and irgnd
them to join in the strike. Thoss others nien
hind had good chowder and wara loath ta join
in the trouble, hut the strlkers were meinbers

of tho “stone gang'"” and were the tongl-
est  and  stropgeat  men  In the  plaise
When they undortook to  enforee  thudr

demands with ehalre, the others ylalidod, nud
the yard was fllad with a howling mob. 'The
