THE BKHRING AEA DFCISION,

Crpt. Fyans Says that Xt ts Practieally
Valuslesn to the United Staten.

WasnanGios, Aug 10" We got the hot end
of the stiok." remarked Capt, Hobley D, Evann,
Naval Sacestary of the Lighthouse Board, con-
eorning the racent decinion of the Dehring Hes
arbitration.

“On every contontion,” econtinued Capr,
Fynng, “the United States was beaten, with
the singie exception of the use of firearms In
enpturing seals, and on this polnt the reguia-
tlons prescribed aro mpracticable of enforoe-
ment, The sizxty-mila xono Hmit Is entirely
valueleas in a practical point of view. The re-
glonnround the Pribylov Ialandn la constantly
overhung with o dense fog, making nceurate
obrorvations almost limpossible. Weo will be
continually in diapute. In case n seleure I8
madn for violating the rogulations, ma to
vhiethor the distunce I8 sixty, seventy, or
orty milesn from the islandms, The entire
nnvy of the United thtﬂl} with the hnﬁ;

It Wil Photograph Stars of the Seventeenth
Magnliinde—=Reandy for Work.,

Oawpnipae, Aug. 18.—The condlitions have
not been good fur making practieal tests with
the bizg Bruce photographio telescope since
{ts compietion enrly in the weak, but the tests
thus far have proved very satisfactory. Tho
telescope has a foeal length of 11 feet 4 inches.
and an oljective of ahout 24 Inches. There
are four lenges, made of flint and erown glass
fmported from Yarin The front lens is 3N
inches thiek in tho centre and ’: inch
at the e¢dge. The front ilint ginss mens-
ures three-fourthe of an Ineh Iun the centra
and 230 Inches ot the cdge. The orown lens
in front weighs (4 pounds and the {lint lens 111
pounds. The back flint lens messures cight-
tenths of an inch In the centre and 2 inches on
the edge. This welgha BUN pounds. The
bark crown leus meanures 2% inches In the
centre and .7 Ineh at the edge. Thers is s
separation of 2% inchies Lstweoen the lous The
prism used In this telescopo 18 made of Aint
&lnss nnd §s 20 inches In diamoter. The thick
adge I8 LHY fpchos and the thin sdgo nine-
tenth inche. ltwalrhl 125 poungle.

This teleseope will photograph stars of the
soventeenth magnitude or greater. Mr. Clarke
Is nt work uinnn anathar hig telescope, which
it is thought will surpnss even the lruce
telegeopa,  This hns been provided by Mr,
Yorkes. a Chicago millionalre, and I intonded
for the new observatory which is Lo Lo eroctud
in connectlon with the Chicngo University, It
will have a foeus of sixty-three fect.
