LOSS OF THE TOWIffQ STEAMER DOR-

CAS AND THE ETTA STEWART.

A Riaaater Oar the Nova rieotlan Ceast la
Monday's Revere sic. Rodlra of the
Victims Pound on the Neighboring Cassai.

Ha 1,1 pa i, Aug 23. Tho steamer Dorcaa and
tho barge Etta Btowart have been lost.
with twenty-fou- r lives, and men have beer, sent
to Shut-I- n Island, forty miles from hare, to
soo what can bo done. The Doreaa. Cnpt.
Angu Ferguson, left Sydney. C. Ik. on Satur-
day last with a bargo In tow. both ooal laden.
They were lost late on Monday night. Th
Dorcas was built In 1888. and Is owned in thl
eltv Tho Stewart wa built In 1872. and Is
owned by the Dorcas's own. Tho bargo
enrriod a crow of eight, and tho Dorcas a crow
of ten. In addition, tho chief engineer ot
the steamer had his wife and four children on
board. Miss Sadie Musgravo of South Bay. C.

. was on the barge Stewart making the total
loss of life twenty-fou- r.

J. C. Botts of l'orter Lake arrived hero this
afternoon from tho sceno ot the wreck. He
says the wreckage was first discovered yester-
day on the shore at l'orter Lake. The sea
were running mountain high and the two ves-
sels wero fast breaking up. The body ot Cnpt.
Ferguson of the tug Herons was found about
a quarter o( a mil" to the westward on Half
Island beach. Both his tomplos wore brulsod
and his body badly Injured. His watch had
stopped at 2:10 o'clock. His romaln were
taken to Baern. Six or seven bodies were seen
floating in tho surf under tho bluff nt Halt
Island. Tho bodies will be rocoverod when
the tide goes out.

The bodies of Mrs. Honnia and her daugh-
ter aged 7 year, wero recovered early thl
morning nenr whoro Capt. Forguaon's body
was found. Her huaband was engineer of the
Dorcas and wns lost with the others. The
llannuu family had been at Sydney visiting
relet ivos and wero roturnlng home.

The schooner
Hydra. Chnrlottutown for Sydney, with mo-
lasses, sugar, and dried meats. Is at Auld's
Cove. C. I:., full of water, nnd likely to bo a
total loss. Ten small vessels are ashoro at
West Bay. near 1'arrsboro. The schooner
Narvo la a total loss at Sand I'oint and the
schoonor Mary Jano Is completely wrecked at
Big Pond.
