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Keep Your Charity nt Home!

Farmers' Alllancs lenders have lssued an
appoal to the *'farmers of the West," in
which they make these false and Inflamma-
tory statementa

* A ery of hunger And starvatlon comed up from the
heart of the great metropolis, New York. It comes
from ths Lhroats of tens of thousanda of Ameriean elth
sses who are without bread It asesmds 1o baaven
amid the noles of the oall board on the Stock Exohange,
and the jingling of gold on the wonay eounters of Wall
ptvest. Tt ia intennifed by the tears and moansaf
sarving mothers and famishing ehildren, men ars
Pecoming deaperate, aod ibe gaunt spectrs of famines
stalks abroad, nnhseded by those who have grown fat
¥y the plilage of labor and tha raviating of Industry.”

The social Incendlaries, accordlogly, beg
the farmers to send speedily eorn, wheat,
and potatoes to this eity in ordor that
*disorder and bloodshed may be averted.”
Though you yourselves are peor and mis-
erable, they say to the farmers, It I8 your
duty to endure further self-sacriflce for the
beneflt of those starving multitudos in New
York. *You must feed them!”

The ingentive for this nppeal has been
furnished by lylng aud eeditivus newspa-
pers, which have beon representing to the
country that this city is in analarming
state of destitution, and which have been
encouraging parades and angry demonstra-
tfons of the temporarily unemployed, and
othoerwise inclting the {dle, the viclous, and
the turbulent to sedition and riot. The tales
sbout starvation In New York, of which
these Farmors' Alliance demagogues hove
made such use, have boen manufactured by
tho Incendiary World more particularly, In
fts sordld and consclencoless efforts to gain
clreulation by etirring up the puor to en-
mity agalost the rich.

In order that tho farmors of the Wost
moay waste nelther thelr eympathy nor
thelr charity on New York, we ehall toll
them tho truth. Thero I8 no starvation
here. There Is no destitutlon which the
wast and varled system of charltles is not
capable of relleving. No man, woman,
or child In the town need go without
food becauso of any deflclency In such
provislona of plillanthropy. It may be
that many people are compelled to live
more sparingly now than when employ-
ment was more readlly obtaloable; but
they are mot starving. Nelther are they
paupers who would aceept charity from the
Weatern farmers, As o whole, they are ns
well off as those farmera thomselvea, They
may be ldle now, but they are Industrioua,
solf-reepecting, and eelf-supporting men
and women, whose labor will e required
Uy reviving enterprise In a short time., Up
to a very recent porlod thoy wers earning
good wages; and not many of them now
are absolutely without money.

It the Farmers' Alliance can discover any
easo of starvation or of destitution in New
York, it has only to report it to any one of
the many charitles or any one of the mul-
titude of benevolent individuals to obtain
fostant rellef for the suffering. So far from
paglecting opportunitiea for charity, New
York s ceaselessly hunting for them, Com-
potitive benevolent socleties are esger to
find them. Tho daoger {8 that In thelr
charitable zeal they may foster pauperiam,
rather than that they will pass by dlstresa.

In the crowded Jewlsh distriet in the
lower part of the town, are the most numer-
oiis lnstances of destitution; but the
Hebrew Ald Socloty has found no starva-
tion thoro. Even wlien the times were most
progperous, povorty was prevalent In that
quarter, The Jewish lmmigration has io-
¢rensold enormously of recent years, with
tho result that the domand for the
port of labor It [furnlshes Las been
muore than supplled. Those mlserable
creatures, the victhns of forelgn per-
pécution, have beon coming hither too fast.
In chief part they have congrognted In this
elty, nod there nre too many of them for
the work they are competent to do; but
such charlty ns they need at this time orat
sy other timo 18 always ready for them.
Tostead of too little, thore Is too much of
iy, with the consequence that tho spirit of
paupoerism Is cultivated and the stream of
pauporism {8 attracted hither,

Bo far, then, as New York 18 coneerned,
the Westeru farmers can keep their charity
to expond at home. This town I8 not suf-
fering from hunger. Nelthor s it hopeless
of attalnlng & higher dogres of prosperity
than provalle at this moment without over-
turning the organizatlon of soclety, It
knows that before long the wheels of entor-
prisé will bo turning as ewliftly and as
merrily as ever Lbefore,

Italy and ¥France.

Tho danger of war between France and
Ttaly, caused by tho masencre of Italian
workmen at Algues-Mortes and the repri-
pals on French resldonts In IHallan clties,
soems temporarily averted by expressions
of regret and promises of reparation op
the part of the respective Governments,
It 18 sald that the Itallan Minlster of
Forelgn Affairs hous fuformed the head
of the French Forelgn Oflico that, in view
of tho dismissal of the Mayor of Algues-
Mortes, Italy considors the incident as sat-
isfactorily closed, 1M, however, the resent-
ment of the Itallan pooplo at the slaughter
of thelr compatriots contluues to manifest
fteall in Insult and violence, the relations of
the two countries may again bo severcly
eirained; aud It §s therefore an loteresting

uestion whether, n the ovent of hostilitles,

taly could count on the asslstance of the
other membaors of the Triple Alllance.

The toxt of the treatles which deflne tho
reciprocal ubligations assumed by Germany,
Austria, and Italy has never been published,
nelther has thelr proclse purport boeu dis-
olosad on any trustworthy suthority., Fu.
ropsan newspapers have, however, been
allowed, without oMclal contradiction, to
digsseminaty the lmpression that the pro-
vislons of the Triple Alllance nre complex
and lntricate; the agreviment botween Ger-
many aud Austrin, for {nstance, differing
from that Letween Germany sud Italy,
which, agalu, Is sald not to e ldeotical with
thntentered loto betweon Italy snd Austria,
Tho belief has also been permitted to be-
eomo current that nons of the thres powaers
has o treaty right to couut upon the sup-
port of tho othor wwo in o wer whereln ft
las beou tho nggressor, The latter stipula-

tlon. however, oven I it exists, could
obviously Le  evaded, or literally ad-
hored to, according to the prepondr-

BUL Intescst of the wowent. Thes If the

Fronch Glovernment had shown an unwill-
ingness to punlsh the suthors of the mas-
ancro st Algues-Mortes, an outbreak of hos-
tilities could hardly have been prevented,
nnd vet. although the first overt act of war
might be chargeable to Italy, It conld be
falrly argued that the provoeation really
¢ame from France, Buppose, on the other
hand, that Rossia sbould notify Germany
and Austria that, It they Interposed on the
#lde of Italy In a war with France, the great
Northern Empire would endeavor to re-
store nn equilibrinm by espousing the
Fronch causo, In view of auch a warning,
wight not the Berlln and Vienna Govern-
ments deem It prudent to stand by the
lettor of thelr agreements and leave Italy
to face slogle-handed & confliet which she
Liad technoloally bogun ?

It the sole combatants wers France and
Italy, thers could bo scarcely any doubt
nbout the seue of the contest. Even If the
whole Itallan standing arwy, Including the
reserves, could be econcentrated in Pled-
mont and Lombardy, they would be out-
nutmbered more then two to one by the
French forces which might be arrayed
agalost them In that guarter. It s true
that the Itallan glde of tho Alplne frontier,
which stretches from Switzerland to the
Mediterranean, Is sald to be strongly
fortifled: but this advantage would
be more than compensated by the ace
knowledged superlority of the French
fn the matter of mobllization, Having
oneca reached the valloy of the Po,
they would Lave the preponderance, not
only In numbers, but in respect of military
efliclency. They are at least as good soldlers
ns the Austrians, who mades short work ot
the Itallans at Custozza In the war of 18068,
With the exception of the Pledmontess, the
Itallun rank and file have never in recent
times exhiblted remarkable military quali-
tles, although the Lombard levies under
Prince EvGENE BrRAUHARNAIS rendered
good service in the Napoleonle wars. We
suppose that nothing would more astonleh
military experts than an Itallan vietory
in & piteched battle with the French,
where the foices engaged were nearly
equal, As a matter of fact, however, the
Itallana would by no means Le able to
concentrate the whoalae of thelr standipg
army, including the reserves, In Lombardy.
A conslderable part of the effective land
forco would have to be detalled for the de-
fence of the warlous eeaports of the
penlosula against the French fleet, which
would have complote ascendancy at sea.
Bo far, then, as the outcome of any war can
be predicted, we may take for granted that,
in a contest llmlited to France and Italy, the
latter country would bé overrun, and, nn-
less eventually succored by the other cen-
tral powers, would be exposed to grlevous
gpollation and dismemberment.

But {f Germany and Austria would have
tocome forward In the end tosave from
ruln thelr nominal ally, a wise pollcy would,
It seems, dictate an earller interposition.
This |s why It {s generally belleved that,
whatever pretext for neutrality might have
been found In the letter of treaties and
whatoever threats might have been made by
Russla, the Berlin and Vienna Governments
would have felt constralned to slde with
Italy, had the Algues-Mortes lncldent occa-
sloned war. The exlating balance of power
in Europe would be serlously disturbed if
any of the members of the Triple Alllance
were to be dismembered or materially
weakened, In a word, the practical out-
come of the present state of things on the
Continent (8 that war anywhere would mean
waor everywhere,

Poasibly Brapdy DBrook s not the bost
tower of vantage from which to get a bird's-
6y view of the conditlon of manufectures
and trade; and If thelron foundries in Clin-
ton county are uncasy, the butter and po-
tato lodustry still survives, But supposs
that the Clinton county Republlcans are
right In thelr mournful review of broken
business and Idle workmen; and suppose
that the fear of the destruction of she pro-
toctive tarill Is the cause thereof. What
thea? 1s a baker's demen of Baraneo
bawbncks to question the wisdom of thelir
rilers, and the rulers of all of  us,
the Awerican people? The people were
Luid sgaln snl agaip last year, thot Indus-
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trial depression or ruin would be the con«
sequenee of the polioy to which the Democ-
racy was committed, The people pald no
attention to these predictions. They were
not to be trightened from thelr deliberate
and settled purpose, They wanted pro-
teotion killed. They wanted a constitu-
tional tariff. It must be suppossd that
they welghed the coat and all the conso-
quonces, The durgeon's knlfe hurta, bat
we submit to {t in the hope and for the sake
of health and long life afterward.

The disturbancos and nncertalutios en-
talled by the full of an industrial poliey
puraied for a gemeration, mist be acute
and sovere, Many disasters and much suf-
fering may attend that fall. They are not
to be counted: for (u the first place, the
vindieation of the Constitution is nan
achlevement of ipestlmable value, and
in the second place, the advocatea of
the tariff for revenue only have told ws
for years that prosperity and plenty are
gure to come from a tari for revenue
only. If any man deems himself Injured
Ly the prospect of the change soon to be
made, he will more approve hls wisdom by
walting until the genlal effects of the
change have touched him for the better;
nor shiould the Republicans of Clinton coun-
ty let tHemaelves be known as Republioans
for croaking only.

No Favorittsm in Federal Taxatlon.

The Boaton Jouwrnal pretends to believe
that the appolntment of the Hon. WiLLIAM
L. Wirson as Chalrman of the Ways and
Means Committee {8 & humiliation to
the New England, and especlally to the
Massachusetta Democrats, Mr. Winsox
opposed or delayed tho billa for free coal
and free lron lntroduced Into the Flfty-
second Congresa by the Hon. JoEN FoR-
HESTER ANDREW of Mussachusetts. The
free conl and free Iron bills were supposed
to bo In the luterest of the New England
{ron manufacturers. Upon thle ground the
Journal bullds the surprising assertion that
“if the Administration were deliberately
peeking to chagrin and humiliate the New
Euxland Democracy. It eould not do so bet-
ter than by placing this marplot [Mr,
Wirsox) {u the Chairmanship of the Waya
and Means Committes."

This 18 mers petulance and blle, Mr.
WiLsoy showed that he was an Intelligent
and conslstent supporter of a tariff for
revenues only, by opposing measures for the
speclal benofit of a class. Before the tarifl
for revenue only had been ralsed to the
rank of the constitutlonal tarllf, he stood
in the way of the greed of the New Eng-
land manufacturera for speclal legislation;
and this fact Is an earnest of his adherence
to constitutional tariff principles in the
high place to which he has just been called.
A free llst s a8 bad as a bounty. Both are
forms of that vrobbery of the great
wnanjority of the Amerilean people for
the beneflt of the few, which the Demo-
cratie party Is commissloned to stop. The
remigslon of taxes for the benefit of manu-
facturers is even worse than the lmposition
of taxes for the same purpose, because there
Is some revenus lna protective tax, wherens
afroe llst Is & total denlal and violation
of the constitutional prinelpleof taxation.

The Hoston Joeurnal and the New England
manufacturers should understand that the
polloy of favoritisin and class leglslation
has expired. The Ways aud Means Com-
mittee is bound to root out tariff robbery
and to vindicate the Constitution.

“Firat; A suMelont volume of currenoy at all times,
Gtate and uatioual, on practically & specle basls, guar-
antosd also by publie houor, with whicrh te transact
the growing and ding busl develop of
the country.

“Hecondly: The absolute denlal and destruction of
all power in the bands of lodividuals, corporations, or
syndioatens to cause fuctoations o amount of the dif
farsnt curromcion In clroulation, thus rendering patlos
and busl dintreas Ie fur the future.

*Thirdly: Every dollar In ciroulation, whether gold
or allver, Siate bank paper, or United Sinten notes, on &
strict parity and Interchangeable with every other
dollar, thus securiog 1o the paople the Lenefits and ad
vantages of both & Hiale currency and & national ene-
rency, cirenlating lo harmony snd aniformity, and
parforming all the functions of money at home and
abrond,

* Fourthly: Tobesettlement of the vexed question of
sliver money at euce and forsver by authorleing It to
form {1a portion of the spscie basls requlred by the
Conatitution for every chartered baok 18 the UCnion:
Ly recoguiring it whan defining the powers of the
Bistes to miake legal tender woney, thos making the
use of milver, coined Into money, as linperative as it
will be uneful to the great body of the peopis

“Finbly: The totul aud complete overthrow of the
dangerous centralizatien of the money powsr pow ex-
isting st & few mouey centres snd in the bauds of &
tew individoals, by giviog to the people of the Hiatos
the right of home rule on the subjeat of money, and
therely securing to them & rellable non-fuctusting
howe clreulation "

How these results are to be attalned Mr.
Yoorarks does not explalo; and hereln he
deprives the world of an lmmense boou.
We all, without distinetion of party or
finnnclal theorles, want everything that ho
says he wants, and would be very glad
to be taugit how to get It. We would
like: 1, plenty of sound money; 2,
the nbollshment of panles; 8, the
parity of evary dollar of our money with
every other dollar; 4, the sottlomont of the
silver question; and, 6, the overthrow of
the dangerous centralization of the money
power, whatever that may be. Tho troubls
Is: 1, to define whot would be a sufMelent
volume of woney; 2, toprovent lndividuale,
corporstions, and syndleates from causing
fluctuations in that volume; 8, to keep
our numerous kinds of mooney at par
with ench other ln the fuce of fluctuations
in demwand aud supply; 4, to make peoplo
accept sllver who are not willing to acoept it
now; and 5 to endow the people of the sey-
ernl Stutes with that financlal wisdom
which s now wasutiog In the people of the
whole United States,

Although we conld rearcely imagine aoy-
thivg seemingly more ungraclons, we must
rejoles at the failure of the two new yachts
80 patriotically and generously bullt by the
wallant tars of Boston and Its provinces,
thie Jublles and the Pligrim. The myth
that began to be whinpered sround
aftor the four sloop wonders of this year
bad taken to the water, that, fast ns the
Colonia and Vigilant from hereabouts tnight.
be, the two fin-keels from the other slde
of Cape Cod would make tubs of
them, and that of the two fins the
Pligrim wns an unapproschable ghoat,
was happlly dissipated by the Vigllant
leaving the Pllgrim behind on Tuesday like
the forsaken offspring of an unhappy union.

Bclence knows no prejudice, vet whers
ls the true yachtsman who will not in
his heart rejoice that such a monstrous
eccentricity as the Pligrim, n pleasure
yacht drawlng twenty-two foet of water
and prohibitory of the thought of* ocenn
voyages, fit or at least Intended for speed
alone, turns vut to be not the highest type
of raclog vacht after all? Such a boat,
It triumphant, would have created an
impassable division between racing and
cruising yachts, and the grand sport of
racing would have suffered accordingly.
We should rather see the noble class of cup
defenders corrupted by the extreme forms
and boy's-play customs of the twenty-eight
foot eandbaggers, or the Delaware Bay
Hike-overs, than a model of an outrigger
raclng shell mounted on o glgantic koife-
board become the champlon yacht.

Too much eannot be safd In appreelation
of the gentlemen who have made thls ex-
periment. They have given thelr money
freely for a result against which thelr
every Instinet must have rebelled. Inthe
desire to keep the Amerlca’s Cup American,
they bravely proceoded to bulld boats that
none of them could have lUked or wanted,
We salute the Massachusetts yachts-
men with the highest admiration, and
we tip our beaver to Gen, PAINE es-
peclally as the Dean and Boss among
our sallormen wherever found. But our
happiness at the beautiful and staggering-
rigged Vigllant's proof of superiority, as-
suming It to Lbe proved, Is swelled by the
convletion that in thelr hearts they are
glad with us.

In the able and courageous speech which
the Hon. FraxNkrnix BanTretr made on Mon-
day, In the House of Representatives, In favor

*“ Lot me wes how this system woold eperate even
with the mioer, who, at ths end of bls wesk's work,
when be, the creditur, appeared for his wages bafore
his employer, Lin debler, sbould be told, If pot In
worde lu sutstance, “Here, take your pay in this sil-
ver whiok is worth lo purclinslog powér 00 per cont, of
golde Take it becauwa I am yeur delior for your Iabuor,
and to wme belougs the choles of wode of payment. 1
know that the purchasing power of curcnrtency Nas
Beon mo wealed down that you cannet now buy haif the
food and drink and clothing for the samis nominal
ampunt of wayes, and ilist your wifeand chilidren are on
tho verge of siarvation, but remember that vou nre a
wage aarmer, and that wages are Lthe Iast thingtoad
vance, slthongh ths cost of living has been much
etiianced. Do mot comniain, for the grest esuse of
free colnags has trinmphed * ¥

Mr. Bantiett closed his Apeach with this
admirable sentiment:

*The gontleman from Colorado seka: Can you afford
to vole to increass the valuoe of the dollar t I muswar:
We do not vute to Incrense 1ts valoe; but we vots not
1o degr or aepreciate (t. We can never affurd to do
thiat whit s wrong: we can always afford to do that
which 1s right.”

We had understood that the projectod tranas-
Pacifi¢ enble would termlonte onthe American
slde at Han Franclsco, not at Yancouver. We
are aware thut the lritlsh compapy has sur-
veyed o line to the Canadian port of Vancou-
ver, but why should ite western end be there,
when all the advantages are with San Fran-
elsco? Over 1,000 miles of cable will Ls saved
by preferring the American to the Canadiun
tarminus, and It Is certaln thot s great part
of the business of the llne will be American.

Weshall yet have an American cable from
Ban Franviseo to Honglulu, The distance be-
tween the two polote, in s direct line, Is hut
little more than 2000 milox. We shall need
it both for commercinl and for defeusive
uses. The anoexation of Hawall and the
enlargement of our relatlons therewlth, will
mike the noed of It lmperative. The but-
tom of that part of the 'acifio Iying betweun
the islands and our western const lins been
surviyed under Amerloan authorlty: and,
though there are mountalns and other obstrue-
tions in the way, the surveyors have made ro-
port that & kood bed for the cablo cun be ob-
tained. The American line is very sure to be
laid yet by an Amerloan company; and there
tw reason to bellove that the Une will prove
profituble ns a business Investment, and very
advantageouns to the United Btates as a naval
nod commoreial power In the Paciflc,

The wost prowising plece of naws we
have got from Braeil sluce the foundiog of the
republie is that the Military Club of Rio de
Juuciro hus resolved to discourage the pro-
sumption of army oMeers In politles. It
woull ecertalnly be to the advantage of
Brazil if this disoouragement ecould be
made effective. It has beon the curse
of that ecountry oo of wll other Houth
Ameriean countries, aod also of Contral Amerl-
can countrios, that their political fortunes have
bern under the control of milltary loaders, am-
litlous Marshals, or Genoerals, or Colonasls.

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. - POLITICAL MOVEMENTS IN CURA OF INTERESY 0 COLORED FPREOPLI

Conservatives and Antonomists or Liberals
~CUheokn to Fres Npesch,

Havama, Aug, 14 ~Broadly speaking. thore
are two politienl partios In the lsland of Cuba:
the Constitutional Unfon and the Autono-
mist party. The former is a distinctivaly
HBpnnlsh organization, conservative in fts
methods and loyal to Bpanish rule: or rather
blindly and stubbornly In favor of Spantah mis-
rule. To this party belong the heads of
Hpanish commersial housen and some clieap
Citban aristocrats, whose titles date minco the
Inte war (1878), and Are the price of thelr in-
differsnes to thelr eountry's indepondence.

Among the Autonomists are ranged the
Iriends of Cuba, aud all who ontertnin liberal
viows witli rogard to the solony's rights. Many
Epanlarda belong to this party who for-
morly woere nMilated to the Constitutional
Union. It Iately acqulred great prominence
whon, durlng the uunsetiled perlod fmma-
diately suecooding the Bartorius uprising,
the Autonomlst parly declared iteslf agalnst
the crazy venturo and urged the poople to
strletly refraln from alding that abortive
movement which was doomed to apesdy eol-
Iapee, Time verifled the polltical ncumen of
its lendors, and the people of Cubin have, as It
wors, minifested new Interost and Inerensed
faith In them. The Autonomist party has
passed thrtiugh alterunte perlods of Inactivity
anid Influenos, and even through a serlos of
names: buat for srorme years past It has been
the volee of Cuba within the Bpanish counell
halls. Its constitution I8 necessarily narrow
and its domands not excessive; nothing else
would be tolernted by the existing laws gov-
erning the lsland, and it Is an open seoret that
muny of ita ohlef men hold bolder views than
the polley of the party will permit them to
utter; but It cannot be sainsald thut Inite
mnke are found (Cuba's best orators, her ripest
scholars, and most succensful merchants,

The Constitutional Unlon of late has been
undergoing u change, and. in fmitatlon of
French politleal nomenclature, it 15 now di-
vided Into Dwrechistas (the right wing) and
Irgrievdintas  ithe lelt wing!. The former
represent the ultra-conservative element, aud
have lately been manifesting groat opposition
to Hefior Maura's projected coloninl reforms,
thotuth 1t {8 by no means eertain that the
Coloninl Minlstor's gool promisos will ever
materialize. Indeed, n Bpanish Minister may
bLe deflned an & mixture, eqyal parts, of good
Intentlons and lberal promisca. The prom-
{sos servo to 01l vut his torm of office, nnd the
good Intentions go to pave a populous reglon,
whose temperature Is reported to be high,

Outslde of these two parties there are a num-
ber of well-known persons who,though they be-
long toneither of them, yet whonslections coma,
their approval or dissent from cither organi-
eatlon is reflocted ln the votea east. There Is
stlll apother group of distinguished Cubans,
whoso {ilens are too radleal to be countalned
within the purty's platform, but whose influ-
ence is exercised nygalnst tho typlcal Spanish
organization. These wen have the advantage
ol being eloquent orators nod Aplshed writers,
and thelr familiarity with the historieal prob-
lems of thelr conntry gives to their utterances
n cogency and force that are irrcalstible.
Moreover, these men own newspapors, and
henee find no difleulty in bringing belore the

public what timid journals would, perhaps, not

dare to publish,

The labor of this group has not been In valn,
and to thelr persistent propaganda, perhaps,
niay be traced the disruption of the constitu-
tional party Into two wings, and the further
subdivision of the lelt wing Into two parts.
Withiu the past fortnight o third party, sprung
from tho conservative ranks, has come Into
existence; and its début has been so startling
and [ts tone so bold that it may be sald to
bave jumped, fully matured and In complete
steel, Into Cuba’s pollueal arens, as did Mi-
nerva from Jupiter's head.

Hafior Don Pedro Gonedlez Lloronte scemsto
be the leadiog spirit of the new party, which is
called "the Heform Circla” In his address on
the night of Its Inauguration he boldly pro-
clalmod that the party was formed to securs for
Cuba her rights; that the thme for prevariention
and hollow promises was past, and thatshould
theSpanlsh Government place any obstaclesto
thwart the reulization of the Colonial M‘insn-
tor's good promlises, the country would he
foreed into o dosperate strugkle; and though
he had grown gray in the service of the Span-
1ol flag, which he stlll loved and revered, he
did not hesltute to doclare he would be found
on the slde of justice when tha hour came, und
would join the Cubnns in thelr demand for
thoeir innllenable rights even if the path led to
the hloedy chasm of war.

The nudlence was wonder-struck for a mo-
mont; then an uncontrollahle wave of enthu-
sianm swopt through the hall. Tho newspu-
pers teems with opinlons on Seflor lLlorente's
aldress, The Cubun pavers hail the words
with enthusinswm, and protest they were ut-
torod, notas n threar, Lut as the key to the
situntion, The Spanish journais, however,
bulld o great many objections to the Colonial
Minister's reform measures upon this addross,
saying that libartles granted now will serve to
puve the way for bolder demands and will in
the end woaken Bpnin's power nnd help to
wooure Cube's In-lm-nfn enoe.

Tho tone of Heflur Llorente's nddress s the
more remarkable, bevausw durlng the Cuban
revolition ho was President of the Municlpal
Counell, and he has always boeen associated
with the most pronounced Spanish element.

moved from ofMee by ordorof the home oy
ernment. The Governor of the colony at this
time Is a popular Irlshman, Bir Alfrved Mo
loney, who is assisted In hila datles by n legin-
latlve councll, of which Mr. Currie is o
member.

The eduoational aystem meets the wanta of
the inhabitanta, There are now about forty
schools, for the malntenanos of which the
colonlal Government mukes ap snnual grant
of $12,000, There are churohes of nll ereeils,

The population of the colony is 32,000: its
aren is 7,002 snunre milos; its annusl vxporis
are over $2,000,000, and Its Imrur:n aro nearlr
85 largo; ta debt Is vory small. The port of
the city of Hellze is exoellent.

Mr. Currle spoke of the fact that British
Honduras I8 always In a state of Taaoa whila
tha ndfllt'url.t indepondent rapublio of Hon-
duras, like nll the other republics of Ceritrul
Amerlen.
