WOMEN IN Tne U, M. TREASURY.

Thelr Efficient Work as Clerks, Acconnt
ants, nnd Counterfeit Detectors.

A littls over thirty years ago not one woman
was employed in the United States Treasnry.
To-day thore are 1,000 women on the roll.
Thoen tion. Spinner was Treasurer. He had
been & hanker. and na sitch had discovered
that his daughtor conld trim tank notes bel-
tar than theclorkscould. He accordingly suk-
gosted to Gov. Chase, thon Socretary of the
Treasury, that n woman ho nllowed totry her
hand at the Government's shonra.

He seloctod Miss Jennie Douglans, who was
both brawny and bright, and gave hern palr
of shears that would eut the length of & shout
witha blow. One day's work settied it, ani the
male clerks employed in elipping bank notes
gave place to women. With this success to
encourige hilm Gen, Spinner. in Uctobor, THIEL
secured the nomination of seven wonien as
monoy counters. Two of these arn athll om-
ployed In the Trensury. The womcen detectors
of burnt and ecunterfoit money nro elalmeod to
be the most expert in the world. Thatis the
unquestioned reputation of Mrs. W. A, Loon-
ard and Mrs, £ G. Brown.

According to phrenologista, form, eolor, and
dlstanca ars strongly developed in Mrs.
Loonard. The record shows that this un-
rivalled counterfeit dotector handled in three
yoars $2,000,000,000, Inone day no loss than
$12,000,000 passed through her hands. From
$200,000 to $400,000 s the dally nverage.
Although Mre. Leonard has beon married a
ascond time during her Treasury service, she
was not allowed to renign, becnuse she wus
conslidered " Invalunble.”

Brown's infallibility muy ba Juilgad
from the fact thut, during Ner whole thirt
youra uf rervice, she hns had to refund only 25
centa. Hor work is the most interesting In tho
redemption division. All mutilated bunk notes
nre sont to the Treasury necompanied by n
vouehier, deawn up hy & notary, certilylng how
the money was tnjured. Nolesa burned to n
erlsp. notes thit have besn partly di oxted hy
animnls, monoy thnt has been shawad into hits
by mice, rotted by Jdamp, or turnwd into pulp
by water, nll pass through Mrs rown's
hands. 1f thers isanything leit to identily
she {8 sure to succerid.

By moana of n pires of glass the size of a
bank note, marked into twenty-four squaros.
the face of the bill is determined. If sixteon
of these aquares can be covered by tho muti-
lated bill the wholn value (s paid: Il less than
sixteen snd more than twelve, half the value:
it lers tnue twelve. it is rejected entirely.
Twonty-two dollars found in tho nest of a
mouse were recently sent to the Treasury in o
condltion that detied recognition by the nakod
eye. ra. Brown went to work with a micro-
scope, and patiently surted out the whole
amount.

She koeps the payrolls of the
navy, or work necessitates the reducing of
avery variety of forelgn money to our vilues
For thirty vears Miss Stoper has occunlad al-
most the same desk room, and many o tima
has she hearl *hoelers” oustod with sinall
ceremony when thsy came teurge tho Tronsir-
er to dischinrgo her to mako room for a voter.
