Nearly
svery wembor of the House has appeared in
pieligh ralment,  Home of the combatants,
lika Hartor, and Tom Johnson, wore
dressald evquisitety In white, Others, llke
fiwnd Tom leed, and John Allen of Missis-
siptl bave eotered the lists In working cos-
tume. Alon and Dland wore alpnea econts,
whita shiirta, and blaek trousers. Tom leed
was arrarid in white Kentueky tow from head
to foot. There was a medium between theso
gentlemen and tho exquisites. It wns repre-
pented Uy Jullus Cesar Durrows, Col John R,
Yellows, Willlam Le Wilson, and others. Tley
wore check sulta, waistovats and all,

The gallerles were aslght to bohwld. They
were filed with ladles, most of them arraved
fn whits and without hats, A few who wore
red and Mlue costumes presented marked con-
traste. Morning, afternoon, and night thelr
faps wora in motion, Some levelled opera
glanses and othors held lorgnettes. When
prosy speeches were belng read many of them
diseppreared from the gallories, but whoen some
knight of renown enterad the lata with polsed
lanee they tluttersd back and alighted in the
gallery senta like & flock of birda

Nor wero those the only ones who floo ked to
the llouse to hear the groatost dabate in a
quarter of n contury. Beecretariss Carlisle and
Herbert and Viee-Prosident Stovenson ap-
peared upon the floor. Benators came [nto
the llcuse whon the fght was waxing (ts
hottast, nud there was many an old warrior
upon the floor whose voice had awakened
echees o the chamber in years past. Among
them wera gnllant Ben Butterworth. sturdy
Hen Lo Fevre, princely Thomas M. Unyne,
chisalele Floyd King, grave Silas Hare, and
quaint Tim Tarsnoy.

It was o flght well worth mssing. There wan
arattle of musketry along the whole line, with
occasional reports from Immense slegs guns,
Then therewere bugle calls, cavalry charges,
and many & movement en echelon,

Tho real fght began with the last wesk of
the debate. ln the two days preceding this
time. Dr. Thomas Dunn English, the author
of “Ben Bolt,” had stirred the House with old-
time Jorsey eloguence. Followlng hlm camethe
eulturs of the old Bay Btate, In the person of
the ltev. Dr. Willlam Everett, son of Edward
Everett. His speoch maintalned the reputa-
tion of his lllustrious father. Next came Jerry
Bimpson, bland, earnest, and persausive. No
one would evor dream, to hear him talk, that
he had ever been before the mast on the great
Inkes.

On Baturday, the 10th, Gov. MeCrenry of
Eentucky opened the debato. As he wass
dolegata to the International Monotary Con-
forence, his remarks were heard with mueh
interest. He speaks with the dellberation of a
Prosiding Elder. He stood boldly by the Pres-
ident, to the evident chagrin of the sllver men.
Indeed, Mr. Ellls, ona of his colleaguca, In-
censed by his attitude. made a savagoe but fnef-
fectual assault upon him not long afterward.
Gen. Catohings of Miasissippl followed fna
ealm, dispassionate speech on the same elde
of the question. Georgin's volee, through Le-
onidas F. Livingston, next awoke the echoes
on behalf of the sllver men. His fight with
Hoke Smith over a Georgla Post Offico was
mothing compared with hils light for free ailver.

On Monday the ight reopened with renewed
vigor. Mr. Cooper of Indlana, & thin gentlo-
man with Andrew Jackeon halr. foreshad-
owed the attitude of Benator Yoorhees and the
majority of the Indlana delogation. It waa
Cooper who hung so persistently upon the
flank of Comomlissloner llaum in the last two
Congressos. He stood unfllnchingly by the
recommendations of the President. He wus
followed by Lewls Sperry, who made aspecoh
#o roplote with logio that ft cughtto make him
the next Democratio candidate for Governor
in Connectiout. Nicholas Cox of Tonnessoe
then drew his broadsword on behalf of free sil-
ver. It was a trenchant blade, and did good
pervice. At nlght Franklin Bartlott of New
York made his maiden spesch—a really fine
effort—one which drew warm encomiums from
the anti-silver leaders on the floor. He was
fllowed by Mr. Btockdale of Mississippl
whoso nssault upon the New England and New
York Democraoy led to an animated scene two
daye afterward

On Tussday tall Bynum of Indiana appeared
fothe arena. He hewed to the line, and the
ehips flew right merrily. One of them evi-
dently hit Lafe FPence of Golorado, who re-
turned the compliment In a dellclous way a
day or two afterward. Another feature of the
debate was the speech of Mr. Hepburn of lowa,
It bad & olear silver ring, and gave great sat-
isfaction to Mr. Bland and his leutenants.
Gov, Gear of Jowa took the other side. The
Attitade of these two gentlemen is Interesting,
in vlow of the fact that both are candldates for
the United States Senate. As good a speech
as bas been made en the Kepublican side
eame soon  afterward from the lips of
Mr. Hopkins of Illinuls. At night Judge
Do Furest of Connecticut made a short, couoise,
aad convinelng argument for uneconditional

Foreul. It woasa fiue effort, one worthy of his
reputation, The speech of the evenlng. how-
over, “Mt! stof Jack Williams of Missiasippl.
Helsn youtg pontieman as thin asa telegraph
Wire aud cqunlly electrie. His flow of langunge
Ie lmmense, unl ut timos he hasa power of
condeusation riroly equalledl on the Noor
Thoro is & vein of humer about him that will
bring him o host of listenors when he next
tuken the floor. lio Is a new member, and this
Ls bis firstnppearance lu political life,

Wednooday was Now York's day. She went
to tho front right gallantly, with Ashbel I,
Fiten tn tho lead, He was supoorted by Jamos
W. Covert, Willlam Iyan, and the mombor
from the Eleventh district. The assault of Mr,
Btockdale of Misslsippl was repelled, and tha
Fecommendation of the President vigorously
Sustalued, I'ut these were mnot the only
Speonhios that sttracted attentlon, Mr. Dalzell
of Pennsylvania madea magnilicent Argument,

aud Mr. Cannon of Ilinols oponed up In his
Old style, thrashing the Vemoeracy right nud
lolt, wud endiug by Barying that he would go
bungry before he would dine atthe Domu-
Oratie tabile. Mr. Walkor of Mussnchusotts also
Biade s oharnotoristie speoch, withiout nppenr-
Ing in lis edirt sleoves. Jomes G, Maguire, n
Banlienelseo Demoorat, dashed Intothearena
With Mr. Bell of Colorado, und shiowered the
House with silver dullars.

Barnes Compton of Marylnnd, Benator Gor- |
man's lloutenant, likewlss made a charge
uponh the aflver lines It was done with
the stendinsss of a Democratio vet-
eran, and it brought down the House
Hornando De Boto Money of Misslssippl
replied to Gen. Catehings on behalf of free gll-
vor, and Mr. Boringoer of 1llinols entered the
lista. e supported the Presldent's proposi-
tion In & carstully prepared speech. Keoplng
toueh with sliver, hs opposed n gold standard.
Giap. Blokles spoke of the “admirable exampls
of Proaldent Cloveland,” and supported
hoartily his recommenidation. A fine spsech
was also made by Beremo IL Iayne of Now
York. DPoyne is always a good spoaker,
but he mnevor appoared In better form.
Ha was warmly congratulatod. A fine
speceh also wam  that made by Gen.
Brawloy of Charleston, 8. 0 In plain
words, woven Into aconvinring argument; he
took his stand at the sido of the great Demo-
oratio leador in tho White House, His porora-
tion was a tribute to that leader, so cloguently
oxpressnd that the Housa broke Into long and
continued applausa. Clifton N Dreckinridge
followed on tho sama line, delivering a epecch
worthy of his father's mon. Jacob A. Gelssen-
hainer wound up the afternoon with an as-
sault on the silver line. As Mr. Gelasenhainer
may bo the next Governor of the Btate of New
Jerscy Lis colleagues. listened with mueh In-
terest.

The battle of the glants oeourred on Batur-
dav. All other Nghts wers preliminary skir-
mishen, It was generally understood that the
leaders on both eldes would eross blades on
the last day of the debato. Long belore 10
o'clock the ladloa swarmed to tho gallerien
Thoso rosorved for the diplomatio corps and
the President wore filled with brilllant gather-
ings. Intense {ntorest was manifested. It
was gonerally understood that Tom Reed
would open the debate. Fome disappolnt-
moent  was  manfilestod when a courtly
and handsome gentloman from Alabama
took the foor. He was Ilehard I
Clorke of Mobilee The disappolntment
consed when lie bogat to make an Admilntstra-
tion spoeeh. Ho has o flne prosence, a good
volee, and an oapy flow of argument. Hlis
sprech was terse and to the polnt. But whon
Tom Ileed rose In hisusun! alslo and began
his argument in his drawllng down-East way,
there was profound silencs Inthe gallorles and
on the Hoor. Every svat In the Houss was o¢-
cupled. Speaker ('rlsp was Inthe Chalr, The
pages rauged around his desk stood like
elatues llstening tothe great Yankee statos-
man. His spoech haid evidently been carefully
prepared and committod to memory. Arrayed
% unbleached Kentueky sacking, with his
huge arm ralsed on high togive his arguments
emphasis, his Bhokespearfsn head bowed
toward his llateners. and every syliable of ench
word distinotly onunclated, he might
woll ecommand attention. By his uiter-
ances, however, he ecommanded the ad-
miration of all who heard him. frlends and
foes. Noverdid heappoarto greater advantage.
Never did he more perfectly 01l public expeotns
tion. His eentences were as solld ns the man
himwself. His argumenta were asclear as lils
enunciation of them. Hisarray of facts was
superb, and his conclusions seemed Incontro-
vertible. Harely has any public man had a
gronter triumph. And it was a trlumph worth
recording. The veln of sarcasm usually run-
ning through his specohens and frritating his
opponenis had disapponred. The ¢ffoctdwas
magleal. Men who hiad denounced him {n un-
measured terms in the Flfty-first Congross
applauded himtotheecho. After heconcluded
he was warmly oongratulated, and it was some
minutea belore the House could bo brouglt to
order.

The crush In the gallerles nereased and the
Vice-President, Cabinct Minlsters, Benators,
and others eagerly sought seats on the floor.
They werc awalting Bourke Cockran's effort.
The New York orator arcse well back on the
Domocratic slde of the House. He worea
gray suit, with a black four-in-hand tlo. Al-
though resembling somewhat Mr. Hoad In fig-
ure. thore is more brawn and muscle about
him. His hair {8 black and thick, and his
heavy lldded eves lack expresslon when the
man is in repose. Dut when nflame with ora-
torie fira they are wonderfully expressive. Ie
made a speech that showed careful rosearch
and profound meditation. Words and ldeas
flowed from him like a torrent.g Only the
best stenogruphors could mcourstely report
him. His desk was piled with books, to which
he froquently roferred. Never did he lose the
thread of his argument. It was a great spoech,
but it seemed to luck the feeling that fre-
quently characterizes the arguments of this
grent orator. This may have beon due tothe
dryness of the subject, for money would hardly
touch the heart strings of a wan like Cockran.
His voles was not in the best condition, Thore
wias a hoarsonens about It that made his sen-
tences at times turgid and almost undistin-
guishable, There was the usual pugnacity

in his meoner and gesture. Lut ho
clothed his sontences In the rlchest
riiment of hils Intelloot. His 'peroration

thrilled the House to its centro and deaf-
ened the hall with applause., Mopplng his
perspiriog brow with his handkerchief, he re-
colved the congratulations of his friends,
After Cockran, the House heard Willlam I.
Wilson of West Virglnla, Chairman of the
Committes on Ways and Means, and
the Democratio leader of the House, e
is  the author of the Uil repealing
tho sllver purchasing clause of the Bher-
man sok and the man who hos marshalled
the antl-silver host. Mr. Wilson was the
Chalrman of the last Demoerstio Natlonal
Conventlon. Hisspeech Saturday equalled in
power and vigor that delivered at the opening
of tho Convention, and this ks pralss indeed.

With darkness came un increascd hoat. In
s vacked house, flovdod with lght, the lust
great spoech of the day was heard. It came
from the llps of that rare orator. Col. John 1t
Fellowe, Tho ladies' gallerles woro a parterrs
of beauty, and the main gallory looked like a
swarin of boes, Tho atmosphers, hiowover,
was sulfocating. For once, at night, ull seats
ou the floor wore fillad,

The Colousl shook his early locks na he rose
to speak. A page sat near by, trylog to fun
him, All eyes wero riveted upon him. He had
propored himeelfl to reply to Mr Bryan of
Nebraska, Dut Cockran had aone this wso
effoctunlly that the Colonel abspdoned the
fleld, and trusted to the luspiration of the
moment, He was in magniflcent wolce.
Lvery word rang through the chamber as
clear ns & clarlon. Never had the Iouss
listenod to a Suer display of eloguence. In Irl-
descont imagury ho portrayed the situation
in New York. Tropes, metupliors, and eom-
parisonsall came (o hlm apparcntly unbidden.,
Ils appeals to his Fouthern Lrethren, with
whom Le bad fought In the eventful duys of
the war, fairly touched thair hearts, His do-
soripton of the bonds that unite the nutivns of
the enrth was marvellous There was o rant
Leauly In every sontiment and s prismaotle
glow In every sentence. His pororation was
thie greatost that ever came (rom his lps, [t
surpasaod all those thut had precoded it and
threw the Houso into repented outbursts of
applsuse. When he sat down the nisles wero
filled with long lines of eminent mon awalting
an opportunity to congzratulate him. It was
fivo minutes bLefure thio members could Le
Lrought to urder

Thus closed the great detiate. Tho eountry
awaits the lssue to-morrow. The wictory ia
already won. The strongest of the allver men
admit i, Itls in the ale. Grover Cloveland's
recommendation for the unconditional repeal
of the allver-purchasing clause of the Bher-
man aot will be adopted br the House by a
large majority.

fll REPEAL DEBATES

After thresa weoks of delay and debate the
Housoe of Hepresentatives han gol roady to
vote upon tho repeal of the sllver purchase
claunn of the Eherman act, and will procoesd to
that task to.day. Much more Is involved In
ita decision than meroly the fate of the sil-
ver purchasos. The advoeates of fras silver
coinngo In the House have, of tholr own
choleo, made thelr pet mensuro the princlpal
08 woll as the praliminary Issue of the contest;
and thoy have eo shaped the debates upon it
that the merits of sllver aga monoy metnl
hava beesn hrought into greator prominence
und have been mors thoroughly disenssed
than thoso of tho subordinate mensuro under
constderation. It Iafortunate thateuch is the
case, An the suceoss of froe sllver colunge at
thin juncture would declslvely settle In its
favor the lonig nonding eontroversy over b, so
Ita fallure, whieh fe nssured In the House, and
hlghly probable in the Souate, will equally be
1ts deolslve and permanent defont.

How soon the HBenate will pass the repeal Uil
alter It comen to it from the House, and how
ol of & majority the bill will securs there.
are. of course, uncertaln. The Henaturs op«
posed to repsnl have all along announced
theie determination to prolong the strugiglo
agninst 1t to tho utmost of thelr power, but
they ean ecarcaly bs 8o foollsh as to do this in
the face of inevitable Anal discomilitura. They
have already beon able te muke enough
fpeachos on tho subjoct to put themaelves
right with their constituents, and tho advo-
oates of repeal are not likely to wastetime in
replylng to thom. Hliver Is so old and so
threadbaro a nubject that nothing now ean be
suld mbout {t, and the tide of publio opinifon
ngainst {ts free coloage will only riso higher
and gathor more force the moro it is resistod.

Iteadors of the dally nowspapoers have mer-
cltully been spared the Infliction of full-length
reports of the apeeches upon the repoeal bill in
the House and upon silver and currenoy In
the Senata. Skimming over them as thoey lle
spread outln the pages of the Congressional
Rtecord, 1 have been struck with the monota-
nous repetition on the part of theallver men of
two or thres stock arguments. The llepres
sontatives and Sonatora from the mining
Btatos are nevor tired of saying that sllver lins
been from time Immomorial a money motal,
that Its present low prive (s due to its de-
monotization, and that It would command ita
former high price If free colowgo wore re-
stored. Those from the Westorn and Southern
Btates assort, with equal confldencannd equal-
ly wearisome repetition. that the low prices
of wheat, ecotton, and other nericultural sta-
ples, are due to the single gold standard and
would disappear under that of silver. loth also
continually haro upon the wrongs of debtora
rosulting from the present supremaey of gold,
and noither has enything but denunciation
and execration for creditors, As Hepresenta-
tive Franklin Bartlott trom this city very clovers
Iy showed in hia speech in favorof repeal, tho
interests of the earners of wagos ars by both
of them Jeft out bf consideration altogethor,
The champion of the mine owners has no con-
corn for the employess who would bo pald in
cheaponed dollars, and the ndvoeats of the ag-
riculturist evinees no eompassion for thoe toil=
ing milllona whose food and eclothing he
wishes to make dearer for the henofit of his
clients. Nor does either seam to be nwarethat
il ho Ia right asto tho eMect of free sllver coln-
ago tho cther must be wrong. The free coln-
age mineowner inalsts that free colnage
will mako bullion sllver as vnluable at the
ratio of 16 to 1 as gold, whiloe the farmer and
the planter expact that sllver will retain its
present low valuation, and that thelr wheat
and colton, measured by sliver dollars, will
correspondingly advancs in price. If the mine
owner {8 right the agriculturist hns no renson
to battlo for silver; If the agrioulturist is right,
wages, fuel, and chemlcals will cost so much
more that the profits of sliver minine will be
as little as they are at pressnt. It is a point
of no practieal importance, but it {llustrates
the eonfusion of mind which prevalls among
the silver men, and which makes them eredu-
lous of the astounding He that European and
New York eapitalists hnve conspired to create
the present erisis, lu order to plunder the Wast
and Southwest.

An interosting (ncidont In the procoedingsof
tho Senate lust weok wis the presentation on
Waednesday by Senator Hoar of Massachusetts
of a letter written from London In 1872 by Mr.
Ernest Beyd to Mr, S8amuel loopor., Chalrmun
of the House Committeo on Banking and Cur-
runey. The famous Coinnge act of 1873, by
which the sllver dollar was dropped from the
list of United States colns was then under
conslderation by Mr. Hoopor's committeo, and
he asked from Mr. Sord, as an suthorliy on
eurrency and colnage, suggestions In regard
toita detalls. Upon this fact the fros colnage
men have bulit up a legend, which fNgures
oromineutly In thelr writlogs and spoeches,
that Mr, Beyd enme over to this country as an
emlssary of the gold bugs of Eurcpe,and by
the exvonditure in Lribery of $HKLO)
procured the passage o! the aect of 1HT
This figment 18 knocked all to piloces by
the letter which Mr. Hoar sulimitted to the
Henate on Wedpesday, That letter dem-
onstrutes concluslvely not only that Mr. Beyd
did not exert hirusolf to strike down silver
as o money motal, but, on the contrary, ads-
vocated Its continued use, and that, instoad of
Lelog a gold monometallist and the ngent of
the gold bugs, Mr. Bayd was an avowed bimet-
allist. Tt also refutes tho ofton nesertod fulss-
hood that the silver dollar was dropped sur-
reptitiously and fraudulently Ly the actof
1573, since the bill, as submitted to Mr. Beyd
a yoar belore Its Oual passage, vlalnly pro-
vided, s Mr, Beyd polnts out, for * the total
abolition of the sllver dollar."

Tho offcring on Wednesday in the Bonate.
by Senator I'sffor of Kansas, of a resolution of
fnauiry In regard to tho prosent manngemant
of natlonnl hanks in this snd otber clties, gave
risoto a belef but stirring debate which ean
Le properly understood only by reference to
the full report of it printed in the Kecord, Mr,
Peffer's resolution, as it was flually amend-
o, called upon the Comptroller ol the
Curroncy to inform the Senate, Firet: What
faots may Le within his oflelal knowlodgs
which may show that any uational Lunks
In the eitivs of Boston, New York, and Phila-
delphin are now being conducted in vielation
of law, it apy such banks are soconductued.
Beasond: Whethor such banks aro paying do-
positors” ohecks promptly, auvd In what kind
of mopey. Third: What rates of Interest sald
banks or nny of them I demanding and
recelving for the loan of money or In discount-
lug loans sud Lilla. Thore ls nothiog o those
Inqulries which any honeatly condustod bank
hius renson to fear. If the rosolution lind besn
passod without dobate, It would have atiraot-
el littlo attentlon, and the Comptroller of
the Currency might have taken his own time
to furnish the luformntion it called for. But
no sooner was it read than an sltempt was
mude by HSenators friondly to the banks to
smother it by referring it to the Committee
on Flonnes, This sttermpt was roslsted by
Houster Foffor, alded by Senator Hill of this
Htute, nnd Henaturs Vest, Manderson, (Bek-
rell, Dutler, mnd Cullom. Thelr vpponents
adyoeated the reference on the ground
that. aithough the bauks were as o mat-
tor of fact potoriously viplating the law in all
the respects mentionod in the resolution, it
would be lmpolitie tusay so otdelally, and thus
pompel the Comptroller of the Currency elther
to bring the banks to task or openly 10 vio-
Into his duty. The dispute lasted so long that
the arrival of the hour sot for other Lusinoss
pravepted a vote upon it aod It thercfore Hes
over [or future eonsideration; but the wmover
of it bas accomplished his purposs of calllng
the attention of Congress nnd of the whole
country tothe high-hinnded conduot of certaln
uational banks, one feature of which, namae-
Iy, thoir refusal to pay ehecks on demand, [
Liave heretofore denounvod. I have been tuken
to tusk by sowme bank Presidents, most
onergotically, for sposking of “the Lumnks"
gonorally nd4 belng gullty of this out-
rage upon tho Jdepositors, because thair
bunks, they assure me, have o no cose
falled to perform their duty, but have puid
chocks lnvariavly In currenoy wheneyer Il was

was asked for. Idonot r!onb! their word, but
#o long ne they permit to ramaln In the Olear-
ing House, Institutions which I ¥now to have
rafuned eurrenc? Lo depositors who nesded It
for thelr pay volls and had no ides of hoarding
it or selling It to brokers, they must share the
odlum resulting from keeping bad company.
It Senator PaiTer's rosolution had boon passsd
they would have hivl an opportunity to vindi-
eate thempelves, bul now, sexeopt with a fow
parseni, who, llko mysell, have besn specially

Another thing worth mentioning, which 1
find In the Necord, In an nesertion by Benator
Gorman. In opposing the pasenge of Henator
Poffar'a rosclullon, that “under Mr. Cleve-
Iand's former Admihistration, Mr. Manning,
Beoretary ol the Treasury, doposlted sixty odd
milllons withina fow months In the natlonal
bauks beoausn the banks wara than helploss,
an they are now. They eould not then honor
all demande. The relle! glven by the daposit
of Governmaont fundas stayed the panie.” This
14 far trom the truth. T'here never was during
the two years of Mr. Cloveland's former Ad-
ministration when Mr, Manning was Secrotary
of the Treasury, nnmely. from Mareh, 1845, to
Aprll, 1887, o time when tho banks woro halp
leas as they are now; Mr, Manniog novor do-
posited with them sixty odd mlililona orany
other anm, and, of course, tha doposit eould
not have stayed any panla if thore had
been ona. It fs trus that at ona period
while Mr. Maoolug wam Becrotary of the
Trensury, eertaln  national banks dosli-
nated for the purpose held public money
eollocted by interoml rovenue ecollootors,
to the nmount of sixty milllons and mores,
snd  Beorotary NManning allowed them to
koep It until heealled forit. but he did not
take It out of ths Treasury and deposit It with
them for the sufficiont roason that he had po
lawlul authority to deso. A man In Eenator
Gorman's position ought to be Letter Informed
of historleal facts and of the laws governlng
the Treasury Department.
