The jury
nroiighi in a verdict of guilty nnd the death
sento.'ico was pronounced on Jan. 1. Two
woeks Inter the Supreme Court granted a writ
of errs rs. anil onitho argumentsot aside tho
verdlcit nnd ordered a now trial.

The rluprome Court in setting aside the ver-
dict s:..id that much of the evidence admitted
was on stisplolon and hearsay, prejudi-
cial to the defendant's interests, and much ws
excluded that the defence had a right to have
introduced, and that tho oaso was further ag-
gravated by the charge to the jury, which waa
unfair to tho defence.

Dr. Graves had most peculiar traits of man-
ner nnd deportmont. His conversation waa
erratic in the extreme. He could not talk long
on any subioct without benomlng confused, no
matter wltut tho topin under consideration
might be. Ho would talk glibly and in un en-
tertaining manner for a time, but if inter-
rupted with a query, or if the trend of hia
thought was diverted, he stumbled and stam-
mered until set right again. He had a groat
lialdt of repetition. He would make a state-
ment In a forcible tone nnd then repent it sev-
eral nie" before proceeding with what he had
to say.

This caused him. under the stress of the
long examination on the stand, to display so
much confusion nnd lack of memory about de-
tails thnt told against htm In the trial. It la
usserted on authority of his attorneys that
this manner was the result of brain fever years
ago. result in,- In the weakening of his mind,
hut he would not at the time nllow the attor-
neys to show that fact in testimony.

The Body ofa Mava with Four it n l in Wonwda
In II Found Nrar IVoodhurr.

WoomiiTitY. N. J.. Ropt :t. Two negroes,
while walking in I .ad, Is woods this afternoon,
discovered the body of a man with four bullet
wounds In It It scema certain that tho man
was murdered and carried in a wagon to the
spot where tho bodr was found.

The authorities are now hard at work. Bo
far they have obtained little that oan aid them
in their search for tho murderer.

Tho body, when found, lay In the shrubbery
a mile north of the city. It waa about 100
ynrds from tho Westvlll turnpike and'a short
distance from a d through tho woods.

The tracks of a light wagon led from the
main road almost to the spot and thero Is evi-
dence that the horse had stood there for some
time. There are alao indications that the
i, ,i,l v had been dragged from the wagon to the
place where It was found, twenty feet away.

Tho man was evidently a German and about
4ft years old. He was 5 feet 0 inehe in height
and would weigh about 105 pounds. The third
and index llngere of his right hand were crip-
pled and bent, and he wore a moustache andgoatee of a nark color. There was a ship tat-
tooed on the right forearm below the elbow.

The wounds, from which the blood was still
flowing, wore in the right breast, right arm.
and two in tho buck, one of the latter being
near the right shoulder and the other in the
middle of the back.

The wound was powder
burned, showing thnt the shot must have
been fired at short range. Prosecutor Percy
says he thinks tho body when found had
not been in the brush longer than eight or
ten hours.

Tho pockets were nil turned Inside out and
there was nothing left by which the dead man
could ho identified.

Detective linrrlson and Sheriff Packer to-
night arrested eight negroes, four women and
four men. at f lloueeiter. on suspicion of being
concerned in tho murder.

All of them were Intoxicated. They had held
a picnic at Fancy Hill, about two miles from
Woodburv. and are known to havo had a "sick
man" In their wagon this morning.
