" The Falcon arrived In this harbor on the
8d of August, after a successful though dis-

agreeable voyage, owing to the constant suc-

cession of fog and rain. After leaving Battle
Harbor. Labrador, atops were made at Hope-dal- e

and Okak. Moravian mission nations In
Labrador, for dogs, twenty of which were ob-

tained. The Falcon then boro away across
Davis Etralt to Holstelnborg, in southwest
Greenland, where she arrived on tho 20th of
July. Nineteen dogs and a kayak (native
man's boat) were obtained here, and after a
stay of soma five hours the Falcon steamed
northward, reaehlng Godhavn. on Disco Isl-

and, on the 28th. Hare twanty-on- e dogs, an-

other kayak, and the fur clothing ordered last
spring of the Danish Government were ob-

tained, and after a stop of fifteen houra the
ship again headed northward, arriving at
Usernavlk two daya later.

"Only a few dogs being obtainable here a
stop of only three honra was made. and. with a
native pilot on board, tha ship steamed to
Tasulsak. about forty miles further north, tho
most northern white settlement on the face of
the globe. Here seventeen dogs were obtained,
making a grand total of eighty-tou- r.

" Tha stay here was only long enough to put
tha dogs on board and. eight hours later, the
Falcon was at Duck Islands on the southern
edge of Melville Bay. Five or six hours were
spent here In the effort to get a supply of
ducks, but the lateness of the season and the
previous visit of five whalers had so diminish-
ed tha ducks and made them so wild that the
effort was unsuccessful

" Leaving the Duak Islands at 4:40 P. M. on
i July 31. tha Falcon steamed past the point of
i Cape York at 5:30 F. M. on Aug. 1. having

made the run from Duck Islands to Cape York
in twenty-fou- r hours and fifty minutes, the
Quickest passage on record through Melville
Bay.

"Tho native settlement at Tape York was
visited in order to make Inauiries In regard to
Mr. Verhoeff the member of Peary's last expe-
dition, who is believed to have perished In a
crevasse, but no tidings could be obtained,
though I found there one of the Eskimos who
had been living with me at lied Cllffe House,
and who was there when the Kite left for the
south in August last year, and who had been

, with me in the search for Verhoeff.
" Steaming northward an effort was made to

find natives on Saunders Island and at North
Star Bay, but without success. At Notchl-loo-

just at the entrance to Whale Sound,
two native families were found, old ucquaint-ance- e

who had visited Red Cllffe House. They
had neither seen nor heard anything of Ver-
hoeff. Both these families, with all their be-

longings and about a ton of narwhal and wal-
rus meat tor the dogs, were taken on board
and brought to the site seleoted for the new
house, a site which I noticed a year ago as
being particularly suitable for our purpose.

"Tho looatlon is at the head of a little rock-boun- d

harbor, which is itself at the head of
Bowdoln Bay, and is perfectly protected from
wind and storm and gives easy acooss to tho
inland Ice. Altar landing the material and
getting the house well started, with a tow
members of my party on board, we steamed to
the walrus grounds in Whale Sound, where
twenty-fou- r were captured in one evening, and
then to the elder duck and walrus haunts in
the neighborhood of Littleton Island. Here,
however, only five walrus and a few ducks
were obtained on account of the weather. A
look was taken along the lee from Cairn Point
to Cape Isabella, and so far it has been undis-
turbed this season.

"We then visited the site of Polaris house
and obtained a number of relics. We then
steamed up to the bird cliffs of Hakluyt Island
with the .mention of obtaining birds, but a
stiff south wester made this Impracticable, ami
the ship was run Into l' hlrlch's Bay for rein-
deer. Seventoeu of these were brought in in
one night's hunt, and the meat and skins and
the walrus were brought to the site of the
house.

"All the members of tho party are In the
best of health and spirits, and, with tho
eighty-fou- r dogs, somo twenty tons of dog
feed, and a dozen or more solndeer for the
meat supply of the party, the prospects are
extremely encouraging. It is expected that
the next month's hunting will add at least
fifty if not seventy-fiv- e deer to our stock, as I
shall have about me In u few days six of the
most trustworthy hunters of the tribe, to
whom will be furnished repeating Winchesters
for hunting. B, E. Pkahi.

Andrew Carnegie of Pittsburgh, who reached
this country from Europe last does
not approve Of revision of the tariff at this
time.

" If the House goes forward to reviso the
duties on Imports." he said to a reporter

" that will certainly delay tho return
of Drosperlty. Even if the changes about to
be made were changes for the better they
could not fall to disturb many Industries and
spread distress. Pig Iron is a most important
factor in the situation. The Southern pig Iron
finds its market to a great extent In New Eng-

land and on tho Atlantic seaboard. It
la hard pressed by foreign pig Iron,
which pays but little ocean freight. A

decldod reduction In the duties must neces-
sarily restrict the product of Alabama and
Tennessee. Of course, as long as prices re-

main as ruinously low as at prosent it Is not
probable that any possible changes In tho
tariff will permit much foreign iron nnd steel
to enter. The grave injury in tho case of some
reductions will probably bo that thoy will pro-ve-

our manufacturers from obtatDlng fair
prloee whon prosperity returns. We shall
probably have to enoounter strong competition
in structural steel, cotton ties, ship plates, and
shipping material generally, aud rails. There
appears to be a disposition in Congress to at-
tack these articles vigorously.

"Yes. I am aware of the great reductions
that have been taking place in salaries and
labor in Pittsburgh. It Is sad: but there is
nothing else tor manufacturers nnd men to do
than to share tho loss in this emergency. Tho
question is not how much the manufacturer
can make, but how little must he loss. It is
the same with labor. This Is the case in Pitts-
burgh. Depressions affect the manufacturers
of Iron and stool more severely than any othor
classes of manufacturers. Take the manufac-
ture of steel rails. The amount reauired for
renewals of old lines is annually becoming
loss nnd less, as these lines are prac-
tically all laid with steel. The stool rail
trade must depend nioro and more
upon new lines and extensions of old
linea But those have altogether ceased.
It Is just so with most other branches of the
Iron and steel trade. Take agricultural Imple-
ments. It is not the repairing of old imple-
ments that consumes the product It is new
muchines for now farmers. In dull times rail-
roads get along with the rnlls they have, and
so do the farmers with their old Implements.

" Wo cannot hope for a consumntlun of iron
and steel that will keep Pittsburgh mills busy
until we reach a period of goneral prosperity.
Therefore tho attention of manufacturers wdl
be directed to reduoing to the hwost figure
the loss which they must bear.

"It Is sad, but I do not see how It can be
othorwlae tlutn that we will have a great many
idle men In Pittsburgh during the winter. I
am sure, howevor. that tho mumifaiturers of
Pittsburgh will nrrango to dlvido their men
and give each sst a part of the work tn.it can
t e secured. Of course, nobody will be allowed
to suffer for food. It will be well If each man-
ufacturer considers Himself bound to see that
no real suffering falls upon those ol his em-
ployees who are sober and well d"ini. Such
people could have advances mado to them
from time to time, with the understanding that
In prosperous days they can return the money
without interest That would be a loan, not
charity. I fear rho demand for rails until
spring will be small, but In the end all will bewell.'r

Unger Bros,
have no branch at Hamburg, and are said to
havo carried on their exchango business
through Weinberger. The offloe was open till 10
o'clock Monday night and it Is stated that
over $400 was left there during tho day for de-

posit or exchange.

The Ungersbad lived on the
second floor of the house adjoining tlier office
and had not beon there slnco Monday niulit A
younger brother was seen about tho bouse for
a time yesterday. A man In front of the office,
who pretended to know, said that tho Onu
owed tlUMK) to depositors.

A llamas of Only H.OOO Caused.

was run Into In the lower bay at noon yester-
day by, the White Star line freight steamship
ltunlo. The Ordnance was on her way to the
Sandy Hook proving ground with army officers
and reporters aboard. The Hunlo was astern
of the Government stoameruntllthnupperond
of tho Swash Channel was reached, when she
began going ahead.

Tho ordnance tug, being of light draught,
was able to take a conuarativelr straight
eourss from Fort Wadsworth to Sandy Hook,
but the ltunlo was obliged to keep to the ship
channel. Tho liner drew abreast of the tug
on the lattor's port sldo. and was about 150
yards dlstunt. Slio was going at a fourteen-kno- t

gait
On the Ordnance wero Capt. D. A. Lyle. o

Inspector. U. S. A. ; Major J. P. Sanger,
Assistant Inspector-General- . U. & A.: Henry
II. Levis of the Carpenter Steel Company of
Heading, Pa., and James F. Sullivan and '. S.
W. Farnuni of the Mldvale Steel Company.
The party was on Its way to tho bandy Hook
proving ground.

Tbo big Runic, loaded to the mark with mer-

chandise and live stock, kept her oourse until
at a point between Swinburne Island and the
turn of the Swash, when she seemed suddenly
to turn to starboard. Major Hanger was with
Tub Sun reporter in the pilot nouse. where
Joseph (law was at tho wheel. Major Sanger
had kept his eve on the itunlc, and he turned
to Gaw and said:" That steamship seems to be getting closor
and closer."

Gnw then turned the head of the Ordnance
to starboard, nnd he had hardly done so before
tho ltunlo euddenly shifted her course nnd
tioro directly aoross the bow of the tug. Tho
liner did not whistle or give any warning of
the move.

The pilot could be soon calmly pacing up
and down tho bridge. A second later and it
was evident there would be a collision. Tho
stern of the Ituuia was sweeping steadily to-
ward the tug as sha crossed the letter's bow.
Maior Hanger rose quickly from his seat and
exolaimed:" Yes. they're going to strike!" Gaw Imme-
diately threw his helm hard over and rang to
stop. Then be s nuclei to back fast, and the
machinery below whirred In answer. But It
was too late, ami tho Iron hull of tho ltunlo
struck the bow of the tug a severe but glanc-
ing blow.

For a moment it seemed as If the Ordnance
must cans io. She heelod over until the wntor
rolled in great waves upon her starboard deck.
Tho passengers started from their seats and
rushed to the port rail. Major Sanger, on the
upper deck, would liavo fallen overboard had
he not caught the rail of the ladder. Then the
Ordnance rolled back and righted.

For about two minutes there was the quiet
peoullai t i times of danger. Nobody spoke,
and eve eye seemed riveted upon the black
hull of the Hunlo ns she glided away, with the
bubbling waves in her wake. She had made
no sign either before or after the colllBon un-
til about a mile away, whon sho stopped, and,
on seeing tho tug had not gone down, took up
her course.

Timothy Sullivan, Captain of the Ordnance,
was In the cabin at the time of collision. Ho
rushed on deck and sang nut:

"Start the pumps:" They were put In mo-
tion, but the tug was not making wat-T- . An
examination showed the Runic had struck the
Ordnance's guard rail, sprung all tho forward
dock, split tin) deck house clear to the pilot
house, and loosened several knee beams be-
low the deck. Sul Ivan said that If the tug
had not been of stanch build she would un-
doubtedly hnve been sunk.

Every one of the persons on the after deck
said he thought the tug was going down. The
fireman was badly startlea and rushed on
deck to find out what had made the tug shiver
from stem to stern. Ho said he thought at
first that a shot from the proving ground had
gone clean through her hull.

Tho damage is estimated at about $2,000. A
report of the collision will be sent to the War
Department.

An All-da- y Bow In the Liquor Dealera' Con-
vention at Myracuae.

Bybacvse. Sept B. The first day's session of
tho Convention of tho New York State Wine.
Liquor, and Boer Dealers' Associations ended
In a Bcene of disorder this evening. The fight
over the Presldoncy between Morris Tekulsky.
who wishes to succeed himself, and It. K.
Murphy, the present Financial Secretary, has
becomo so hot that the delegates lust their
heads and pandemonium relgnod in the Con-
vention.

President Tekulsky called tho Convention to
order at 1 o'clock in Turn Hall, whicli was
elaborately decorated for the occasion. There
wore prosent about 2."J delegate represent-
ing the local associations In all of the large
cities and most of the Important towns of the
State. Most of the New York men are work-
ing for Tekulsky, while tho dele-
gates favor Murphy.

The excitement y wan caused by tho
attempt of Tokulsky's friends to secure tho
recognition of delegates from three new asso-
ciations In New York city, which had beon re-

jected by tho i:uoutivo Committee on the
ground of irregularity. During the contest it
was discovered that three of the
associations Niagara. Dunkirk, and Green-bush- -

had endeavored todoulde their repre-
sentations by counting in their alternates us
additional delegates.

During the call of districts application was
made for admission by delegates from the
Fourteenth and Fifteenth New Vork city dis-
tricts. The Thlrty-sooon- withdrew, after re-
jection by tho I. e mi o in in lit ee. last night,
but tlie other two brought their fight into the
Convention. 'I hum was objeotiou. and, after a
wrangle the matter wont to the Committee on
Credentials.

The Convention took a recess of two hours
nt 2 o'clock, but did not assemble again until
0:30 1'. M.. as the fight went on so lively In the
Committee on Credentials that they wero not
ready to report until that hour. The commit-
tee reported that it lind decided to admit
the delegates of tho Fifteeuth district and
to reject the delegates of the Fourteenth
on t ho ground thai they bad not been admitted
to the New York I ity Central Association. As
each of tho contesting delegations had four
members tho decision was a compromise. Thoreport on the other districts was vigorously

k irk, each claiming four delegates Instead of
two.

One of tha New York delegates shouted that

Air, Cleveland Talks to tha
Medical Congresa.

Warhimiton. Sept B. -- Tha President wel-

comed the Medical Congress,
whoso four days' session commenced In the
national capital and tho business of
the gathering was enterod upon under the
most favoraldo condition of weather, attend-
ance, and public interost.

Albnugh's Opera House was well filled at 10
A. M. when Dr. William Pepper of Philadelphia
took tho chair, shortly after 10 o'clock Presi-

dent Cleveland passed from behind the scenes
In front of the stage, escorted by Dr. Pepper,
nnd was greeted with hearty applause. Ho
woro. ns usual, a black Prlncs Albert cont
tightly buttoned over a figure displaying no
undue tendency to corpulence.

The President walked with a firm step, his
face woro a pleasant smile, and when he sub-
sequently spoke his voice was even clcaror
and more resonant than whon he addressed
tho assembled thousands frOttl the eastern
portico of the Capitol in the memorable snow
storm of the 4th Ol March.

Mr. Cleveland's personal appearance was
observed with undisguised Interest, many of
the foreign delegates in the body of thetho-o- t

ie standing up to get a good look at him.
After the invocation by Bishop l'aiet of

Maryland. Dr. Pepper said:" It Is In accordance with the deep Interest
taken by tho Government of the lulled Mates
In the organization nnd success of this ton-gros- s

that our honored President has kindly
come this morning, in the exercise of bis
function. to open formally the Hist. Pan Ameri-
can Medic u! ong i ess. 1 have t he great honor of
presenting President Cleveland."

At once stepping forward, and without wait-
ing for the applause to subside, the President
speaking without manuscript or notes, said:

Me Caught nt the Horse's Bridle, but
Wan Knocked Down, and the Wheeln
Paeeed Over Mien -- The Driver Slayn
Hie Home Wne Frightened by a Car.

Tatrolman Thomas Gloason of the Broad-
way squad was run over and killed lato yestor-da- y

afternoon whilo on duty nt Tenth street
and Broadway, by a cab driven by Patrick
White, who drives for Iysderer A Co.. proprie-
tors of tho Buckingham Stables in East Fifty-fir-

(treot. Eyowltnoises of the accident toll
different stories, and the driver tolls a story of
his own.

Mnurice F. Bisk of 250 Avenuo B. who was
well ucquaintod with Glenson. was talk-

ing with him on tho southeast corner of
Tenth street nnd Broadway. Hilton. Hughes
A Ca's doorman was with them. Slik says
that a light express wngon wss coming up
Broadway on the n track of the cable
road. Immediately behind itwastheenb. A

cable car was not far behind the cub. and
Fleason stepped out into tho street to warn the
cub off the track. Having dono so. ho turned
nnd walked toward tho sidewalk. The cab.
which was going at a rapid rate, veered from
the track toward tho east side and was soon
directly upon tho policeman.

Gleason turned, and. seeing his danger, put
up his hand to catch the horso's bridle, but tho
horse struck him and knocked him down. He
fell on the left side of his face, and the horse,
which was plunging viciously, planted Its hoof
upon the officer's head. Then the two right
wheels of tho cab passed over his fsco and
neck. Bisk and tho doorman raised Gleason
no and carried him to the sidewalk, whore ho
died in less than live minutes.

John Huber of 4riH Fast Eighth street, an-

other spectui or. says that Gluason was escort-
ing a woman from the oast to tiie west side of
liroadway whon the oab came along at top
speed, (ileason raised his hand to seize the
bridle, nnd the driver whipped up his horse.
The policeman caught the bridle, but his feet
slipped, and ho fell under the horse's hoofs.

White, the cab driver, says he wss not driv-
ing at an extraordinary rate of speed. Just as
he reached Tenth street u cable car camealong
in the opposite direction. Glenson was stand-
ing just east of tho track. White says his horse
i hied nt tho cable car, as he usually doos. and
jumped In tho direction of tho officer. White
shouted to Gleason. but It was too late, and
the policomnn was knocked down.

Patrolman Patrick Hulllvun. also of tho
Broadway squad, arrested White and sent
him to the Mercor street station house. Sulli-
van summoned a priest from St Ann's Church
in last Twelfth street and an ambulance from
St. Vincent's Hospital. Before either priest or
ambulance arrived Gleason wus dead. His
body was carried to the Mercer street station
and afterward to his home. 240 East Twenty-I- I

rst street.
Policeman Gleason was about 50 years old,

full and stnlwort He was known as " Big
Tom." and had eon on tho force eighteen
yours. He had been a member of the Broad-
way tuad for live years, and almostall of that
time bad been stationed at the Tenth street
corner. He leaves a wife nnd a married son. a
daughter who la n telegraph operator in the
Western I nlon building, nnd two young sons.
He burled a grown daughter about six months
ago.

MR. BRECKIXBIDOE'S DEMURRER.

It le Based on Three Points of Law and
sin a Mlsa Pollard's Declaration Waa Bad.
WARiuuaToy. Bopt. 5. Representative Wil-

liam C P. Breakinrldge of Kentucky
by his attorneys. Phil B. Thompson and Enoch
Totten of this city, filed his demurrer to the
declaration of Madeline V. Pollard, filed in the
Supremo Court of the District of Columbia on
Aug. 12. charging him with broach of promise
of marriage and asking damages in tha sum of
$50,000.

This wns tho last day. under tho rules of tha
court on which an answer could bo filed to
save a judgment being entered by default
and it was within fifteen minutes of 4 o'clock,
the hour of closing the offices of the court
that the demurrer was handed to tho Clerk.

The demurrer Is exceptionally brief and
avers that the declaration of the plaintiff was
bad In substanco, particularly as to tho third
count. The demurrer is based on these points
of law which will bo argued In Its support:

1. The said declaration consists of throe
separate counts which Improperly allege three
separate contracts of marriage, and allege
that said three contracts to marry wore sub-
sisting at one nnd the Bame time.

2. Not more than one contract to marry can
subsist at tho same time between two persons.

3. The third count of said declaration Is bad
because it alloges niattors and things which
cannot in law. be considered "substantive
faots necessary to constitute a cause of action."
thereby violating rule 20 of tho common law
rules of the court.

DEEP MYSTERY ABOUT THK Ml
OX HALLIDAY'S FABtt.

the eVeeoad Murder Won Commuted- -

Nothing to Show Whether He Ie Head
or Alive Mrs. Halllday Feigning Insanity.

Mippletowx. N. Y.. Sept. 5 The work of tha
country authorities y has shed little light .

on tho mystery disclosed yestorday morning
by tho startling discovery in Paul Hnllldnv'a
barn, two miles on the road to Walker's Valley
from Burllngham.

There are tho corpses of two womsn. Ona
scarcely more than twenty, fair, with chestnut
hair, slim and well shaped, with small feet and
shapely hands that may hardly be said to be
stained by labor. Tho othor was an older wo-

man, perhaps by ton yonrs. While there wera
not the same marks of refinement about har
face, It Is plain that she was not one brought up
in the country, at least in the country of
which the Shawangunk Mountains ars a part.
Both bodies were riddled with bullets, and
there Is absolutely nothing by which they can
bo identified. It is a country where evarr

body knows everybody else, where the apear
anco of a strange faco is noted and oommentatl
on. Thus, while there may be hundreds of
summer boarders from the city in this locality,
there Is not one whose face Is not familiar to
tho people of all the villages about Yet with
all this, not one person has been found who
remembers ever to have seen the face of either
of the dead in life.

Yes. there Is one. Sho Is the wife of Paul
Halliday. but she would have it believed that
she Is a raving maniac, and If identification
waits on her the victims will goto nameless
graves.

But the murder of these two Is not all tha
mystery. Paul Halliday himself is gone.
Where, nobody knows: but more than two-thir-

the people auspoct that the old man has
shared the fate of tho two women, and that
his body lies buried somewhere on his farm.
They suspoct too. that the wife who is now SK
feigning Insanity is his murderer, as well aa
the murderer of tho women. While they can-
not bo said to be clamoring for her life, there
Is very little doubt that her fate would be set-
tled quickly should she for a moment be re-

leased from the protection of tho law. Onoo
before, they ear, this woman escaped rotxibu-ti-- n

by this same insanity, whether feigned or
real, and they say sho must not escape this
time.

The possibility that she may not be guilty,
that bha may be wrongfully accused of thasa
crimes, does not enter their minds. Thatsmall
part of the community that will admit that
Paul Halliday may not be a victim bollovee
that he was In some way connocted with tha
murders and that he has fled to escape tha con
sequences.
