PROCEEDINGS IN THE SENATE

Stowart's Time:-killing Speech Esded—Wal.
thall Talks for Bimetalllom,

WasHamoToy, Sept. 7.—Amonyg the numorous
petitions presented to tho Senute to-day and
refoerrad was one by Mr. Woleott ( Bep., Col.) for
the Immediate repcal of the McKinley Tariff
bil. He snid that the petitlon was on one of
the printed forms sent out by the New York
banks for the repoal of the Bherman sot. but
that the petitioners (all of them eitizens of a
town in Colorado) had substituted the MoKlin-
ley Tariff bill for the Bherman aet.

Mr. Wolcott alao offered a resolntion calling
on the Becretary of the Treasury for Informa-
tion as to what sums have been pald as bounty
on maplo sugar under the law of Oct. 14, 181,
the statewment to be made by fiscal yesrs and
States. Ho asked for Immedinte conalderation
of the resolution, " unless thoe finsnelal condi-
tion {s such that It should go tothe Finance
Committec."

The Vico-Prosident llasked whether thers
was any objection to the request for immedi-
ate consideration.

“What Is the resolution "' asked Mr. Voor-
hees, Then he added, " Oh, lot it go.”

Mr. Gallloger (Ltep.. N. H.) suggested that
the Information should apply to bounty on all
kinds of sugar, but was Informed, rather tart-
Iy, by Mr. Woleott that he knew how to pro-
pare his own resolutions. Thoen Mr, Gallinger
objeotea to Immediate consideration, and the
resolution went ovor untll to-morrow.

White (Dem., Cal) offered & resolution,
which wns agreed to, calling on the Becrelary
of the Treasury to furnish Information asto
the exponditures made under the appropria-
tion for the enforcement of the Chiness Ex-

At 12:35 Mr. Voorhees, Chalrman of the
Financo Commlittus, moved to provesd to the
consideration of the House bill to repeal the
purchasing clause of the Shermnn act.

TARIFF HEKARINGS.

Manufacinrers of Buitons and Ollcloths Ask
for Contlnned Protection,

Wasnmxoron, Sept. 7.—Duttona and olleloth
wero the subjects prescnted to the Ways and
Means Committea to-dny.

H. G. Knight of Springfleld, Masa., spoke for
the button Industry. Thoe buslness wasgrowing
rapidly and glving omployment to-day to about
10,000 puople. There were nbout 200 factories,
with a eapltul Invested of about $3.000,000,
paying $2600,000 in wages yearlr and pro-
ducing ahout $2.700,000 worth ot goods. Tha
businoss was divided into four classcs, aceord-
fng to the matarinl used. He spoke for two
classen—ecloth coversd and vogetable [vory.
About 40 per cent. of the eost of the cloth-
covered button was labor, and about 77 per
eont. of the cost of the vegetable Ivory wasin
Inbor. This business, he snid, was adjusted
to the present tarifl law, and ho asked that no

change bo made, Theas gooda had pald a duty
of HU por eent. ad valorsm for the past ten
yeurs, which was an ample protectiom.

himsell as a gentloman. I he did not so con-
duet himsoll, then the other members of the
gro!uainn shoulil have nuthing to do with
lim,. Tho vrivelpal portlon of his address was
dovoled to w defence ol the eode. For thds
gur:\ou ho eolected for slucidation what aks
nown as the most restrictive ruies. such ns
the vno lorbidding consultutions with homo-
paths.  These practitionera Mr. Hart ohsrac-

Tho resolution adopted yestorday by the
section on hyglene, recomumending tho sus-

It s true thit tho woolsn vossels of the
navy havo nlmost run thelr course, and thak.
oven tho best of them cannot be expects
od to last many yoars longer. For this rea-
son, while the gun [Inctory at Washington .
was fully occupled In providing modera .
high-power ordnance for tho new steel vea- .
sola, very little attempt was made to
roarm the woolen eraft and the amall
fron vesssls of an earllor date that were. .
fitted up with old-fashioned murzle-londing , .
rilea and smooth bores. Hut thanks to the
onergy with which work is carried on atthe
Washington Ordnanco Yard, the guns, whioh
used to bhe hehindhund, are now usually fins-
Ished bLefore the ships for whioh thoy are de=
signed, and are aln reAdiness to bo mounted.
Bosides, whilo of late much largor and costlier
ships are mada than In the early days of our
newZloonstruction, the relative numbers are
falling of. Thua in one way or another the
gun factory lsa so well ahoad of its current
work with the stesl ships that the project of
supplying modern ordnance to the wooden and
iron vessels oan oaslly be earrled out.
