It is a toy. and like mest of
them. too. a considerable part of tho Interest
which attache to its operation Is occasioned
by the element of chance which enter into the
result. Although a toy. this Intricate piece of
mechanism, which is the product of the in-

ventive genius of a young gentleman of Now
Orle ns. Ih a costly toy. for It cannot be con-
structed for les than $500. It Is a mlnature race
track, and in Its operation allows mimic horses

their mannlkln jockoys in a contest which
Is M nearly like a real horse nice as anything
mechanic M can bo. 'Ihero have been many

racing machines put on the market,
and thoy have caught many nickels, and much
money has changed hands on the results of
their mimic races. With them, though, all ths
Interest entered In the gambling, for there
waa not In tho gliding of the toy horses rigidly
fixed to revolving rods any suggestion of a
real race, nor was the winner the one who
mado the round of the track in the quickest
time, but the horse whose nose was nearest to
the finish line when nil had ceased to revolve.
The last horse in such a race might have made
four or five more clrouita of the track thanthe wlnnlnghorse.

In this now invention thore are nearly aU
the elements or a real race. Hlx miniaturehorses, mounted by cast iron jockeys, gayly
fminted, make tho circuit of a large oval track
aid out on a table about the alze of a billiardtable. A fair start Is given the racers by

dropping nickel In tho slot and they boundaway on a mad gallop. It Is usually discov-
ered within two or throe lengths from thestart ing point that some of the horses possess
superior speod. They gradually forgo ahead,
nnd sometimes seem almost to dart to thefront only to be hopelessly In the rear at thefinish. Others tak.. the load and maintain Itto tho end. whilo still others keop in the ruckuntil the Inst quarter, when they come up
with a rush.

It is inthe shifting of these belts that tho oloment ofchance comes in. it is done by a leverage sys-
tem with a ratchet wheel, dog. and crank;marbles are turned into a revolting hopper,one nt u time, and those aro distributed aschance may direct through different tubes,every one of which leads to a grooved cylin-der, which revolves flush with thelovers whi.-- work tho ratchet wheel.
