Then the raiders began to pump bullets into
tlie flimsy structure. Failing to dislodge the
Chinese, tho mob tore down the wall ot the
bunk house, and. drugging out the Chinese,
beut and kicked them savagely.

They drove the Chinese toward town for
nearly four miles, leaving them dually in ex-
hausted condition near liutlor s plane, two and
u half miles east Three of the Chineso were
seriously Injured.

This news caused much oxclteinent in
Fresno, which was Increased by reports that
renohed the Sheriff a little later to the effect
that Smith's vineyard, northeast of Fresno,
had been mobbed.

Forces ot deputies and citizens wero at once
sent out to hunt for tlie raiders. Tho citizens
say that this thing bits now gone too flu for
unvt hing but swift and decisive action.

The men composing these mobs are mostly
wandering rufilans wlio drift up and down tha
valley through the railroad towns. Many of
them htto criminal roeordt. There Is talk of
a vigilance committee, and it comes from men
who do not talk idly.
