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A LIMIT UPON SILYER PURCHASES,

The econvietion that the IMailare of the
Bherman aot repsal bill 18 not only possible
but highly probable, I dally galning ad-
heronts, Walting for the flow of talk
from the sllver Senators to ceass, looks
now very much like walting for the Missia-
slppl to run dry. and of the varlous sehemos
proposad for bridging over the stream or dam-
ming it up none promises & eortainty of sue-
cons,  As Benator Dubois of Idaho openly sald
Inst Wodnesday, the friends of ailver are con-
vinced that the passage of the Repenl biil
will put an end to the possibllity of the

further use of allver as a standard of
value, and they will employ to pro-
vont it amll homdrable means known to

the usages of the Henate, The eMeloncy
of tho power at thelr command for aecom-
plishing their purposs may be sstimated from
the way in which the passago of the Forea bill
wan obstruetad last winter, and {ts abandon-
ment Noally compelled. That bill, too, had the
unanimous and hearty support of the majori-
ty of the Senate, wherans the Hopeal bill al-
though it s sure of a majority whenover a
vote can bo taken upon it, has, in the mean-
while, only a minority working in its favor.

The dwindling confidence of the publle In
the suceess of ropeal is reflocted In the small
and daily lessening volume of teanaactions on
the Stock Exchange and In the slow rocovery
of business from the shoek of the recent panic.
Loons of money are, indeod, more easily to be
obiained than they were. and at lower ratea of
intervat, but the security for them has to be
nbove suspleion or they eannot be obtnined at
all, and large debtors are still staggering un-
der tholr burdens and paying ns onerous ratas
as over for nccommodation. Apprehension (s
cxpressed by many that the ultimate fallure
of repeal will be followed by manother
panle, but there I8 no good ground for
it. Thera may. and probably will be,
n period of stagoation and of anxziety
for tho future, but the elements of & panlo
have eenasd to exist. Evarybody |s now pre-
pared for the worst and cannot be taken by
surprise, and, while the process of llgulda-
tion may eud in wiplng out concerns whish
hnve hitherto been held up by maln strength
lest thelr downfall should add to the general
wlurm, thosa that deserve to exist will go on,
even though thele operations may bs curtalled
to meot the exigencles of a new order of
things. Moreover. if the continued execution
of the Sherman act should lead to renowed
exports of gold, the phenomenon has become
so familiar to the publle miad that it hss lost
{ts terrors, and there are, bosldes, in the act
itsalf, provislons which. Il the Seoretary of the
Treasury avallo himself of them, will enable
him to countornct ite effocts and acoomplish
the result sousht for Ly repeal.

The Nret scetion of the act directs the Bee-
rotury ol the Treasury “to purshase from
time to timo silver bulllon to the nggrogate
nmount of 4.500,000 vuncos. or 80 muech as
way be offered in each month, at tho markot
price theroof. not exceoding ono dollar for
U714 gralne of pure silver' 1L therefore, a
smnaller yuantity than 4,500,000 ounces should
Le offered to the Hecrotary [n o glven month,
he neod purchase only that quantity and no
more, ‘and 1f nons Is offered at tho market
price he neod not purchase any at all. Une of
the favorite ussertiorsof the sllver men i1s that
the metal capnot muach longer bo produced nt
the price now paid for it, sand that many of the
minues have already closed or are on the polnt
of elosing. Sinesathe full comploment of 4,500,
(W0 ouneas of whieh the monthly purchase
{s directed by the act nmounts to 54,000,000
vunees n yoar, or nearly the prosent whola
produet of our Western siiver miues, it is
not lmpossilile that very soon the offerines
way, from natural caupes, fall below 4,500,000
ounces per month, In that event, toe, tho
Troasury being almost the only purchassr of
the metal, the Becratury may, if he pleases,
fay that thore Is no market price, and make
offers so low as still further to discourage
mining and thus to diminish tho quantity
offered to him. Ho has already dono this sev-
eral timos on n small scalo, and ho might do it
upon ono 50 large as to reatriet the operntion
of the act and thus to limit tho mischicf it
eausos, very considerably.

This. howover, would only palliate the evil
withoyt entirely putting an end to it. The
tendendy of the continued lssuo of Treasury
notes to payfor silver purchaeed is, us wo saw
proctically Jemonstrated last spring, to draln
thoe Treasurys of its gold and leave it only =il-
ver. The aot reguires the Bocretary of the
Trousury to redoem in coln the notes {ssued
underit, and It gives him, tn words, discretion
to uso either gold coin or silver coln for the
purpose, but it also explieitly deelnres it to Lo
“the estublished poliey of the United States to
maintaln the two metals at a parity with each
other upon the legal ratio, or such other ratlo
as muy be provided by law.” To earcy out tha
noliey thus deelared and to maintain the
parity mentioned, the no®s, whenever gold ia

demanded for them, must be rodeemed
in gold and oot In sllver. The baro
suspieion that gold might hbo roflused

and sllver offored for thelr redemption would
sond a cold chill through the tinanclal world,
and the actual refusal of gold would exelto a
demand for it which the whole stek in the
Treasury would Lo insuMivient to satiafy, On
the other hand, the continued redemption in
gold ol & ronstantly Increasing quantity of the
notes would alsao empty the Treasury of gold,
and whon, finally, from shear nocessity, wilver
slone was offered for the potes, gold would
gotom premium and the parity of gold and
silvor required by tho act woulid be destroyod.

In ease, therefore, tho olatinate opposition
of tho silver Benators sliould result in the lay-
Ing aside of the Hepeal bill to waky way for
tho transaction of more pressingly lmportant
publie business, the Heoretary of the Troas-
ury will not thereby be eompellad to curry on
his purolinses of silver to the point at which
they will render the malntenance ol gold pay-
monts by him imposasible. It will be enough
that he shall bo only threutened with this result
to justily bhim In consing to buy more sllvarand
to lssue notes for it. The amount of the notes
authorized by the not s In effect, though not
in explicit words, limited by the ability of tho
Treasury Lo maiotain thom at par with gold,
#nd the Soeretary is not bound to exeewed it.

It follows from this that the repeal of tho
sliver purchssing elause of the Bherman net,
though highly desirabile, I8 not ludispensalils
to rostraln it [rom doing all the mischlel of
which It Is capable, The parity clause of the
nct controls its sliver purchasing elaune as the
governor of & sleaw englne controls the work-
ing of the engine. When the englne goos too
fant the governur cuts off tho supply of steam

and reduces Its apesd to its prover rate, and |

#0, when the purchases of sllver under the
Ehermun act approach the Hmit at whicn gold
paymeonts are In dangoer of belng compulsorlly
susponded, the provislon requiring them to be
malotained comen Into play and reduces the
purchanes or stops them altogether untll thelr
lssue can safely be resumed.

Whather the presvnt Seerolacy of the Tross-
ey possossas tho Intelllgence and the eourngo
requisite for the applloation of this remedy
for the wischlevous tendencles of the sher-
man sct I8 apother guestion. He would, of
couray, by refusing to continue the purchases
of sliver sxpone himsell o witacks from the
Irionds of the metal Loth In nnd out of Con-
gross, and, no doubt, bls removal from ofMce
or oven his Impeachmunt would by demanded,
It Is not likely, in view of President Cleveland's
known convictions in regan! to the subject,
that ho would he romoved, and the vole of the
House of Hepresentatives upon the liepeal
bill Indieates that a mujority of that body
eoild uot be Induced to impeach him, Btill, it
would reguire considerablo nerve [or him to
encounter the dengers to which he would be
exposed, and he ecould hardly be blamed for
desiring to avoid them,

For my own part, while I have always ro-
gardod the noto-lssulng provislon of tho Bher-
man het as vielous In prinelpla and thiok ft
oughbt to be ropealed, 1 have also belleved that
the evil caused by It has beon enormously
ovorestiaated by the publie. The alarm
oreated last spring by the sbipments of gold
soells Lo me to have been entiraly out of pro-

portion to the sause asalgnad for Ik and If the
panfo which ensuod was dus, as some any
1t wan, rololy to the operationa of the net, It im-
plies an amount of lgnorance and timidity in
our finanoiors and business men whioh fs high-
Iy diseroditable to them. A more sensible view
Is that other conditions mads the panie possi-
ble, and that the gold shipments only preaipi-
tatsd a eranh which was bound to come and
whioh would have comeo a little later it the
Bherman noct had never boen passed. Never-
theless, the opinfon is so widespread that the
sllver purchases did all the mischisl. and thelr
cossation is wo widely demanded a8 A pro-
requisite to a revival of business, that it would
ben good thing to stop them by any Iawlul
menns without waiting for the tardy aotion of
the Benate.
