He binl no reasonable doubt that if his resolu-
tion wore Aceented the Governors and Legise
Istures of the thros Statea would see to it that
thelr full nuota of Sendtors wonld be [o the
Renate bafors the time ixed by hilm. He Imag-
{ped the enso of & “force bill" bolng brought
pefore the Senate while three of the South-
ern Htates wers only partislly represented. or
the eass of o tarifl bill pending whon three
Now Ingland Btatea were in the llke position:
and he askod whether, In the one case, the
constitutional right of every State to have two
Benators nt all times would not bie perfectly
platn to Senatora from the South, and, In the
othor aase. bs squally plain to Senators from
NKew England. It was dangerous, he sald. to
proosad with the pending leglslation wuntil
thoss Htates, which were ao merlously affected
by it. had s proper representation In the

Eebate

Mr. Mitehell (Rep.. Or.) sald that while re-
gretiing. an much anthe Senator from Idaho
could regret. the faet that thosa three Btates
ware deprived. for the time being, of ono Ben-
ator each, he regardsid the proposition of that
Henator as ono of thie most remarkable that
had aver beon presonted to the Benats. For
that reason, notwithetanding his great sympa-
thy with those thres Statos, he should oppose
the resolution to the bltter end. He put tha
cass of & Henstor who had died, or had been
expelled, and asked whother the Senateshould
thon * cull a halt " untll the vacancy was fillod.
Suoh & proposition could not be maintalned
for a solitary moment, elther now or at any
other tima. What steps had thoss Etates
taken during the last month leoking to a full
representation In the Bennta? lind the Gov-
nrnor of any ono of them convened the Legls-
lature for the purpose of filling them ?

Mr. Chandler (Rap., N. H.) suggested to Mr.
Dubois not to press the resolution for aetion,
but to lat it !xo over for the present, because
the course of eventa might in a lew days show
Its adoption to be unnecessary. He was will-
Ing ta vote at any time to postpone action on
the Federal Flection law and on the taritf. But
inasmuch as he proposed now to vote for the
passage of the Liepea! bill, he was not pra-
pared to deoide whather he would or would
not vots to postpone aotlon on that bill until
after these three vavant soats were fllled. He

uggosted that tho conslderation of the reso-
ution be roltponad until debate on the pend-
Iog question be exhausted. It was conconded
he sald, that there were many days yet of
deblmte before the liopeal bill could be voled
on, and If there should appeartobe a large
majority In favor of the peal blll, so that
three additional votes against It would not af-
fest the result, then he should emphatically
vote " No" on the resolation. On the other
haund, i it should appear probable that the
vote would be so eloses that the bill could not
o nanded with the three vacant sents filled, be
should hesitate nlom: time belore he inaisted
upon it that such s great question should ba
decided differently from the way in which it
would be dealded If the Bennte wers full.

Than Mr, Gorman [ Dam., Md.), who had been
offended and Irrituted by the personnl allu-
alons to himpolf in the sapeeches of Heoatora
Unandler and Woleott, rosv anid nddressed the
Sanato. He aald that the course of the op-
rnn-nu of the Repeanl bill had done more to
wlittle the Sonate In the eyea of the people of
the whule eountry than anrvthing that had
ever before ocourred In the body. e be-
lleved thut the time would come, and that
speadily. whon some of the actors In thosas
scones would reagret the parts they had played,
and would atono as best they might for
having brought the Senate from a
tlnn of s ereat deliberative tﬁnlr to
that ol a county eonventinn or noltr oard of
Aldormen. Ho had not taken part inthe dis-
cussion, He wns, therefors, amazed that tha
dirtinguished Senntor from Colorado (for
whom he had had groat porsonal respeot and
fondnens) should so far forget the gront duty
of an Amerloan Senator as to bring Into the
discussion matters whieh did not belong to It
Ho was ampzod that that Senator should ins
dulge in the Insinuation that Benatnrs wers
econtrolied by motivas not proper., When the
Henntor did so fur the firet time he(Mr. Gor-
manl asorihed It to excltement, and to the fact
that the Senator represented s State which
was Intensuvly interested in the question and
derired to merve (t: and he felt that the Sen-

tor ought not to be held to strict account for
ils conduet, and ought not to be confined to
those limita of expresslon to which Senntors
are ordinnrlly held.

Mr, Woloott—I nwk the Bonator to what he
refers? Inm unconscious of any intimation
that could oftend him.

Mr., tiormman—The Benater from Colorade
has Intimnted that Senators on this lloor
changed thelr votas on the question of tho ad-
mission of Senators from the Ntates of Wash-
Ington, Montana. nn yoming, anid he neain
rapoated tliin morning (as dlil the Henator
from New Ham prhiml. that, whils he respect-
ed one Senntor who had ehanged his vote from
helng In favor of admission to being arn[ns
it. and had given his reasons therefor, he di
not know what to think of two others who hind
changed their votes In the same way and had
given no reasons.

Mr, Wolcott—At this moment I heg to say
that If tho Benator from Maryland will read the
report of my romarks, he will fail utterly to
find In them any expression of the Kind.

Mr. Gorman—0f coursa [ accent the die-
elnimear of the Nenntor, but I vanture tosay
that no man who ean readthe English lan-
gusgo and understanda it would have drawn
nuny other conelnsion from his remnarks uttersed
nfew dnye ago and [rom those uttersd to-day.
I will not permit. evon with the disclaimer of
the Henstor, which I mceept, that matter to
rest a8 15 [ wish to telleach of those Senntora
i Messrs, Chandler and Woleott) and the Sen-
ate nnid tho country that the question ofthe
admission of Senutors, under conditlons which
ohtuined in  Montanm, Washington, and
Wroming, was a new qonestion in this body.

age of the Mnilion In the Treasnry.

Wasurxarox, Bept. 27.—The compromise
sllver mensure, prepnred by Senator Jones of
Arkangas, was to-day Introduced in the Senate
by its author. It provides that there shall be a
Commisslon eomposed of three Senators, to be
selected by the Senate, throo Heprossntatives,
to be aeleated by the Speaker of the House, nnd
three persons to bie soleeted Ly the Prealdent,
subject to confirmation by the Henate, The
Commisalon I to hold its sesslons in the Capl-
tol and In suech other places use n majority
shall direct, and omploy nevesaary stenograpli-
o, employees, and may admiulster oaths and
send for psrsons and papers,

The Commission Is to oxamine fnto the
financl and monatary condition of the Qoy-
erpmont and paople of the United States with
& view to devising means for the botter-
ment thareol, and to wevlnllg pxnmine and
report u;mn.bvunn or more bills, the follow-
ing subgecta: The full or partinl romoneti-
zatlon of sliver, and n proper rativ between It
and gold: revislon of legal tendor lnws to pre-
vont diserimination betwean various deserip-
tions of money: State bank tax rvepenl with
nocessnry restrictions: tho enuse of the pros-
ant rumtyuiu of trade, sud the neccssity of
leglalation to proveut natlonal banks from
abusing thelr power.

ho second section direots the SBecretary of
the T'reasury to et apart and rotaln in thae
Tronsgiiry so much of the silver bullion now in
the Treasury ns will bo nocesssry to redeein
the outstunding Trensury notes, in complinnee
with the terms of the act of July 14, M), and
provides that tho remninder of the bullion
