BoBTMf. Sept. 29. Samuel C,arr. one of the
executors of the Ames estate, returned from
New Y.ork y and said of the reported

gift of Mr. Ames to Harvard:
"Ylr. Ames had some plan In his mind for

Harvard University, but just what its nature
and scope were the executors do not know
yet. It Is our desire, so far as we are able, to
carry out the wishes of Mr. Ames, so far as
th ey can be ascertained."

Thera will doubtless be a conference
President Eliot and the heirs of Mr.

Ames. In order to gain from the former any
proofs which may exist of Mr. Ames's Inten-
sions regarding the college. Mr. Ames left no
written statement of his wishes or Instruc-
tions regarding publlc bequests, though he
had signified to his son his intention of pub-
licly disposing of a portion of his wealth and
had mentionod Harvard as a beneficiary.

No money can be devoted to public ucua
tlons except with the assent of eaoh ana all the
heirs. Furthermore. It Is impossible for the
executors even to eetimate the value of the es-
tate, as Mr. Ames's death Is only two weekspast and the estate Is so vast ami of such a
varied nature that It will reuulre a very long
time to admlnistor it: therefore, any talk
about any gift to Harvard olloge or any other
institution is unauthorised.

Mr. Moses WIlL'.ams. who is a member of the
Hoard of Oversaers of Harvard College, said
yesterday of tho proposed gift of $.M io.ooii to
Harvard for a reading room, which, it had
been stated, was intended by the late F. 1.
Ames-

"Sometime tgo It was proposed to construct
and endow such a rending room, and

solicited. Hut these contribu-
tions were o le day put a stop to by the an-
nouncement that one gentleman had volun-
teered the 'whole Bum required, it was not
stated who this geutleman was, and his iden-
tity has been hitherto kept secret.

It found thnt tho detail work of the Coroners'
office was conducted In an unsystematic and
unbusinesslike manner. Tho prese'itment
says:
"The Coroners themselves npparantlv have

always left, the clerical work of tho offico to tlio
chief clork ami his subordinates: the chief
clerk apparently n.o. ; no' rocognio any par-
ticular Coroner us his superior ollleur. but is
intrusted by all of thorn indiscriminately, the
result of which must necessarily be that am
barrassmont In Iho olllce wovk Is thereby Ot'
casioneil. These abuses are apparently the
result of n long existing lack of system and
hnblt of delny on the part of Iho Coroners and
those subordinate lo them in the business of
lli.it oftlce."

It Is a duty ot the Cm oners, Iho (Irand Jury-
men say. to illo wuh the atork in all eases ab-

stracts of tho testimony taken and copies of
the verdict rendered. These are to bo deliv-
ered to tlio Board of Health, and. in homicide
cases, to the Pistriet Attorney. Without delay.
These mandatory provisions have been long
ignored by the Coroners. 'Iho presentment
Buys:

"Somo effort has been made toccusothoneglect to transmit the testimony taken upon
the Inquest h Iho Coronets, upon tho ground
thai tho stenographer of the Hoard of Coro-
ners is unable to perform the labor necessi-
tated thereby. This stenographer, who holds
his oftlce during the pleasure uf the Board ot
Coroners. Is paid a salarvof t2,mKl per annum.
and. under the law. Is entitled to six cents per
lolio for all transcripts furnished for the uso
ot the Pistriet Attorney hy direction of thn
Hoard. I nder the law anv poison doslrlng a
copy of tho minutes Is entitled to a cortltTed
transcript therefrom upon the payment to the
stenographer of six cento tier folio therefor" While his delay in transcribing such tes-
timony has been tho cause of constant com-
plaint, thn tlrand Jury have ascertained that
in no instance has ho beeu prevented from
transcribing nnd delivering copies of his
minute., for the use of private individuals.''

Tho manner of getting jurors is ulso com-
mented upon:

" Instead of issuing summonses for attend-
ance of persons liable to jury duty, selected
from a proper list of citizens prepared for that
purpose, it has been the custom In vory many
cases to furnish these clerks or messengers
with blank summonses, leaving it to them to
determine what particular Individuals should
compose the desired jury."

Witnesses, the presentment says, are sum-
moned in a loose manner. Blank suhpo-nasar-

dollvered to tlio police and uo Inquiries made
ns to the manner in which they are served. In
casos where witnesses have been committed
to tho llousoof Detention by magistrates, no
Inquiry bus been mado for the purpose of as-
certaining that fact, and it has been commonly
learned, it at all. hy accident

The ( irand Jury's recommendations and con-
clusions were stated as follows:

"Wo believe that the malad-
ministration of the Coroners' oftlce In this
county Is a cause of embarrassment to the in-
terests of public justice, and that a more satis-
factory means of discharging the important
functions now Involving upon the Coroners'
office, namely, first, investigation of sudden
and suspicious deaths, and, secondly,
tlio examination and commitment of per-
sons charged with causing such deaths,
ought to provided for by law. The
latter function could be performed hy
the ordinary committing magistrates, who
now have comurrenl jurisdiction with tho
Coroners, in homicide cases, and the pre-
liminary Inquiry us to the cause ot death
could bo satisfactorily conducted by a medical
examiner or other olllcint appointed by appro-p- i

into authority.
"We earnestly recommend that the subject

we have treated of bo brought to tho attention
of the Constitutional Convention, now soon to
be convened, in order that tiie Constitution
inay.be so amended that the oftlce ot Coroner
as it now exists should ho abolished, and iu its
place -- hall bo substituted a method of pro-
cedure In accordance with the views above
expressed."
